that they should know what it is made of.
The manufacture of this gum is carried on
chiefly in Massachusetts, and the process
lias heretofore been kept a secret. A New
England newspaper, however,' says that
one of the employees of the place having
been discharged, he divulged the secret!
and it then g )es on to tell the process.
The gum is made of certain parts of gi.ni-tirabi- c,

h, a small quantity
of rosin and fat. The fat used in not lard
(that being too expensive,) but it is a sub-
stance extracted Irom the bodies of hogs
cats, oogs and other animals found deaden
the streets of cities. After the various in-
gredients are melted together iu a huge
kettle, a certain kind of alkali is put in fbr
the purpoL-- of whitening the gum. This
alkali is the same that is Uied by dvers
with indigo to give a deep and permanent
blue to flannels." ,
