GentUmen: Upon mature delib
eration it seems tit that 1 should
give to your letter of the 10th in-

stant some further and fuller re-

sponse than the hasty, unpremedita-
ted vords in which acknowledged
and accepted your nomination at our
meetino; on the 12th instant.

That your Convention saw fit to
accord its highest honor to one who
had been prominently and pointedly of
opposed to your party in the earnest
and sometimes anrry controversies

the last forty years is essentially on

noteworthy. That many of you as
Liberal Republicans should present
another candidate for President, and
would more rapidly have united with

in the support of Adams or
Trumbull, Davis or Brown, is well
fcuown., I owe my adoption at Bal
timore wholy to the fact that I had
already been nominated at Cincin
nati, and that a concentration of
forces upon any new man had been
proved impracticable.

0 ratified as 1 am at your concur
rence m the Cincinnati nomination,!
and certain as I am in that j'ou
would not have thus concurred had
you not deemed me upright and
capable, 1 found noth;ng in the cir-
cumstances calculated to inflame
vanity or nourish self-concei- t. But is

that your Convention saw fit to re-

affirm the Cincinnati platform is to-

me a source of the profoundest eat-isfaetio- n.

Thai body was constrain-
ed to take this step by no party
necessity, real or supposed.

Ihe amrmance by your
Convention of the Cincinnati plat
form is a most conclusive proof that
not merely is slavery abolished, but
that its spirit is extinct; that ties
pite the protests of a respectable,
but isolated, few, there remains
among us no party and no formid
able interest which regrets the over
throw or desires tne
ment of human bondage, whether in
letter or in spirit. J aw thereby
justified in my hope and trust tha
the first century ot American inue- -

pendenco will not close beiore the
grand elemental truths on which its
rightfulness was based by Jefferson
and tha Continental Uongress oj
'76 will no longer be regarded as
glittering generalities, but will have
become the universally accepted
and honored foundations of our po-

litical fabric. I demand the prompt
application of those principles to
our existing condition.

Having done what I could for the
complete emancipation of the blacks,
1 now ins;st on the lull cntranchise- -

ment of all my white countrymen.

Let none say that the ban nasjust
been removed from all but a tew
hundred elderly gentlem?n to whom
eligibility to office can be of little
consequence. My view contemplates
not tho hundreds proscribed, but
the millions ,who,u:e ..denied, the
right to be ruled and represented
by rae'n" of 'their own unfettered
choice. Proscription were absurd
if these did not wish to elect the
very men whom they are forbidden
to choose.

I have a profound regard for the
people of that part of Hew England
wherejn it was born, in whose com-

mon schools I was taught. . I rank
no people above them in intelli-

gence, capacity, and moral worth;
but while tley do many things well,

Legislature thus constrained to
choose another in his plnce or leave
jthe State unrepresented for years.

remove his disabilities after, that
seat had been filled by another, only
serves to place in a stronger light

I thank you gentlemen, that my
name is to be conspicuously asso io

ciated with yours in a determined
effort to render amnesty complete
and universal in spirit as well as in
letter. ,en deieat in such a case
would leave no sting, while triumph
would rank with those victories
which evoke no tears but those of
gratjtud and joy,

Gentlemen, your platform, which
also mine, assures me that Demo

cracy is not henceforth to stand for,
one thjng and Republicanism foj
another; but these terms are to tnea rro

f

in pontics, as tuev nave always
meant in the dictionary, substan
tially one and the same thing, name
ly, equal rights, regardless of creed
or clime or color. I hale this as a
genuine new departure from outworn
leuus and meaningless contentions
in the direction of progress and re-

form.
Whether I shall be found worthy

to bear - the standard of the great
XVcT-tt- l mnrpmp.nt ivhifh thp A mcri- -
can peopte nave inaugurated is to
be determined not by words, but
deeds --with me, if 1 steadily ad
vance; over nae if I falter. Its grand
array moves on to achieve for our
country her glorious beneficent des
tiny.

Gyoeley and the Prisoners at
Albany.

It now comes to light that Mr.
Greeley deserves the credit for re
commending the relief lor some ol the
Southern prisoners congned at Albany,
and that the attention of Mr. Gerritt
Smith was called to it about two
months since by Mr. Greeley, and he
was urged to iutercede with President
Grant lor them. This will appear
from an extract taken from the
Tribune :

Some two months ago Mr. Gree'ey
called tho attention of Mr. Gerritt
Smith to the lact that many af the
ku-klu- x prisoners confioed at Albauy
were descrying ot the interposition of
Executive ck'ineuoy. lie urged that
some of thjse poor creatur.s were so
grossly ignorant, that other, wero too
young to comprehend tho nature of
the fearful obli.atioas which they had
assumed, aud that others had un-

doubtedly been terrified into joining
the ku-klu- x organizations. Mr. uree-le- y

asked Mr. Smith as a philanthro-
pist to examine into the facts of the
case for himself, and use his influence
with the President, with whom his
relations were cordially close, iu be-

half of such prisoners as deserved it.-M-

Smith agreed to look into the
affair, but said he was dobutful if the
President would be induced, in the
midst of a heated campaign to take
steps for the relde of any of the
prisoners, as it might injure his polit
ical prospects. Iha result, o tfoe ex-

amination by Mr. Gerritt Smith, and
his subsequent report to the President
(confirming Mr. Greeley's views) was

that Col. Whitley, of the United States
Secret Service, was detailed to make
an official cXHmination. Hi report, of
which we print a synopsis toda.', ex-

actly justifies tho wisdom of Mr. Gree-

ley's observations aud conclusions.
The country will now be interested to
see if the President will yield to the
suggestions made in the interest of
humanity, or will vindicate ths sagac-

ity nf Mr. Gerritt Smith's spiuion
that ho could not venture flo this act
of justice lest it might injure his polit-

ical prospects.

If a cause be good, the violeut ut
I tacks of its enemies will not injure it
so much as an injudicioui defence of
it by its meai;.
