When dancing commenced, each person se-
lected, indiscriminately, hib partner; and the
country dances were danced with as mueh cdor-
reciness as is 82en in more rational circles §
and really most of the patients seemed to en-
joy thie enlivening scene. The matron and
several of the attendants and visitors danted
with the patients; and there was not the least
restraint or apprehehsion. Some few despon-
ding patients were brought iuto the room, in
the hope that the festive scene might rotse
them from their wretchedness; but their mal-
ady appeared 1o.be too deeply seated for them
to be much relieved. The scene aliogether
was one of a2 most gratifying natare, and fully
proved the advantages of the modern humane
treatment over the brotality and eruelty of for:
mer days.”
