SURRENDER OF SAN 'JUAN DsULOA
AND VERA CRUZ.
' By an extra issued upon Friday morning
last, we forwarded a brief account of this most
brilliant achievement of American arms to as
many of the country post offices as the short
time in which we had to operate would permit
us. Since then nothing has been talked of
but the * fall of Vera Cruz.” The Southern
press is filled with accounts of this most bril-
liant achievement. Wegive in to-day’s Jour-
nal a long, but if our readers take the same
inferest in the affair that we do, not too long,
and interesting account of the various inci-
dents which preceded and followed the surren-
der of these famous strongholds of Mexico.
The reader will perceive that the account is
written by a gentleman who was an eye wit-
ness of the whole affair. It is, therefore, the
more interesting. It is decidedly the fullest
and most spirited account which we have seen.

Thus has fallen the renowned Castle of San
Juan D’Uloa! This is the erowning victory
on the part of our gallant Army and Navy.
This Castle, too, which was thought to be
impregnable by many of our Whig seers, has
fallen into our hands with a comparatively
insignificant loss. With the possession of
this stronghold, we think that the American
army may safely march from one end of Mex-
1co to the other, without encountering any se-
rious opposition. Although we feel and ad-
mit that this is one of the most briliiant ex-
ploits which the pages of our brief history
exhibit, still, in our humble opinion, it does
not redound so much to the glory of the Ame-
rican soldier as the battle of Buena Vista.—
For this reason—Gen. Scott sat down before
the walls of Vera Cruz at the head of the lar-
gest and best appointed army, take it all and
all, which the Union has ever sent on any
expedition. His force was about 14,000, of
the very flower of the American army. Add
to this that he had the co-operation of the lar-
gest and best appointed fleet which the Union
has ever yet concentrated at one point. To
the united prowess of these combined forces,
the city and castle yielded. This we calcula-
ted upon. On the other hand, look at the
blood-stained field of Buena Vista. There was
Gen. Taylor, at the head of a mere handful of
men, (about 5,000) and these, comparatively
speaking, raw troops. With this little army,
he awaited Santa Anna,the best military lead-
er in Mexico, who advanced upon him at the
head of the principal army of the Republic,
some 20,000 strong. For two long days old
“Roughand Ready” fought this immense army,
and finally made 1t retire, covered with defeat
and disgrace. Let the reader look upon these
two pictures and then ask which of them will
furnish fhe most brilliant page in the future
annals of the Republic. Both affairs, hower-
er, will long remain monuments of the bravery
of our citizen soldiers.

The very natural question in connection
with this subject, now is, what effect will
these events have in the production of a treaty
of peace? We should suppose, as we have
before said, that Mexico would, by this time,
see that further resistance was entirely out of
the question; and we would suppose that she
would be anxious to close the war on any
terms. We do not know that this will be the
result, but certainly, under the present aspect
of affairs, it is a reasonable presumption. We
presume that Gen. Scott will immediately
march upon the Capital. And we now think
that it is very probable that he will be joined
by Gen. Taylor, whose column, we think,
will shortly push on from Agua Nueva. Time,
however, will soon develope all these matters,
and perhaps itis only a waste of paper to spee-
ulate upon them. -

¢>The following is the general order is-
sued to his victorious army by Gen. Taylor,
after the battle of Buena Vista. How differ-
entintone and language from the gasconading
pronunciamentos of the Mexican commanders
[t is brief, pointed, and modest. Well, in-
deed, may we be proud of such an army, com-
manded by such a General. We are glad to
see that Gen. Taylor has dealt so lightly with
those volunteers who so ingloriously fled in
the hour of peril. We say we are glad, for
we do not think that the conduct of these
troops is any thing like conclusive evidence
that they will not, in time, make as brave sol-
diers as ever drew sword, It cannot reasona-
bly be expected that men who are on the red
field of war, for the first time in life, will ex-
hibit all the cool bravery of veteran troops.
The prolession of a soldier is, like all others,
attained hy practice, and we feel assured that
many ol those who wavered at Buena Vista
will, should the war continue, retrieve the
honor which they"have so unfortunately lost.
We will wait with considerable interest for

