WILMINGTON, May 8, 1847.
THE underssgned, purchasers and dealers in

Naval Stores in this place, with a view to adopt
some general regulations which seem to them to
be founded in justice, and more in accordance
with the customs of other markets, have agreed to
establish for their future government, the follow-
ing regulations, commencing on the 15th of June
next.

As no good reason is apparent to them for
changing the size and weight of barrels ot Tur-
pentine, and it would perhaps be productive of in-

convenience to the makers, it will be purchased as
heretofore, the gross weight ofthe barrel to be 320
lbs., or 260 lbs. net; thf turpentine to be delivered
in yard for inspection at the expense of the seller;
and as the purchaser and seller are equally inter-
ested in ascertaining the quantity and quality of
the commodity sold, the expense of inspection
shall be equeally divided. Each barrel of dip tur-
pentine shall have 12 good hoops and hard 10 ;

instead of deducting the extra as formerly 1 cent
per bbl. will be deducted for scutt ing and pack-
ing and 2 cents for each hoop deficient, together
with the usual deduction for unmerchantable bar-

rels exceeding the number taken to pack. Pur-
chases made at the Rail Road Depot will be sub-

ject to a deduction of two cents per bbl. drayage,
thereby placing the sailers per Rail Road on a foot-

ing with those by water. These regulations to apply
to Tar, only so far as regards expense of rolling,
draying and inspection. The custom adopted in
reference to the condition of the barrels it is sup-
posed must be free from all objection, as turpen-
tine put up in perfect order will only be subject to
a deduction of one cent per bbl. instead of the for-

mer rates of extra.

Mij Dea r Friend :

The magnificent humanity evinced by our
beloved Brethren in the States, for the suffering
Irish, has inspired every heart in this Island
with ardent gratitude.

We shall ever regard America as our Deliv-

erer in the hour of bitter calamity. The im-

mense supply of Indian Corn, wafted into the
Cove of Cork, the last few days, and the Free-Gi- ft

Cargoes, daily expected, have had an un-

expected effect on the Corn Market. Mai.e
has fallen from 9 to 10 the ton. In the
darkest hour of calamity we should not despair.
The mercies of the Lord are above all his
wondrous works. I am resolved, God wil-

ling, to leave Ireland for the States next sum-

mer. It shall be my constant, anxious prayer,
that the Lord may remove every obstacle, and
allow me to indulge this darling desire of my
heart. ,

As soon as the expected bread stuff vessels
will arrive in Cork, I shall have the pleasure
of writing to you again, expressing my thanks.
