CIRCULAR:

To the Voters of the Eighth Congressional
District, comprising the counties of Wayne,
Pitt, Greene, Lenorr, Jones, Cartaret, Cra-
ven, Beaufort, Hyde, Washington, Tyrrel.
Fellow-citizens : At a Convention held at

Newbern, on the 9th of June last, in which

seven Counties of the District were represent-

ed, I had the honor to beY designated as the
candidate of the Democratic party, to repre-
sent you in the next Congress of the United

States.

Having been confined at home in attendance
at the sick-bed of a dear relative, much of the
time since the Convention was held, I have
not had it in m¥y power to visit so much of the
District as I would gladly have done; there-
fore | take this method to communicate to you
the views | entertain on the interesting politi-
cal subjects now before you, and which may
be the subjects of action in our future Nation-
al Legislature.

In accepting the nomination so honorably
tendered me by the Convention, I was not un-
aware of the great responsibility assumed. I
have, so far, passed my life as a private far-
mer, viewing with deep interest the great na-
tional events of the day, as they became his-
tory before my eyes; but without a wish or
aspiration for office, or to become a partizan
leader. I may truly say that I have viewed
without prejudice the political movements and
management of the great parties, whose opin-
ions have divided our country, and that every
vote I ever gave has been given under a con-
scientious conviction of right.

* While I feel a diffidence in my ability to

sustain the principles I profess with eloquence

and power, | feel confident I can make myself
understood by the great body of the voters of
the District, who are, like myself, phin men,
patriotic and honest, and do not value a pub-
lic servant, the more, because he possesses
that kind of logic and eloquence that enables
him to make the worse appear the better side.

I have talents enough to tell the truth, and,

from me, you shail have nothing but the truth

The first subject,on which I propose to give
you my views, concerns the Treasury of ihe
United States.

Tue CoxsTrTvTioNaL TREASURY.

You readily bring to mind the difficulties
prophesied by the whig leaders, in Congress
and out, on this subject,—so very prolific of
A few words plainly gad
truthfully spoken, will comprise the wifle
history of what has been hell up as such a
monster by whis, oraters. It is unnecessary
to go over the old question of the 1. States
Bank as a fiseal agent; all, or rearly all are
now, as far as [ know, agreed to consider that
an obsolete idea. Nor will I go into the par-
ticular history of the Pet Bank system; be-
canse it is well known, after a trial, it was
feund to embarrass the country. You all
know that in 1837, simultaneously. every
bank from Maine to Louisiana stopped pay-
ment ; and that, with a plenty of public mo-
ney in what was then called the Treasury,
viz: the vaults of the banks, our goverment
was left without a dollar, or the possibility of
drawing a dollar Tor the current expenses.—
Would you, fellow-citizens, be willing to see
yvour government in such a predicament again?
I would not, nor will any of you, on cool
dispasstionate reflection. Still, because the sep-
aration of the public funds from the power of
the banks had been a measure of Mr. Van Bu-
ren’s, the first act of the whig Congress which
came into power in 1841, was to repeal the
law of separation and leave the money, no
where: yes, no where. They quarrelled with
John Tyler, the President of their own clioice,
about fiscal age:ts. and such kind of schemes,
until both the whigs and their accidental Pre-
sident, as they were pleased to call him, be-
came tired and “'ongress adjourned, leaving
the treasury, as was witily said by a whig
member of Congress, in John Tylers breeches
pocket. At any rate, it was left solely and
wholly at the control of the President, subject
only to his own individual disposal. John
Tyler happened to be more hdhest than the
whig leaders gave him credit for, and I do not
know that any loss occurred, while left by the
whig Congress without tie protection of the
faw. When James K. Polk came into office,
in his first message to Congress in Dec. 1845,
he says, the money of the Treasury is depos-
ited in the State Banks, but without adequate
provision made by law to secure it aganst
casualties, defaications, suspensions, &c., and
he recommended ** that a constitutional treas-
ury be created for the safe keeping of the pub-
lic money.” The details of the %aw provide
for a treasury, such as wag contemplated by
the framers of the Constitution, and no other.
Fellow-citizens, read the law cooly and calm-
Iy, and decide whether it is not a constitution-
al treasury, and the only one consistent with
the constitution. You may have been told
the money has been stolen by the officers, or
that fraud has been committed by the treasur-
ers. It is false; not a dollar has been lost to
the government. You may have been told,
that it increases government patropage; it is
not so; it diminishes government patronage in
proportion to the difference between twenty
government officers, and the thousand of
officers, stockholders and dependants qf
the banks, who might be the recipi-
ents of government favor. Fellow-citizens,
have you, without parfy prejudice, examined
the subject ? If you have, or if you will, I
think you will say with me, it is the only con-
stitutional manner in which the public mgneys
can be kept, and the safest and best ; and that
the whig leaders have attempted to deceive in
representing it as such a monster, and that
their ont.ry is ail huinbug.

