Thisis a
matter concerning which we thought it pro-
bable that a politician of Mr. Clay’s character
would have preserved a prudent silence. He
has spoken out on this subject, however. A
Mr. Bragaw, of Salisbury in Connecticut, with
a natural anxiety to advertise his wares as
widely as possible, sent Mr. Clay a pocket
knife, of American manufacture, accompanied
with a letter, to which Mr. Clay has written
an answer, lately published in the Whig
prints. Mr. Clay gives, in the following pas-
sage, his solution of the difficulty which so
much embarrasses his party :
“ I have been very desirous to learn the ef-
fect upon American manufactures by the last
tarif. But Europe has been so occupicd with
supplying herself with necessary food, and
our country has been so benefitted by the
high price which all articles of subsistence
have attained, that the competition between
foreign and domestic manufactures has been
much less unequal than it would otherwise
have been. The struggle so far has heen be-
tween well-fed operatives; between capital
diverted from purchase of the raw material to
the purchase of bread, and capital greatly aug-
mented by the sale of food; and between man-
ufacturers working short time, and full time.
Whether, when Europe is no longer starving,
and shall be again blessed by Providence (as
[ hope it will be) with abundant harvests, we
shall be able to sustain a successful competi-
tion, remains to be seen. I fervently hope
that our manufacturers bave struck such deep
and strong root, that they will be able to stand
up and flourish against all adverse causes.”
So the ruin is postponed—the eclipse is put
off till the weather is favorable and the people
reat leisure. We are not to be ruined till the
potato disease has ceased its ravages. When
the potato produces its usual crops in Ireland,
Belgium, and Germany, the period of bank-
ruptey, and distress, and want of employment
is to come upon this country. Sometime af-
ter the middle of the present century the na-
tion is to be ruined te its heart’s content, wn-
less—for Mr. Clay is cunning enough this
time to leare an opening for escape—unless
our manufactures should in the meantime have
struck strong and deep root, that they will be
able to stand up and flourish against all ad-
verse causes, lf, after Europe begins to dig
its usnal quantity of potatqes, the wheels of
our factories are still turning, their spindles
humming, an:d their looms clashing, the rea-
<on is to be that the manufactures have struck
such deep and strong root as to defy adverse
cavses. T'hat such has been the case at any
time within the last ten years there 1s not a
doubt, and it will be justuas true after 1850 as
it 13 now,
But Mr. Clay traces the success of our new
tariff to the fact that there has heen little com-
petition between domestic and foreign fabrics,
on account of thedeficient harvestsof Enrope.
So far is this from being true, thet the dearth
in Europe is one cause of anincreased impor-
tation of foreign manutactures. We send out
bread and tuke manufactures in return—not
to £q gic! an extent, perhaps, as we ought—
not to sn i at an extent as if the duties were
as they ought to be, and as we hope they
soon wi.. Ye, more moderate; but still in con-
siderably larger quantities than if foreign
countries had not purchased so largely of our
grain. Thecircumstance, therefore, to which
Mr. Clay aliudes aschecking competition, has
actually increased it; aud assoon as the har-
vests of Europe are more abundant, and itsin-
habitans become less dependent upon us for
supplies, we may expect that the competition
will in some measure decline.

IRISH COLONIZATION.

The New* York Sun has the following re-
marks upon this subject :

