I the sentiments he ex-
presses prevailed as generally as we think
they should—if the spirit of party did not pre-
vent a union of our whole people in the en-
tertainment an | utterance of similar views,
the Mexican war, with all its much depreca-
ted evils, would speedily be brought to a
close

June 18, 1817.
My Dear Siz: You condemn the Mexican
war as a “ causeless, cruzl, and disgraceful
butchery,” and call upon me, as ““ one of the
saints—the apostles of the party™—to put a
stop toit. 1 have no responsibility on my
conscience in relation to 7t or any other meas-
ure of the government. ~ Since [ have cease:l
to take an active part in pnlitics, I have had
no influence whatever with the party in pow-
er. You dome altogether too much honor
when you designate me as “ one of the politi-
cal saints,” and entirely overrate my influence
when you suppese that I can do anything to
avert the war measures. If [ possessed any
influence, I fear that the sentiments [ express-
ed to the President the other day, and subse-
quently repeated to the Secretary of State,
preclude me from being useful in the manner
you suggest,
"~ The human mind is strangely constituted !
No man stands higher in my estimation for
sound judgment, and purity of purpose, than
the olf and valzed {riend to whom I now ad-
dress mysell.  Our good opinion of each oth-
er is, I believe, reciprocal.  Our minds have
been running together in harmony—over-
leaping political, professional, and theologieal
barriers, from the first of our acquaintance.
But lo? a mountain has interposed !—the
stream is parted, and one branch is sent, as it
were to the Atlantic. while the other empties
in to the Pacific! They may never meet a-
wain until they commingle in the upper world,
to perform anew the wise purposes of our
Creator. Yow think the war a * horried
butchery ; I think it the religious exetvtion
of our country’s glorious mission. wader the
direction of Divine Providence, to civilize and
christinnize, and raise up fram ana irchy aid
| derredation a most 1onorant, tndolent, wicked
| and nnhappy people ! 1t is the will of God
that the aftlictions of this people shall be spee-
dily terminated ; the wicked to be cut ofi—the
well disposed to be regenerated and protected,
The interests of relizion, of commerce, of free
government, and of all the arts of peace, re-
quired that those who have proved themselves
incapable of self-government should be placed
under the kind guardianship of others who
are not only competent to direct their own al-
fairs, but who can spare a little surplus time
and energy to care for the welfare of others.

Itis my
firm belief that there will be no treaty of
peace now or ever with the present wrelch_erl
aggregation of races, tribes, and colors, mis-
called the * Mexican nation” They have no
governmenlt competent to make a treaty—they
have not honesty enough to fulfil one if made.

anthority of Texas at the time of annexation.
It may be that the opponents of the war are
fullilling their mission also! The Mexicans
have heretofore been regavlless of justice and
mercy. They are now blinded to truth and
reason. “ Whom the golds will destroy they
first make mal !”  Beaten in every battle—
overcomne upon their own soil, in their own
climnte, where their numbers exceed ours five
to one—driven back from every stronghold,
and compellel 1o surrender every fortress,
town, city, and castle, the moment it was at-
tacked, they would have sued for peace long
ago, bt for the encourogement derived from
\the ve-publication in Mexico of the specches
Caad editorials of onr owae penple, denouncing
the war as unconstitational and unjust, and
making * pronmnacianeatos® against the ad-
ministration. They have been made to be-
lieve that it iz only necessary to procrastinate
until the whigs come into power, and Texas
will be given up to their oppressions and our
army withdrawn. 1 do not charge this as the
design oi the opposition party, but it is un-
doubtedly the effect which has been produced
by their course of public condemnation of the
Government on account of the war.  If they
desire peace, let them support the Government !
A decisive expression o_/[pubhc opinion at the
polls in favor of onr own country and its ad-
miistration, will at once put an end o the
delusion whach prevents an adjustment of our
difficulties. The moment that the Mexicans
perceive that our whole nation is united as
one man—that there is to be no revolution—
no change of aldlministration in their favor—no
giving up of Texas to their rapacity—they
will lay down their arms,and submit to a per-
manent government of law and order. founded
upon free prineiples.

And the nations of the earth will stand
amazed at the moral, religious and political
regeneration which will be produced.

Description of Chapultepec.—Chapn'tepec
have been captured by the Americans, after
the most desperate vesistance ever made by |
the Mexicen army, the following account of
that place cannot fail 1o prove interesting :

Chapultepee is the Aztee for ** Grasshop-
wer's Tl It is an prophetic rock, rising
near the former margin o! the Iake that su-
rounided the city of Mexico, and is one of the

le ignated by the Aztees where they
tarvied on their emigration from the north in |
search of a final resting place.  Their oracles
had foretold that such a resting place would
be denotel by their seeinz an eagle devouring |
a serpent on o rock, and at Chapultepee this
prediction was verified.  From 1t they heheld |
the eagle on one of the rocks in the lake, de-
vouring a serpent. The event was at once
eymbolized on the flag and coin of the nation.
The hill is sutrovaded by a belt of noble cy-
press trees, one of which, known as Monte-
zuma’s eypress, from having been planted be- |
fore or during the reign of that Prince, meas- |
ures fifty-one feet in circumference.

Chiapultepec was the favorite country resi- |
dence of Montezumas and his courtiers. It |
contains remains of gardens, groves, tanks and |
arottos, which bear evidences of its past mag-
nilicence. Here Aontezumas rerired from the
heat and dust of the city, to enjoy all the lux-
aries that wealth and power could procure, or
art devise. It was selected by .he Spil]lib‘-]ll
Viceroy as the most beautiful place in the val-
lev of Mexico for aroyal residence, and the
modern palace (Jately & military school) was
buiit by the Viceroy Galvez

From this palice one has a charming view
of the whole valley, the eapital. the lake and
the voleanic mountains which rise in the dis-
tance like a gieat wall surrounding the en-
chantic picture. In Anglo Saxon hands this
valley may be made asimpregnable as Gibral-
tar.

Bombs or cannon planted on the hill of
Chapultepee commanded the city, the princi-
pal roads and the wequeduct.  Hence the at-
tack and eapture of that point by Gen. Scott,
before making any demontration upon the ci-
ty. Onece on the hill, the taking of the city |
could be effecte] without seriaus loss of life.
