has expended. fifty millions of dollars in
feeding the Irish, forty millions of which
she borrowed. All this is true, #o far as
it goes.  But it goes not beneath the sur-
face. She has a pauper to feed in Ireland-
whose poverty she produced by her tyram,
ny; and she is therefore poor like a land-
lord who oppresses his tenants till they
are no longer able to cultivate his land, and
then finds his rents unpaid and unpayable.
England has played spend-thrift till she
has exhausted her ready money, and ty-
rant till shie has depauperated those from
whom she obtained it. She has managed
her affairs like the Pacha of Egypt, who
seizes the whole crops of his peasantry,
and thus leave them without seed to cul-
tivate another, and to starve for want of.
food that shiould have been furnighed from
the last. Of course his Pachaship soon
grows poor under this system; and it is
the system which has impoverished Eng-
land. And last, not least among the cau-
ses of her poverty, she has nortured a rot-
ten system of paper money, which, by
enhancing all prices, has gradually driven
lier commoditics from most marRets.

But with all this poverty, England iz
still rich, and by proper uses of Lier riches,
would soon become comifortable. 8he has
her climate, her =0il, her mines, her crea-
tions, including houses, shipe, wharves
and mille; she has also the numerous, in~
telligent, energetic population.
