" LATER FROM MEXICO.

By the arrival of the ship Cybele, Captain
Childs, at New Orleans, on the 11th instant,
we have received through the Picayune, dates
from Vera Cruz to the 30th December, from
which paper we gather the following items :

A train was about to leave Vera Cruz for
the capital. : ,

The 1st infantry goes up with this train.—
The Free American enumerates the following
officers helongiﬂ% to it who accompany it :
Majors A. S. Miller and E. Backus ; Captains
J R. B. Gardenier, John H. Kingand R. S.
Granger; Lientenants J. B. Plummer, F. J.
Denman, W. L. Crittenden and C C. Gilbert.

The 1st Infantry had become very much en-
deared to the citizens of Vera Cruz, where it
had long been stationed. Captain Gleason,
assistant quaitermaster, goes up with the frain.

Several columns of the Free American are
occupied with details of court martials for the
trial of minor offences. Among the rest, two
Mexicans were tried and convicted of stealing
Uncle Sam's mules. Their sentence is indi-
cated in the following novel manner by the
American of the 30th ult:

Vira Cruz Market—Price of American
Mules.—Alejandro Sardenero and Ignacio Bia-
monte, hoth Mexicans, will receive by order
of the military commission “ forty save one
lashes on the bare back,” this evening at 4 o’
clock in the Plaza. ** Mule stealers” are re-
spectfully invited to attend.

The Free American appears to have seen
papers from the capital to the 30th of Decem-
ber, two days later than we have seen. It
gives a paragraph from the Monitor Republi-
cano of that date, saying that Gen’l Cushing’s
brigade marched out of the city the day pre-
vious with five pieces of heavy artillery and
eighty wagons, and as the editor supposes for
San Angel. We find nothing else in the pa-
pers which have come to hana.

From the Rio Grande.—The New Orleans
Picayune, of the 12th instant, says that the
U 8. steamer J. R. Thomson, Captain Ellery,
arrived yesterday from the Brazos. She sailed
on the 4th inst., and though bringing no la-
ter papers, we have later dates from Monterey
from our correspondents. This steamer bro't
over Messrs. D. H. Weaver, J. Daldy, E.
Greyand Thomas P. Burch, cabin passengers,
and eighteen men, belonging in part to the 3d

Dragoons, the Pennsylvania Regimentand the
Quartermaster’s Department.

There apjears to be nothing new on Gen’l
Wool’s line.

NEW-ORLEANS, Jan. 13,

From the Rio Grande.—The United States
stcamer Telegraph, Captain Folger, arrived
yesteray from the Brazos, having sailed
thence on the 8th inst.

The most painful intelligence we have by
this arrival is the death of Captain John But-
ler, of the 84 Dragoons.

We learn that he died of dysentery.

We have the Matamoras Flag of the 3d
instant.

The Flagannounces the arrival of the steam-
er Major Brown.from Camargo, with nearly
$90,000 in silver bars, the duty on which is,
according to the Flag, between $6,000 and
$7,000.

Captain Chapman, the guartermaster, has
been inspecting and reviewing the troops in
the vicinity of Matamoras, as well as the pub-
lic works. The Flag speaks of the result as
very favorable to the efficiency of Colonel
Temple.

Burxine oF THE MatL Boars.—The fol low-
ing facts concerning the burning of the Mail
Boats at Baltimore, mentioned in a Postscript
last week, are derived from the Baltimore Sun
of the 15th instant:

“ About 9 o'clock, on Tuesday night, an a-
larm of fire was had, which was found to pro-
ceed from the burning of the steamer Wolcott,
lying at the lower end of Patterson street.—
The Wolcottis almost entirely destroyed. She
is the property of Mr. Robert Taylor, and had
been laid up for the winter. There was no
person on board at the time, nor had there
been any fire. She was insured to the amount
of $4,000 in the Firemen's office. How the
fire originated i1s a mystery.

“ Near the Wolcott, the splendid steamer

Jewess, of the Norfolk line, lay, taking in
passengers and baggage, and making prepar-
ations for her departure to Norfolk. She had
no steam up, and on account of the ice in the
hasin, could not be moved from her position.
She caught fire from the Walcott, and was al-
most destroyed—the after-part being almost
entirely burnt out. Soon after she caught she
was scuttled, and sunk gradually until she
came to the bottom. The water, however,
was not very deep at the wharf, and that part
of her upper works which was saved, was
only rescued by the untiring exertions of the
firemen.
« The Wolcott is almost an entire loss, be-
ing so much burnt as to render her worthless.
The Jewess was raised on Wednesday and
taken to the ship yard of Messrs. Flanigan &
Trimble, where she will be taken on the
“ ways” and undergo a thorough repair. The
damage to her amounts to some ten or twelve
thousand dollars, on which there was nota
dollar of insurance.”

