vessel by the present owners, exceeds three-
fourths of the original cost of building a ves-
sel of the same tonnage in the United States.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of
Representatives of the United Statesof Amer:-
ca in Congress assembled, That there be is-
sued, under the direction of the Secretary of
the Treasury, a register for the barque Sarah
and Eliza, formerly a Biitish vessel, but now
owned by Joshua T. Jones, Chas. H. Jones,
and Thomas Bell, citizens of the State of New
York ; and which said vessel having been
wrecked and condemned on the coast of Ma-
ryland, was purchased by them, got off, and
towed to New York, repaired, and refitted for
sea : Provided, 1t shall be proved to the satis-
faction of the Secretary of the Treasury that
the cost thereof, after the parchase of the said
vessel by the present owners, exceeds three-
fourths of the original cost of building a ves-
sel of the same tonnage in the United States

No. 4 —An Act to amend an act entitled “ An
act to re-organize the General Land Office,”
approved July fourth, one thousand eight
hundred and thirty-six.
