Bather a. Predicament. Senator Downs, of
Louisiana, says the Pennsylvanian, closed his
speech in the Senate, on Monday last, by
placing Mr. Cri.tenden, of Kentucky, in an
inextricable dilemma. We quote from the
speech of Mr. Downs, in the Debates of lhe
Senate:

" Before I close, there is another fact which
I wish to submit to the consideration of the
Senate. Those on the other side of the house,
contend that the President brought on the war
by ordering the army to the Rio Grande, a ter-
ritory either belonging to Mexico or in dis-
pute. - Whatever difference of opinion may
exist on the question of boundary, it was clear-
ly the duty of the President to recognise the
Rio Grande as the true boundary. Acts of
Congress had recognized it as such; they
were the laws of the land, and he was bound
to obey them, whatever opinions may have
been entertained by the Mexican government,
or others, on the question of boundary. That
he was right in considering this American ter-
ritory, and the Mexican troops as invading it,
is clearly proved by the proceedings of this
body, on the 12th of May, 1846, when the
bill recognizing the war was under considera-
tion. I will here extract from the journal of
the Senate :

" On motion by Mr. Crittenden to amend
the bill by striking out section I, lines 4, the

FURTHER FROM MEXICO.J he steamship M'Kim, Capt Burthe, arri-
ved on Sunday from Vera Cruz via Tampico,
naving eft the former port on the 24th, and
the latter on the 31st ult.

Our accounts by this arrival are as contra-
dictory in regard to peace as the rumors which
come to us from Washington. One of our oc-
casional correspondents who apprised us some
time since of the transmission of importaut
despatches by the sloop-of-w- ar Saratoga, re-
iterates his opinion that " peace is made so far
at least as the Mexicans can make it. What
has been done only requires the sanction of
the Government." On th other hand, a letter
fiom a distinguished officer, dated the 19th, in
the city of Mexico, says : " The Mexican
Congress has not been able to form a quorum,
and peace is just as far off as ever." We can-
not undertake to decide between these contra-
dictory opinions, but proceed to lay before our
readers such letters as we have received by
this arrival :

Special Correspondence of the Picayune.
. era Crvz, January 24.

The courier despatched by the English Le-
gation arrived hereon Saturday, (the 22d,)
having left Mexico on the 18rh. Although
almost every body regards peace as concluded,
I have seen a private letter from a high source,
entitled to credit, which states that this gene-
ral impression is entitled to no credit, and that
he cannot see that we are any nearer to it than
ever.

The courier sent by Mr. Peoples with the
President's message, for the American Star,
was murdered a few days since near here on
his return. It is the more to be regretted, as
he was one of the best men for that service
that could be found. His trip up to Mexico
shows this. He was taken into the bushes,
stripped, and shot, by the guerrilleros or rob-
bers.

An expedition under Col. McClelland, 5th
Tennessee Volunteers, composed of about 300
infantry and 200 mounted men, started this
morning to follow up the Orizaba road and try
to cut oft' the robbers, who are represented to
be in large force on the main road to Puente
Nacional.

Although I have no very authentic grounds
to authorize me to say that Gen. Lane is mo-
ving on Orizaba with 500 cavalry, it is positive-
ly asserted that such is the fact by merchants
who are well informed of all that is going on
in the interior.

St. Louis, Feb 7, 1848.
A messenger has arrived from Fort Mann,

with news from that place, dates to the 20th
of January, ten days later than the advices re-

ceived on Saturday.
By the messenger we have news of much

importance, and learn that Col. Gilpin was
still at Fort Bent in much trouble.

The Indians in New Mexico bid fair to be
very troublesome.

It is said that the "Mexicans and Camanche
Indians are gathering in the south in great
force, about 250 miles from Fort Bent, and
were preparing for an attack upon that fort.

Col. Gilpin was making every preparation,
not to receive them, but to march against them
and attack them in their rendezvous.

The means at Col. Gilpin's command were
very limited ; but he hoped to be able to march
by the middle of February. The greatest dif-

ficulty was experienced at the Fort in obey-
ing the orders of Col. Gilpin. His horses are
all dead ; and of 800 cattle, only 70 now re-

mains, and the wolves are daily lessening this
number.

An attempt was mad at Fort Mann to send
stores to Col. Gilpin, but with little success.
A detachment of troops, (Lieut O'Hara,)
which was ordered to escort a sutler's train,
deserted to a man. A court-marti- al had been
ordered.but the result had not been ascertained.
