Mv Dear sir.- - Your letter of the 1st inst
has been received, through which I have been
informed of the desire of many of the good ci
tizens of Western Carolina to present my name
to the Democratic State Convention, shortly to
assemble, to select a candidate for the Guber
natorial chair. And you ask, whether I would
accept a nomination if tendered by that body .'

I avail myselt ot the occasion with wnicn a
reply to the above interrogatory furnishes me
ot civina: purjiicuy to my views on a juanci
that is intimately connected with the subject
of your communication ; as it is more than
probable, irom tne maicauons or punnc senu- -

ment in wnicn you auuue, as wen as irom iu
formation gathered from private correspon
dence, that my name would have been pre
senled to the Convention with the implied un
derstanding, that if selected, I would conform
to the party usage of canvassing the State. To
this usage I am opposed ; and the reasons on
which this opposition is founded I proceed
briefly-- to state.

Of "the propriety of a State canvass, I have
from its first introduction, entertained doubts
which have at length ripened into the convic
tion that it is fraught with evil, and should be
abolished.

In theory it seems best to conform to the
genius of our popular institutions, yet when
carried into practice, its inconveniences are so
great and its consequences so pernicious, that
it contravenes the very principle which seem-
ingly upholds it ; thereby showing it to be
like many other things, right in theory but
wrong in practice, I am opposed to it for the
reason, that although Democratic in appear-
ance it is really aristocratic in its effects ; as it
restricts, instead of enlarging, the circle from
which a choice can be made, and confines it
to a particular class to men of " fluency of
speech;'' and as if still further to narrow the
range of selection, it interposes a barrier to
the elevation of all but men of wealth. For
none but such (if they be prudent men) can
make such a sacrifice of their time and means
as a canvass of the State requires. Now, al-

though to myself individually, the expense of
a canvass might be a matter of but little con-

sideration, yet there are many in N. C. who
possess qualifications which would adorn the
Executive chair, against whom it operates to
their entire exclusion. If such be its opera-
tions, in what does the dirlerences consist,
whether the Executive chair be limited in so
many words to men of wealth, or a system be
continued which is so expensive as to accom-
plish that result ?

Tlie tendency of a practice should be scru-
tinized with the same distrustful jealousy as
that which watches the introduction of a new
principle into organic law. But let the pro-

priety of this practice become a " thorned
deeply fixed and rooted in the minds

of the people, and it will require a high de-

gree of moral courage to assail it, and a still
higher degree of self-sacrifici- patriotism to
put it down.

1 am further opposed to the practice for the
reason that an energetic canvass not only en-

dangers the health, but also the life, of the
candidate. In this 1 am sustained by the at--m-

unanimous opinion of Western. Carolina.
The melancholy result of a recent campaign is
fresh in the recollection of many who still
mourn the loss of one whose life became a
sacrifice to the labors and exposures of a sum-
mer's campaign. But for this, the lamented
Hoke might have been spared to fill those sta-

tions for which his talents and many virtues
so ly distinguished him.

1 am opposed to it because it introduces an
improper standard as a test of qualification
insisting upon the non-essentia- ls, and over-
looking those which should be of first impor-
tance. Although we may not yet have had
occasion to complain that either usefulness as
a citizen, enlarged views as a statesman, or
character as a man, has been overlooked, yet
that such will be the consequences of this
practice, I firmly believe.

If additional proof was wanting that these
are not idle apprehensions, we have it in the
recent fact that a highly respectable gentleman
of the opposition has been forced to decline a
nomination on similar grounds.

Finally, I am opposed to it from other and
higher considerations. The shameful exces-
ses and demoralizing influences of the " Hard
Cider'' campaign, brought about by the Pres-
idential candidates visiting from State to State,
continue fresh in the recollection ; and if the
system of canvassing from county to county
be not abolished, wre may confidently predict,
at no very distant day, the of
similar scenes. In the progress of the cam-
paign, after the argument is exhausted, the
"revelry" will commence ; excitement will
produce excitement, one improper outlay call
forth another, until he will be most successful
who is most profuse. In this condition of
things the real interest of the State will be
sacrificed, the morals of its citizens deb"2hed.
and the office filled by the mere political dem-

agogue, who, by inflating himself with the
" fumes" of an excited populace, has risen to
a rank beyond his merit.