{r7=The number of officers killed and woun-
ded at the battle of Buena Vista, in proportion
to the number of troops engaged, is unprece-
dented in the annals of warfare. We have,
heretofore, assigned one reason for this, viz:
the barbarity of the Mexican lancers, who, so
soon as they found an American officer woun-
ded on the field, immediately despatched him.
Another reason was the daring, we had almost
said, reckless courage of the officers. In or-
der to encourage their men they were always
foremost in the fray. The accounts of the
battle shew that there were killed—3 Colo-
nels, 1 Lieutenant Colonel, 9 Captains, and
14 Lieutenants—total killed, 27. Wounded—
1 Brigadier General, 1 Colonel, 1 Major, 9
Captains, and 25 Lientenants—total wounded,
37. Total officers killed and wounded, 64.

We are glad to
learn that the Southern press is beginning to
see this matter of mail failures in its proper
light. The Wilmington & Raleigh Rail Road
Company has been the victim of most unmer-
ited abuse for some time past :—

The Northern mail of yesterday was only
from Wilmington, N. C., the Rail Road Cars
not having arrived from Weldon when the
steam boat left.

It is but justice to the North Carolina con-
dractors (the Rail Road and Steam Boat line) to
state that since the 19th of last month—the
date of the new schedule going into operation
—there has been but two failures of accom-
plishing schedule time. One of these was
with the steamer Gladiator, when the passen-
gers gave a certificate of the propriety of sus-
pending the trip, on account of the weather,
and the other is the present failure on the part
of the Rail Road, the season for which is yet
to be accounted for.

The hour for the arrival of the Wilmington
boat here is now fixed at half-past 12 o’clock,
while the cars on the South Carolina Rail
Road leave at 9 A. M., conveying the mail
West. In most instances the boats reach here
before nine o’clock, three haurs and a half
Bfore schedule time. In a short time, we
suppose, a change will be made in the depar-
ture of our cars, when failures will be few
indeed, as far as North and South Carolina
is concerned. Will our New Orleans friends
who we know have just reason to complain
““put the saddle on the right horse,” and not
charge our North Carolina neighbors with
iaults that they are notin factaccountable for.

FOREIGN NEWS.
S_VEN DAYS LATER FROM EUROPE.

By the «rrival of the packet ship Wyoming
at Philadeiphia, we have dates from Liverpool
up to the 13th March, seven days later than
our Jast accounts.

The commercial intelligence is of considera-
ble importance. This arrival brings the in-
telligence that American provisions—indeed,
American products of all kinds, have slighily
declined. The principal reason assigned for
this is the tightness of the English money
market. Below we give extracts from the la-
test English papers, which will shew the state
of the markets there. We see it stated that
the number of persons employed by the Brit-
ish Government on public works in Ireland,
are now 702,228, representing about three
millions oi people, who have nothing between
them and starvation except the Government
hounty. This is really an awful picture. The
following are the extracts :—

Liverroon Cors Excuaxce. Friday, March 12.—Not-
withstanding advices received this morning from Amer-
ica, report much excitement and advancing prices there
in consequence of the lute accounts from England ; eur
market tu-day exhihited no lively symptoms in any arti-
clz of the eorn trade; and theugh sume parcels of wheat
were tnken for Ircland at our last quotations, the millers
nought sparingly, and for most descriptions of this
grain, business closed dull, with a slight tendeney to de-
cline. Flour moving less freely, western brands rece.
ded to 41s. 64, 10 42s. per barrel, and Engligh as well as
Irish, although scarce, must be noted chesper. Barley
was in slow reguest at Tuesday’s rafes.

Beans. upon a very limited demand, were rather de-
pressed in valoe; and Peas merely sustained former
prices. Oats und vatineal, being very little noticed, were
the turn cheaper. Indian corn continnes fo meet good
inquiry for Ireland, the transactions therein this worn-
ing were to a fair extent, at a reduction in some cases
Is per 43U [bs.

speculators and exporters have also confined their ope-
rations to small parcels. Unier the inflnence of these
unfavorable eircumstances, holders have pressed sup-
plics upon the market, and a decline has been submit-
ted to of 4d per Ib. upon most descriptions of Amerisan,
whilst other kinds have participated 1o a great extent in
this reduction. Speculators have taken 2000 American,
and exporters 900 do. and 250 Surat. Sales of the week
18,100 bales.