Tre TariFr.

It is necessary to beso concise in writing a
circular short enough to be read by all, (and |
wish every voter to know my opinions,) that
I will merely state my own views on the sub-
ject of the Tanfl, with out stopping to answer
objections.

The Tariff of 1846, although, perhaps, not
perfect, is as near a fair and equal tax as could
be obtained in our wide-spread country; our
interests are so diversified, it would probably
be impossible to lay a tax unobjectabie to all.
I believe all Republicans agree in paying such
tax as is necessary for the support of Govern-
ment, and that tax should be raised by duties
on imports. Now fellow-citizens, I cannot
look upon the law which lays these duties,
as anything but a Jaw for raising so much re-
venue as thegovernment requires for its econ-
omical expenses. If, in laying such duties,
you lay such a tax on one article as prevents
its importation, of course you lose the amount
of revenue it would pay, if imported ; and yon
enable the manufacturer to make the article
hereand fix his own price for it, as he can
have no foreign competition. Here there is a
double injury to the country : first, the loss to
the revenue,and, secondly, you, the consumers,
are shaved in the price. Suach was the Tariff
law, passed by the Whig Congress of 1842.
Articles were taxed so high as entirely to pre-
clude importation in some instances; in other
instances, so as 1o prevent you, the farmers,
receiving them ata fair value, and while eve

Was this fair ? Was it just ?

In the first place, all the articles which the
farmers use paid atax, a high tax, for the
benefit of the manufacturer, while all or near.
Ly all the articles used by him, came in free o

uty. And this tariff the whig leaders call
protective. * Protection !” Strange term to
designate injustice; for every dollar so pro-
tected out o} your pockets ifito those of the
rpannfacmrer. is, to say the least, gross injus-
tice ; to you and your children, who have e-
qual claims under the constitution with all
your fellow-citizens. The tariff of 42, or
whig tariff, was made expressly and avowed-
ly with the view to this protection ; so gross
are many of its provisions that its friends dare
not come out openly and tell the people that
such articles as you require for your daily use,
pay taxes according to value, but they cloak
some of the most egregious frauds under Latw-
yer's Latin, called the mimimum principal.—
Thus a piéce of common cotton cloth, or com-
mon calico, is not taxed according to its cost or
value, but is held to cost and be valued at 3 or
4 times its actual cost, and the tax is laid on
this assumed value, a vile cloak to render less
apparent the fraud perpetrated many of these
goods, actually costing 5, 6 or 7 cents a yard,
are made to pay on the assumed value of 20
cts. ayarfl. Articles of luxury, and such as
are only in the reach of the wealthy, are thus
allowed to be brought into the country, under
a duty less than that paid by the articles in
common use by the farmer and labouring clas-
ses. E

By the tariff of *46, this odious principle has
been destroyed, and all articles now pay in
proportion to their actual value. Allthe arti-
cles of prime necessity to farmers and mechan-
1csare introduced under much lower rates than
by the tariff of *42, still Mr. Donnell opposes
the tariff of 1846.