The great and constantly increasing dispari-
ty between capital and labor in Britain is now
agitating Parliament, and the earl of Lincoln
has proposed, as a means of relief, that gov-
ernment shall enable the mass of unemploy-
ed Irish to colonizein British North America.
In a latespeech before the House of Commons,
he contends that the capital and demand for
labor is insufficient to employ millions, who
are at this moment suffering and starving. By
the census of 1841, there were in Ircland 8,-
41,000 people. The surface of the country
comprices 2,800,000 acres, of which 13.464,-
000 are arable land,and the remainder 7,336,
000 waste. The thirteen and a half millions
are held in the following order: Persors hav-
ing from 1 to 50 acres, 834,544; from 1 to
10 acres, 505,000; irom 1 to 5 acres, 317,000;
having 1 acre, 136,314 ; leaving about 7,000,-
000 to seek employment as they best can.—
The number of persons out of work and in
distress during 30 weeks of the yearis not less
than 600,000, and the persons depending on
them over 1,800,000 ; making, in the whole,
near two million and a half. The number of
persons rated under the poor law union is 4,-
200,000, of whom 180,000 are rated under 17 ;
164,000 under 2/.; 117,000 under 3/; 190,000
under 4/. As the land stands affected by the
present poor law, landlords are consolidating
and enlarging the area of their farms as much
as possible, still further reducing the chances
of the laboring classes. Uuder these cir-
cumstances, and the increasing disability of
the Irish people—threatened by government
proscription on the one side, and famine on the
other—the attention of the deepset thinking
men of England has been aroused to some
remedy for the accumulating evil. A plan
was some few vears ago proposed fora self-
supporting colounization, to be maintained by
the sale of lands, and the appropriation of the
proceeds of thesale to the emigration of iabor.
Arnother propoposed the emigration of both la-
borand capital. Another,that the original out-
lay of government should be repaid by plats
of land, mixed with the locations of the colo-
nists, which would give such a value to them
as 1o easily refund the original expense. This
plan intended that, for the first year, the emi-
grant should work for wages, with a view to

This would be the means
of forming what is called a nucleus for settle-
ments.

Relief {or Ireland. —The Cork Examiner of
June 19th, mentions the arrival of alarge fleet
of merchant ships, in the harbor, from the
Mediterranean, Americen and other ports, la-
den with breadstuffs. The bay before the
Cove, it says, is covered with them, and they
certainly present at this time a more exhilira-
ting spectacle than ever did a flcet of battle
ship: on the same noble waters. It is stated
that outside the harbor, or on their way to it,
were no less than hundreds of other vessels,
bearinz a similar welcome freightage for the
greaf wants of the people.

RovaL Jewers.—The Euro correspon-
dent of the Boston Atlas, writing from Dres-
den, gives the following description of the
jewels in the Royal Cabinet of Saxony :

The old sovereigns of Saxony must have
possessed Aladdin’s Jamp, to have amassed the
rare jewels, carvings in precious metals, and
costly works of art, accumulated in the cases
of Crume Gewolbe, or green vaults. Large
goblets composed of agates, calcedony and la-
pis lazuli—vases cut from solid rock chrystal
—saphires, pearls, rubies and diamonds, to
the value of many millions exceed any simi-
lar show, I have ever seen. One of the dia-
monds is a green bHilliante, weighing forty
carats, and among the cornelians in a stone on
which is cut a cross set in a ring for Martin
Luther. The seal-ring of the former is also
here, bearing a death’s head, around which is
the motto, ““ more sepa cogita” The most
cosily works of art are by Dinglinger, the
Saxon Benvenuto Cillini, whose masterpiece
represents an Oriental Emperor holding court,
surrounded by his guards and nobles in {full
costume, to the number of 138 figures, all of
pure gold enameiled. This trinket occupied
Dinglinger eight years, and cost $58,400 at a
period when not one Saxon in ten was taught
to read. It is said that the diamonds alone in
this collection would pay off the heavy nation-
al debt with which the country is burthened.

StaTistics of DUELLING UNDER GEORGE THE
Tuirp.—Such was the frequent occurrence of
duels in this long reign, that one hundred and
seventy-two were fought (in which three hun-
dred and forty-four persons were concerned),
sixty-nine individuals were killed, in three of
these fatal cases neither of the combatants
survived ; ninety six were wounded, forty-
eight of them desperately and forty-eight
sligiitly ; while one hundred and seventy-nine
escaped unhurt. From this statement 1t will
be seen, that rather more than one fifth of the
combatants lost their lives and that nearly one
hall received the bullets of their antagonists.
[t also appears, that oply eighteen trials took
place ; that six of the arraigned individuals
were acquitted, seven found guilty of man-
slaughter, and three of murder; two of whom
were executed, and eight imprisoned during
ditferent periods.