Cor. Jack Havs 1x MExico.—A correspon-
dent of the New Orleans Picayune thus de-
scribes the arrival of Hays and his Rangers at
the Mexican Capitol :—

‘I was agreeably surprised yesterday morn-
ing, in common with a majority of the Ameri-
cans here, at the arrival of Major Gen'l Pat-
terson, with a portion (about 500) of Colonel
Hays’ Texan Regiment, one company of 2d
Dragoons, and a small train. As the gallant
Rangers filed through the streets, covered with
mud and dust, accumulated on their long jour-
ney, it would have done you good to see the
Mexicans stare, particularly when they were
informed that these were the much-dreaded
Texans, or Tejanos. Dressed as Rangers al-
ways are, in anything that comes to hand—
some with blankets wrapped round them, and
some in their shirt sleeves—butall well mount-
ed and well armed, they presented asight nev-
er before seen in the streets of Mexico, and
the usually neisy and discontented leperos
were as still as death while they were passing.
The gallant Col. Jack Hays appeared to be an
object of peculiar interest to all,and the better
informed class of Mexicans were particularly
anxious to have pointed out to them the man
whose name has been the terror of their nation
for the last twelve years.”

Moxey Matrers aT THE NorTH.—Consid-
erable excitement has prevailed in New York
within the last fortnight, on account of the
bursting up of several Banking institutions,
which are said to have sometime since been
known to be unsafe. By last accounts the
panic had subsided, and money malters were
more easy.

DEMOCRATIC MEETING IN WAYNE.

At a meeting of the Democratic citizens of
ﬂ?e county of Wayne, held, according to pre-
Vious notice, at the Court-house, on Monday,
17th January, 1848 —

On motion of W. K. Lane, Esq., William
Smith, Esq., was called to the Chair, and John
A. Green appointed Secretary. _

A motion was submitted by Dr. S. A. An.
drews, that the Chairman appoint a Commit-
tee to report resolutions for the consideration
of the meeting ;—adopted.

The Chair appointed Dr. S. A. Andrews,
Wm. Thompson, C. J. Nelson, Wm K Lane,
Elias Barnes, and Sanders P. Cox, Esqrs.,
said Committee.

During the absence of the Committee, the
meeting was addressed by Wm. Robinson,
Esq., in a very eloquent speech, in which he
reviewed concisely the history of the present
administration, supporting their measures in a
powerful manner, and exposing the fallacies
of the opposition. He was applauded by the
audience. Dr. Andrews from the committee
of resolutions, reported the fallowing Pream-
ble and Resolutions :—

In a free Republic, where every citizen has
a voice in esiablishing their laws and electing
their rulers, it is becoming and proper that the
people frequently assemble in primary meet-
ings to consult and advise together upon all
subjects concerning the general interest of the
government, of which every individual, howe-
ver humble, is a component part. We, there-
fore, citizens of the county of Wayn
State of N. C., in a public meeting fermerly
notified and called, do, by the followigg reso-
lutione, publish to the world, our vjews and
purposes in the present crisis of our/country's
history.

1. Be it resolved, That as Arhericans we
have watched with care and jealousy our na-
tional character, and so far have never found
reason to believe our government in the
wrong, and our cnemies in the right, .

2. Resolved, That while we regret the ne-
cessity of war, we rejoice that when that ne-
cessity came, it found our government in the
hands of an Executive, prompt and capab’e to
conduct it to a glorions consummation.

3. Resolved, That we consider the duty of
our government clearly 1o be, to maintain our
commanding position®in Mexico, until the go-
vernment of that country will give us indem-
nity for their past spoliations, robberies and
piracies, and security for future aggression.

4. Resolved, That to effect tlus, our army
should be maintained at the necessary force
to hold the whole country in subjugation, con-
fiscating their public revenues, and enforcing
support and obedience to wholesome laws.

5. Resolved, That in accepting of territorial
indemnity, it must be withowt restriction, that
the future settlers of the territories, received
as such indemnity, may form such republican
constitutions, internal laws and municipal re-
gulations, as are consistent with the constitu-
tion and laws of the United States.

6. Resolved, That the President of the Uni-
ted States, his cabinet and constitutional ad-
visers, have fully redeemed the pledges made
by the Democratic party in 1844, and the per-

fect success of their policy shows the position |

then taken is the true policy of the country;
the ease with which they have surmounted the
difficulties which surrounded us, is the best
evidence of the good effects of a Revenue Ta-
riff and a Constitutional Treasury.

7. Resolved, That to the 100 gallant citi-
zens of our little county who have joined our
armies, we give our thanks and assurances
that they are not forgotten. We glory in
their honor and sympathize in their privations
and misfortunes. Of the Regulars, 3d Artil-
lery, we can boast that their courage and con-
duct has been shown in many battles.
Volunteers we say—give them the opportu-
nity.

8. Resolved, That we recommend to our
Democratic brethren throughout the State, to
meet in convention at Raleigh on Wednesday
the 12th of April next, to consult and advise
with each other upon the proper course to be
pursued in the elections of the coming year;
to select a suitable candidate for the office of
Governor; and to take measures for the due
representation of the State in a National Con-
vention to be held in Baltimore at such time as
may be hereaiter designated.