That questions may arise of such extraordi-
nary moment as to justify a " canvass," I can-
not doubt, but this should constitute the excep-
tion and not the rule.

In ordinary times, and with the ordinary
issues presented, a name as an exponent of the
principles of the party is far better, and is all
sufficient.

In conclusion, permit me to say to you, and
through you to my friends in Western Caro-
lina, and other portions of the State, fiiendly
to my nomination, that while I am neither in
sensible to the honor they seek to confer, nor
unmoved with gratitude atthirenewed mani
festation of their confidence, yet, entertaining
the foregoing views, 1 would not accept a
nomination if made with the unaersianamcr
that I should "canvass" the State.

British JSational Clock. Chamber's Edin- -
burg Journal publishes some particulars re
specting the great clock which it is proposed
to construct in the tower of the new houses of
Parliament. It will be, when completed, the
most powerful clock of the kind in the king
dom. According to the specification, ii is to
" strike the hours on a bell of from eight to
ten tons, and if practicable, chime the quarters
upon eight bells, and show the time upon four
dials about thirty feet in diameter." With the
exception of a skeleton dial at Malines, the
above dimensions surpass those of any other
clock face in Europe. The dial of St. Paul's
has yet the larsest in Great Britain with a
minute hand it is eighteen feet in diameter.
Most of the clocks in Belgium which strike
on large bells have to be wound up every day

but the new one is to be an eight day clock,
and everv resource of modern art and science
will be made use of to render it a perfect stan-

dard.

Queretaro. AnolheT meeting of the Sen-- V

atois arid Deputies present in Queretaro, was
to have been held on Monday last-- .w newer
there was a "junta," and if so, whether it
showed an increase in numbers, we are una-
ble to say. No advices, that we are aware
of, have been received from the seat of Gov.
ernment since our last summary of the initia-

tory proceedings. The Monitor, in its last
two numbers, has had a number of well writ-

ten editorials, nreins the importance of a spee
dy assemblage of Congress. That paper of
yesterday commences an article with the lol-lowi- ng

statement, riz : " By the advices which
we have received from Queretaro, we learn
that three Deputies resident in this capital, and
who could not repair to the seat of Govern-
ment through want of means, have brought
t!ie subject to the knowledge of the Minister
of the Treasury, through a person in Quereta-
ro. The Minister, in consequence, has order
ed that the first proceeds from the tobacco rent
shall be paid to the Deputies mentioned, to
enable them to meet their travelling expenses.
It is also ordered that this measure be publish-
ed for the benefit of all other Deputies similar-
ly situated."

The Monitor thinks the measure will re-

move most of the obstacles which have hith-
erto stood in the way of an early meeting of
Congress. We hope it may, for we are gel-tin- g

disgusted with the course which the
members elect of the Mexican Congress are
pursuing at this time. If they will not come
together, is there no way to compel them to
do so ? We want them to assemble either to
approve or reject the treaty. Why do they
hang back like boys, as if afraid to meet a
question of greater interest and importance to
Mexico than the United States.

LATE and IMPORTANT FROM MEXICO.
SUSPENSION OF HOSTILITIES.

Since our last publication the steam fdiip
Massachusetts and the Danvers, Capt. Graf-

ton, have arrived from Vera Cruz with later
and important intelligence. The Danvers
brings the latest dates, her advices being to
the 12th inst. from Vera Cruz.

As we were led to anticipate by our previ-
ous advices, the nesotiations of the Mexican
commissioners, with those appointed by Gen
Butler, have terminated in an armistce. Gen
Worth and Gen. Smith represented Gen. But
ler in the negotiations. We hear a good deal
of dissatisfaction expressed with the terms of
Ihe convention entered into, but have no lime
to discuss them here. The following are the
orders of Gen. Butler promulgating the con
vention :

Head Quarters Army of Mrxico,
Mexico, March 6, 1848.