SIX DAYS LATER FROM EUROPE.
The packet ship Washington Irving, arn-
ved at Boston on Saturday, with advices from

Liverpool to the 21st ult., being one week la-
ter than previously received. We copy the
following from the N. Y. Herald :

The reports of the extensive arrivals of flour
and Indian corn at the port of Liverpool, had
not produced any influence in the London
market, where the supplies were far helow
the present demand for every article for the
home and foreign trade.

On Tuesday and Wednesday, March 16th
and 17th, several parcels of American flour
were purchased at Liverpool for shipment to
France and coastwise.

The demand was finely met hy the holders,
and the prices of Tuesday were without change.
At our market on the morning of the 19th,
there was a very fair attendance of buyers,
and a tolerably good business was transacted
in wheat and flour at the full prices of Tues-
day. i

Western Canal Flour realized 40s. per bbl.,
and the extent of sales since Tuesday is esti-
mated at 30,000 bbls.

Indian Corn was one shilling to two shil-
lings per quarter lower.

More business was doing at the decline,

On Tuesday, March 16th, in confirmation
of increased arrivals, we have to note for that
day’s market a liberal supply of most kinds of
grain and produce coastwise, and from abroad,
especially of indian corn and flour, of which
the importations are abundant, and the export

to Ireland considerable. Transactions in ev-
ery description of wheat were upon a limited
scale. -

LATER FROM TAMPICO AND THE

. , s -;ﬁ_ngﬂ.' . ,::

The New Orleans Picayune contains advi-
ces from Tampico to the 27th, and from the
Brazos to the 28th ult. At Tampico all was
quiet. From the Brazos the Picayune has the
following:

The Flag of the 27th ult. gives further ac-
counts from Santa Anpna’s army. They were
communicated by a letter dated from Twla,
the 11th of March, written by a Mexica. of-
ficer toa friend in Matamoros. The letter
says Santa Anna arrived at San Luis Potosi
on the 8th ult. He returned at the head of
a remnant of one of the divisions of the army
with which he marched out to attack General
Taylor—the remaining two divisions having
marched in directions where food might be
procured for the famishing soldiery. The
writer remarks of the battle and retreat:—
““ We have sufiered a far greater loss than in
any engagement ever before fought in the
country—upwards of four thousand were left
on the battle-field or died on the retreat—the
army was destitute of provisions of any kind,
and the soldiers were rendered ferocious by
their privations and suffering; disaffection 1s
wide-spread throughout the ranks, and I may
say, the army under Santa Anna is virtually
broken up.” This letter also mentions the
death of several citizens of Matamoros, offi-
cers in the Mexican army, who were killed in
the late battle.

Gen. Taylor arrived at Monterey on the
9th of March with the 1st Mississippi Rifles
and the Kentucky Cavalry as an escort, and
from an article in the American Pioneer, (a
paper published at Monterey,) we infer that
he was yet there on the 15th.. What day he
left Monterey we are not informed, but all
accounts agree that he was in pursuit of Gen.
Urrea. We extract from a letter in the Flag,
dated Camargo, the 23d ult., which purports
to derive its information from Major McCul-
loch:

Old Zack is down on this side of themoun-
tains, hunting up Urrea with a sharp stick.—
The Old Zack is wrothy at being assailed in
his rear and having his bread carts demolished,
and if he but lays his hand on the Mexican
General, will flay him alive. Urrea will doubt-
less effect his escape, for he would sooner
meet the devil with odds than Old Zack. At
the last accounts he was at Linares, making a
straight shoot for the Tula Pass.

The Kentucky cavalry are here, having
been sent down by Gen. Taylor as an escort
to a train. They return immediately, accom-
panying the Mississippi and Virginia regiments
of infantry, who proceed through by the way
of China.

Captain Graham's company of dragoons,
Capt. Gray’s company of rangers, four or five
companies of Virginians, part of the Ohio and
part of the Kentucky regiments of infantry,
sent down here recently with the train, are
now all on their return to Gen. Taylor.