By the tariff of *46, the list of free articles
for the special bencfit of the manufacturer, is
reduced four-fifths ; and although the duty is
small on many of the articles, they pay some-
thing towards the support of the government.
Under the tariff of *42, for which the Whigs
contend, the article of salt was made to pay in
effect about 12 cents per bushel ; under the ta-
riff of 46, salt is taxed according to value,
and pays less than 3 cents per bushel. The
articles of tea and cofiee are free of duty under
both tariffs, that of 746 as well as that of *42.
These are the two articles before alluded to,
as the only ones the tarifl of '42 left {free,
which are used by the farmer. I speak of
them now because I have been misrepresented
on this subject,

Mr. Donnell argues that the tariff of *46 is
00 low, and will not vield sufficient revenue
to pay the expenses of the Government, and
pay the debt which has been created by the
Mexican War. Tam of opinion that the ta-
rift of 46 will prove fully sufficient, and am
not willing to increase the taxes one cent, un-
less time proves me in error, of which [ am
happy to say, there is now no pro<pect. But
if, as I have said again and again, it.hecomes
necessary to raise more revenu®, the articles of
Tea and Coffee are fair objects of Taxation,

A small tax on them would yield $2,000,-
000 of revenue, and it would be as equitable,
perhaps more equitable, than any tfax that
could be laid, inasmuch as these arficles are in
general use, North and South, Fast and West
—every section using them. Should our coun-
try’s necessities call for increased duties, [ say
as I have said before, that I would vote a
small tax on tea and coffee, as a war tax, to
cease with the war: for the reason, that 1
thought them fair objec's of taxation. No
complaint is made on the szlt tax, an article
absolutely necessary to life, both of man and
beast ; and yet it is well known that you, the
farmers of North Carolina, pay more of this
tax than the State of New York, and one-half
of the New England States ; and by restoring
the Whig tariff of 1842, you would pay at
least four times as much tax on salt as you
now pay.

Tue War.

Mr. Donnell charges Mr. Polk with making
the war, &c. &c.; placing, as I contend, our
country in the wrong and Mexico in the right.
I cannot subscribe to such adoctrine. To say
nothing of the causes of the war, which ex-
isted previous to May, 1846, I am willing to
take the ground that the Administration did
right in every position then taken. If we al-
low that the march from Corpus Christi to the
Rio Grande was, as the Whigs alledge, the
cause of the war, still I say it was the right,
it was the duty of Mr. Polk, as President, to
defend every inch of our soil ;—and the soil
of the left bank of the Rio Grande is as much
the soil of the United States as the Island of
Orleans. It was known, that by order of Pa-
redes, the Mexican President, a large army
had collected on the right bank of the Rio
Grande, with the avowed intention of invading
Texas, then a State of this Union ;:—and the
commander of our forcesin that neighborhood
had recommended, as the best plan to repel
them, a posiiion on the left bank of that river.
It was the only position our army could take,
consistent with the safety of the National ho-
nor. If it precipitated the war, the fault was
not Mr. Polk’s, nor Gen. Taylor's, but the
fault of that Constitution that compelled Mr.
Polk, as President, to protect our soil irom fo-
reign invasion. InGen. Taylorhe had a good
adviser, and a ready, capable and willing ex-
ecutive officer. The war, already determined
on by Mexico, wasmet inthe way such things
should ever be met by Amerieans. An Irish-
man once said, the best way 1o avoid danger
is to meet it full in the face. So Mr. Polk
thought, and sc Gen. Taylor acted.