9. Resolved, That notwithstanding we may
have our preferences for individuals to fill the
executive offices of our general and state gov-
ernments, we hereby pledge ourselves to sup-
port the regular nominee of each of the con-
ventions before named.

10. Resolved. That to secure liberty and
preserve the rights of the people, it is impor-
tant that they be well informed, and therelore
we pledge ourselves to endeavour to circulate
among our citizenssuchnewspapers and docu-
ments as will spread the knowledge of correr!
principles.

11. Resolved, That the Chairman nominate
36 delegates to represent this county in the

State Convention, and the same number to |

represent us in a District Convention to be
held in Newbern (at such time as may be
agreeable to the other counties) to appoint
delegates to a National Convention.

The resolutions were seconded by James
W. Lancaster, Esq. in a very eioguent ad-
dress, in which he, in a very happy manner,
went over the whole ground of contest now
claimed by the Whigs, viz : opposition to the
war, showing their determination to drop all
the political issues which they so strenuously
contended for in our former contest, and throw
their whole force into the scale of Mexico
against the United States. He concluded by
the assertion that they, the Whigs, had found
their former ground untenable, and their only
hope of maintaining their present position was,
being able to secure for their leader. a man
who was foremost in giving the advice which
they say produced the war, and who has been
most active in the prosecution of it. His
speech was received with great satisfaction
and applause. The resolutions were unanim-
ously adopted, with the exception of the 11th,
which had one dissenting voice.

MeTuopist CoNFERENCE.—The South Car-
olina Conference of the Methodist Episcopal
Church, South, opened its annual session in
this town on Wednesday last, and closed on
Monday afternoon of this week. Bishop An-
drew presided. The business of the Confer-
ence was conducted, we learn, with the utmost
harmony. About eighty preachers were in
attendance. The Bishop admitted three Dea-
cons to the order of Elders, and eight persons
to the order of Deacons. It was reported to
the Conference that within the last year some-
thing like $14,500 had been collected within
its bounds for missionary purposes, and that
the membership had increased about 600.

DREADFUL DISASTER.

TadTDem ihﬁ Blue Ridge
— A%ty or Lost—Great

Suffering/ -

The Wheeling Times g-m the follow-
ing account, received an extra from the
Gallipolis (Ohio) Journal, of Monday last ;

It becomes our melancholy duty to record a
scene of the most agonizing nature, and one,
the like of which, we pray may never happen
again. It isno less than the total destruction,
'with the consequert loss of life, by the burst.
ing of her boilers, of the Kanawhn packet,
Blue Ridge. It occurred on Saturday night,
about one o'clock, when about thiree miles be-
low town— having left our wharf but a few
minutes before on her trip to Cincinnati.

She blew up, while nnder way, with a tre-
mendous explosion, reducing to a perfect
wreck all of the cabin immediately over her
boilers. The hull floated about a mile and a
half, and sunk, leaving the cabin_afloat—1to
the top of which such of the passengers as
were saved retreated for security. As fast as
possible they were conveyed to the shore in
the yawl; but before they were all relieved from
their perilous situation the cabin had floated
some six or eight miles. The ngers were
taken to the farm houses in the immediate vi-
cinity, where every possible attention was
rendered to the sufferers by the hospitable oc-
cupants.

The ruflering of those who escaped was in-
tense. The passengers were scattered for
miles down the river almost literally naked—
womer, in their night clothes, which were
frozen to them, wandered amid the snow ua-
til daylight, from one o'clock. One man swam
across with his two children at once.

As to the number lost we have not beemwa-
ble to arrive at any very just conclusion—say
those who know best, not over twenty. We
think, from the best information wecan ga-
ther, there must have been near seventy per-
sons on board.

Few of the passengers saved any thing,
having to go ashore in their night clethes.
There were six ladies on board, all of whom
were saved but two.

There were three horses on board, one of
which was found on board after the explo-
sion. The other twn were missing.

The explosion was undoubtedly caused by
defective boilers, together with an insufficien-
cy of water.

Later from Santa Fe.—Dates from Santa
Fe have been received nineteen days later
than previously received. Their Legislature
had assembled, and Augrey had been elected
Speaker of the House of Representatives, and
Antonio Sardival President of the Senate of
New Mexico.

Governor Vivil had sent in his message, but
its contents are of little interest. A bill has
been passed authorizing the election of dele-
gates to take into consideration the annexation
of New Mexico to the United States.

Gen. Price had arrived at Santa Fe on the
12th of December, and constituted Vivil gov-
ernor of the territory.  Sixty-eight deaths had
occurred in the first battalion since it left
home.

Foreign Mail Agent.—Wm. lrelan has been
appointed the American Mail Agent toreceive
at Cowes or Sonthampton the mails by our
steamers destined for France, and also to re-
ceive at Havre the mails destined for the U.
States, expediting their passage in both direc-
tions.— Baltimore Clipper.