ORDERS NO. 18.
The Major General commanding, publishes

for the guidance of the army the following
articles of a military convention for the provi-
sional suspention of hostilities between the
United States of America and the Repnblic of
Mexico, and directs the same to be strictly
observed:
Military Convention for the Provisional Sus-

pension of Hostilities.
The undersigned met in the city of Mexico

on the 29th of February, 1848, for the pur-
pose of complying with the 2d article of the
treaty of peace, which was signed at the town
of Guadalupe Hidalgo on the 2d inst., in
which it is agreed as follows:

Immediately upon the signature of this trea-1- y

a convention shall be entered into between
a commissioner or commissioners appointed
by the general-in-chi- ef of the forces of the U.
S., and such as may beappointed by the Mex-
ican Government, to the end that a provision-
al suspension of hostilities shall take place,
and that, in the places occupied by the said
forces, constitutional order may be

as regards the political, administrative
and judicial branches, so far as this shall be
permitted by the circumstances of military oc-

cupation.
When, having mutually exhibited and ex-

amined their respective full powers, which
were foiind full and satisfactory, they
agreed upon the following articles:

Art. 1. There shall bean absolute and gen-
eral suspension of arms & hostilities through-
out the whole Republic of Mexico between
the forces of the United States of America and
those of the United Mexican States, and con-

sequently immediately after the publication of
this convention for the suspension of hostili-
ties, in any place or district, no act of hostili-
ty of any kind shall be committed by ti e for-

ces of either party, and if any person or per-
sons be guilty Oi any breach of this article,
they shall be individually liable to be tried
and condemned under the laws of war.

Art. 2. The troops of the United States shall
not advance beyond the positions already oc-

cupied by them towards any part of the Mex-
ican territory not now in their possession, nor
extend in any manner the limits of their pres-
ent occupation ; nor shall the troops of the U.
States advance from the positions now occu-
pied by them, but each party may move freely
and peaceably, as they find most convenient,
witlun tne limits oi their occupation neither!
losing iiuuugu a leu iiory uccupieu uy me
other.

Art. 3. All persons of either nation, not be-

longing to the army, may travel without mo-

lestation wherever their business may call
them, subject to the laws of the country ; but
all persons belonging to the army, travelling
from the posts of one towards those of ihe
other, shall be accompanied by a flag of truce
or a safe conduct.

Art. 4. In the Federal District and in all
States occupied by the American troops, the
collection of all the contributions of war pro
vided for by General Orders Nos. 376 and 895
of the commander-in-chie- f of said forces, due
or becoming due for the months of February
and March, shall be suspended until the ex-
piration of this convention ; and upon the rati-
fication by the Mexican Government of the
treaty of peace signed on the 2d inst., all such
contributions for the months of February and
March and afterwards shall be entirely remit-
ted. But the tax on gaming houses, liquor
shops, and places of public amusement shall
continue to be collected as now, in each place
occupied by the American troops, until the
exchange of the ratifications of the treaty,
without prejudice to the rights of the municipal
authorities to collect taxes" as heretofore.

Art 5. With a view to the
of constitutional order as regards the po-

litical, administrative and judicial branches, it
is agreed that in all places occupied by the
American forces the citizens of the Mexican
Republic shall be free to exercise all their
political righ in electing and installing the
General, State and municipal authorities,
which belong to the territorial divisions fixej
by the Mexican laws and constitution. The
American authorities will respect the exercise
of those rights, and will consider those as du-

ly elected who are held as such by the Mexi-
can Government. And in like manner will
be cousiJercd those civil appointments made
by the Mexican General or State Govern-
ment.

Art. 6. Whenever an election is to be held
in any town or place occupied by the Ameri-
can troops, upon due notice thereof being

to the commanding officer, ha shall march
the whole of his force out of the limits of
such town or place, and there remain with
4lhsat P. .1 11 l imem uuiu auer me Hour at wnicn such elec
tions should be concluded, leaving within
the town or place only the force necessary for
the security of his barracks, hospitals, stores
and quarters. And no person belonging to the
American army shall by any means, or on any
consideration, attempt to obstruct or interfere
with any elections; in order that they may be
conducted according to the Mexican law. In
Vera Cruz the troops shall retire within the
walls of the fortifications, and there remain
until the elections are concluded.