A letter in the Picayune, from Vera Cruz,
dated the 28th ult., says:

From the city of Mexico, through the for-
eign fleet, [ have later intelligence to commu-
nicate. On the 19th inst., it is reported that
Santa Anna was in the capito!, that he had
joined the clergy, had but down the revolution
of Gomez Farias and Salaig, and that with his
new associates, he is now anxious for peace.
This news comes from a source that appears
to me reliable, and I give it, believing it to be
in the main correct.

It is further reported that Santa Anna is at
the head of 4000 regular troops, and that, aid-
ed by the church party, is able to make head-
way against any opposition. In this distrac-
ted country, and among this uncertain popula-
tion, it i& hard to tell or even surmise what a
day may bring forth ; yet with the powerful
aid of the clergzy Santa Anna may be enabled
keep the reins of power in his hands for a
space, and make peace or continue the waras
may best suit his purposes—I am disposed to
think, since his meeting with Gen. Taylor,
that he has become heartily disgusted with the
war.

STILL LATER FROM tue SEAT or WAR.

The Southern mail just in, (Thursday mor-
ning,) brings a little later intelligence from the
theatre of war.

The Picayune contains dates from Vera
Cruz up to the 31st March. Gen. Twiggs
had started with a Brigade towards the Na-
tional Bridge, (on the road to Mexico,) where
some opposition was expected.

Gen Quitman had proceeded with a detach-
ment towards the town of Alvarado. No
doubt but that this place is now 1 our pos-
session. It will afford a fine market for the
procurement af mules and other articles which
Gen. Scott needs on his march to the city of
Mexico.

From te Cirty oF Mexico.—The news
brought by this mail from the city of Mexico
isup tathe 24th ult, Santa Anna had assumed
the reins of power, and had issued an address
to the citizens, and to the National Congress.
In this address he does not, as we read it,
give any intimation of a desire to return to
peaceful councils. Wedo not know what his
real intentions are, but we think he is for
peace.

Frox THE Brazos.—The latest dates from
the Brazos state that Gen. Taylor had returned
to Saltillo, after a fruitless search after Urrea.
No doubt the latter has gone beyond the moun-
tains long since. The prevailing impression
at the Brazos was that Gen. Taylor would
shortly push on from his present position to-
wards San Luis Potosi.

Cor. Harpix.—This gallant officer, before
his death, captured a Mexican flag, which,
after he was wounded, and shortly before his
death, he requested might be sent, together
with his war horse, as a memento to his be-
loved wife in Kentucky. Poor fellow.

Further from Santa Fe—More Battles—
Eizht Americans Murdered— Sickness at San-
ta Fa.—The Piladelphia papers contain a
despatch from Pittsburg, giving news from
Santa Fe to the 3d of February.

Several actions had taken place between the
insurrectionists and the Americans.

Col. Price, with 350 men, had a battle with
2000 Mexicans at La Comeda, in which the
Americans were victorious, and 36 of the en-
emy killed. _

Another battle occurred a few days after-
wards at Sansbada, with a similar result.

An action had o¢curred betwen the Missou-
ri volunteers and the Mexicans at Moro, in
which Capt. Headley, the commander of the
volunteers was killed. The Americans then
retired to Vegas

A reinforcement of 200 men was sent from
Santa Fe under Ceol. Morrison, on whose ap-
pearance the Mexicans abandoned Moro, af-
ter murdering eight Americans.

The insurrectionists are mostly of the rab-
ble.

Don- Vogel, the Secretary of State, under
Gov. Bent, was acting as Governor of Santa
Fe.

In a skirmish between the volunteers under
Capt. St. Ardin, and the insurrectionists, a
Mexican was killed, wearing Gov. Bent’s coat
and shirt.

There was much sicknessat Santa Fe, from
three to five deaths occurring daily, mostly
‘teamsters.

New Orleans Charter Election.—This elec-
tion took place on Monday last. From the
returns, itappears that the whigs have a small
majority in the General and the First Munici-

ity Councils. In the Secon? Municipality
Council, the whig majority is overwhelming,
thirteen to thrce ; whilst, in the Third Muni-
cipality Council, the democrats still preserve
he ir ascendancy.—Charlzston Courier.