But it has been said the left bank of the
Rio Grande is not American soil, that it does
not belong to the United States, This is al-
together an after-thought. The Mexican
Generals and government did not, either then,
before, or since, think so ; for they had ack-
nowledged itas partof Texas. If the Neuces
was the boundary, why did Gen. Woll, the
Mexican General, when commanding that de-
partment, order all Mexican citizens and sol-
diers to the other side of the Rio Grande ? If
the Mexicans thought the Nueces was the
boundary, why have they in all their demands
and proclamatidns, which from time to time
are fuiminated inst the United States, nev-
er declared it ? They all say, that as a con-
dition en which they will treat for peace, the
American army must be withdrawn from their
soil to the left bank of the Rio Grande ; never
has the Nueces been named, except by their
If Gen. Taylor
was on Mexican ground in May, 46, why did
not the whig Senators, when voting freely for
men and money to be sent him, all vote for
the resolution offered by Mr. Crittenden to re-
strain him from an nvasion of Mexico. They
knew he was defending our own soil, and 1t
had not then occurred to them that capital
might be made by repudiating our national

] honor, and declaring the army, they appeared

so anxious to succor, to be already ivading
Mexico. But says Mr. Donnell, ** How will
vou pay the expenses of the war and obtain
indemnity for Mexican spoliations ?” [answer
fearlessly, we will hold the ports of Mexico
now in our possession, and yielding a large
revenue under thé judicious tariff adopted by
our President, and the territory now in th

osscssion, until the whole be paid ; and [ say
Ycan prove the security is ample.

say Itke Mr. Donnell, “I'll tax the people
higher to pay it, lay new taxes, and impose a
new tarifl” Idonot believe ane cent increas-
ed revenue will be feqifired. The amount of
imposts now is far greater fhan the amount
for preceding years, and a prospect of steady
increase. In two ports enly in Mexico, alrea-
dy ovet half a million is kriown to have been
received, and we have the setusl possession
of the whole of New Mexieo and Califorma.
It has been asserted thatthe Mesican govern-
ment has no national territory, no ptiblic land.
The assertion is groundless. The coast of
California, for a distance of about 1200 miles

is entirely public land, with the exception OE
some half dozen small sett{ements ; the whole
country is unsettled and almost yninhabited

with only a population of Indians and rovin? 3

tribes of less than 50,000 souls,
may be said of New Mexico.
The increased value to our immense coms
merce in the Pacific ocean, would be hundreds
of thousands of dollars, could our sailoss Lave
those fine por's for their rest and repairs ; and
nothing could be better as an act of rettibutive
justice. In these very ports, many of the rob-
ries, piracies, and spoilations of which we
have so long complained, were committed—
and for these very robbeties, the Mexican gos

vernment promised long since to indemnify
our citizens.

OricIN oF THE GULF STREAM.— A writer it
the Knickerbocker for April throws out the
annexed bold and original ideas regarding the
origin of the Gulf Stream :

Some of the peculiarities of that great and
powerful current known as the Gulf Stream,
are its temperature and color. Its color is the
blue of the Pacific, and not the green of the
Atlantic. [Its temperature is higher than that
of the other tropical seas. The color is not
that of the turbid Mississippi and the other
large rivers flowing into the Gulf of Mexico,
out of the fathemless depths of which the
Gulf Stream flows. Its temperature is not
that of the neighboring waters. Whence,
then, are the color and temperature derived?
According 10 this correspondent;, the color is
derived, with the stream itself, from the Paci-
fic ocean. Its passage from the Pacific, he
affirms to be far down beneath the Great Isth-
mus separating that ocean from the Gulf. He
maintains that the Isthmus was tunneled by
the action of volcanie fires, still maintained in
that vicinity ; that the stream is of higher tem-
peratare because it has been charged with the
heat of volcanic fires raging beneath the tun-
nel of their own construction ; that the waters
are made to rush through this great tunnel
and form the Gulf Stream by the revolution
of the earth upon its axis, and the ever exist-
ing fact that the waters of the Pacific, resting
against the Western side of the Isthmus, are
from twelve to eighteen feethighet than those
of the Gulf of Mexico; that the reason why
the stream is the highest temperature about
Key West, is that there the great current from
the Pacific and through the Gulf first emerges
to the surface and has mixed less with the
colder waters throughe which it is proje cted.