Art. 8. In all places of the Mexican Repub-

lic, the revenue and administrations of the
post office shall be as they pre-

viously existed. All post houses, post offices,

public stages, horses, mules, and other means
of transportation, shall receive the protection
of the forces of both parties, and the whole
shall be managed and conducted by the per
sons appointed in conformity with the law,
by Ihe Mexican Government.

Art. 9. Should there be any stock or deposit
of tobacco, stamped paper or playing cards, or
other articles of commerce belonging to Ihe
Mexican Government, or to that of any of the
States, in any place occupied by the American
troops, and of which they have not taken pos
session : such articles may be ireely taKen
possession of by the Mexican Government and

transported in such, manner, and to sucn pia
ces, as may suit its convenience.

Art. 10. Immediately after the publication
of this convention, all public offices not in the
occupation of the American troops, and all ar-

chives, utensils and furniture of such offices
shall be delivered up to the officers of the
State or General Governments ; and as soon
as other convenient places can be provided for
the troops and officers now occupying them,
all convents of nuns, colleges for education,
public hospitals and other buildings for chari-
table purposes, shall be immediately vacated
and delivered up.

Art. 11. In all places occupied by the Ame
rican troops, the Federal and State Courts o

justii and civil tribunals of every grade, may
enter freely and without any interruption, up
on the exercise of their appropriate functions
in conformity with the Mexican law. Nor
will the American military tribunals created
by their authorit3T, take cognizance of, or in-

terere in any cause or matter, unless a person
belonging to the American army be originally
a party, or the interest of the American Gov
eminent or army be concerned ; in wnicn ca-

ses the jurisdiction shall remain in them ; and
the Mexican tribunals recognized and to be
respected by the American army, shall be
tho.e designated as legal by the proper au
thority of the Mexican General or State Gov
ernments respectively.

Art 12. In the rederal District there may
be organized and armed a force of 600 men o
police or national guard, to preserve order and
maintain police, ana in other places occupied
by the American forces, the commanders there-
of and the Mexican, civil authorities shall ee

on the establishment of a convenient
force for similar purposes.

Art. 13. In future, as heretofore, in all the
places occupied, Mexicans or foreigners resi
dent in Mexico, shall enioy the protection of
person and property guaranteed by the consti
tution and laws of the Republic and as has
heretofore been done, all supplies taken for
the American army shall be paid for at fair
prices.

Art. 14. The commanding officers of the
American forces on the northern frontier of
Mexico, shall use all their influence to prevent
the incursions of savages into the Mexican
territory, and the robbery and of
the inhabitants. And the Mexican forcesmay
assemble, oppose and pursue said Indians even
within the. lines occupied by the American
troops, without being considered as infringing
the provisions of this convention.

Art. 15. The American army will continue
to respect, as hitherto, the temples and free
exercise of the religion of the people of the
Mexican Republic, in public and private and
church property shall be subject only to such
laws as were in existence, or may be passed,
by the Mexican Government.

Art. 16. If any body of armed men be as-

sembled in any part of the Mexican Republic
with a view of committing hostilities, not au-

thorized by either Government, it shall be the
duty of either or both of the contracting par-

ties to oppose and disperse such body, without
considering those who compose it as having
forfeited the protection of the laws of nations,
unless they have been guilty of robbery or
murder. The performance of this duty shall
not be considered an infraction of this con-
vention.

Art. 17. This convention shall remain in
force during the period fixed by the treaty
signed on the 2d instant, at Guadalupe Hidal-
go or until one parly shall give to the other
notice of its termination, with the following
additional delay, viz : Five days for all places
within sixty leagues of the capitol, seven days
for all places within ninety leagues, and twen
ty days for all other places. The ratification
of this convention shall be exchanged at Mex-
ico within seven days from its signature.

In faith of which, this convention has sign-

ed in quadruplicate by the commissioners, the
day, month and year first mentioned.
