The penple of America cannotf but feel a
deep and lively interest in the scenes now be-

ing enacted in France. It will -he seen that
the French monarchy has been literally swept
away, and in il:i stead has been erected a re-
public, such as it is. We, for one, do not
believe that the change can be effected jn
France without producing another extraordi-
nary convulsion throughout Europe. We
hope we may be mistaken. We sincerely
hope that the French people, for whose cha-
racter, in many respects, we entertain the high-
est esteem, may be enabled peaceably and
quietly to carry out the great reform in which
they have so boldly embarked. We fear they
will not, however. Factions will arise. Those
distinguished names now atthe head of affairs
will find, we fear, that the task they have un-
dertaken is one which cannot be accomplished
without bloodshed and rapine, as the necessa-
ry concomitants of the undertaking. The
French people are peeuliarly and emphatical-
ly a volatile, excitable people, who, it may
be said, rather act than think. Pleased, in-
deed, would we be to sce the loveliest land in
Europe, renowned as itis for the gallantry
and intelligence of its people, flourishing be-
neath thHe genial influences of a republican
government. But we much fear that she will
have to pass through a fiery ordeal ere she
artives at this happy result; if awive there

other places of exile, the immediate recogni-
tion of the new Republic of France by Great
Britain, Belgium, Switzerland, and the United
States, have all fallen in sdch rapid succes-
sion, that the events of every hour come teem-
ing with some mighty occurrence afecting the
doctrines of whole nationsand dynasties. The
speculations, respecting the causes, incidents
and probable results of this sudden, serious,
and mighty social convulsion, are yarious and
weighty.
Tghe}fncts stand out in historical boldness of
outline, depicted in such indelible characters
that they must endure until the Jast syllable
of recorded time. A provisional government
has been organized by ocur neighbors, the
members of which are celebrated throughout
the world for genius, eloquence, and science.
Some of them are of almost romantic integri-
ty. Canied away by the eloquence of Lamar-
tine, the excited, ungovernable mob of Paris
threw down the muskets, which, in the first
fury of their new born zeal for Lberty, they
had taken up against the popular leader, and
by their unanimous shouts invested the Pro-
visional Government with full authority.

He therefore appointed, in accordance with
their recommendation, Admiral Boudin, who
left Paris for Toulon, to take command and to
sail for Algiers. His instructions are to take
possession of any ships he may find in the
port of Algiers, or integrals of the French Re-
public.

AUSTRIA.
The resiznation of Prince Metternich is an-
nounced for a certainty in Paris. On the 8th
the news of events in Paris caused consterna-
tion at Rheims. There was a grand council
of all the ministers. The news of the event
was despatched in all directions. The French
Ambassador at Vienna is said to have fainted
on hearing the news. He started on the next
day for France. Thirty thousand troops are
to advance to Italy without delay. At Munich
a rising has taken place, and a consti-
tution extortel from the king at the point of
of the bayonet itsell.

ITALY.

The Jesuits alarmed by the demonstrations
made against them by the people have already
quitted the city of Turin. The Journal of

The French are bt in the first stage of
stransition.  They must not only teach, but
they must secure obedience from the masses,
before the regular elifice which is to crown
their hopes ean be raised. i the foundations
are laid in peace, the French people may erect
a prond monument, to conseciate throughout
all ages the glory and liberty of a gallant peo-
ple. But if the elements of war insinuate
their fatal agency into the fabrie, the whole
will assuredly eramble into dust and perish.

The provisional government became situa-
ted by an usurpation, or rather by the free
choice of the mobh. But, however that may
be, eleven members estalilished a supreme au-
thority at the Hotel D'Ville. Royalty and
peerage have been swept away in o few brief
hours; but hunger, gaunt hunger, and one
hundred thousand mouths yawning around
the reat of government, and something was to
be done immediately to appease the multitudes,
A gigantic system of out-door veliel was con-
ceived and immediately exeeuted. Formidable
lezions of National Guanls were then formed
al a stipend per day. These have been pack-
ed ofl to the frontiers. The compact between
the employers and the employed was broken,
and in a short time a decree was passed limit-
ing the hours of labor.

The journals were also to Le prohibited. —
Accordingly the stamp duty was removed, but
these and numerous other decrees will not sat-
isfy the hunery, nor does the taxing of one
large class who earn their bread by ndustry,
i order that another class may carry a mus-
ket on the frontier in the garb of a National
Guard, tend to carry out, to its legitimate end,
the old received Jacobin doctrine of liberty,
equality, and fraternity,

Already the decree has zone forth that a
new National Assembly is to be called on the
20th of April, when the Provisional Govern-
ment will resign its power iuto the hands of
the definite government. Universal sufirage,
and vote by ballot, are tosecure liberty, equal-
ity, and fraternity to France. Itis quite clear
that the good work people of Paris will have
the vast majority in the new Assembly—leav-
ing more or less profitable occupations, will
try their hands as statesmen. Shipping, in
the meantime, and cominerce, is at a stand.—
The funds have fallen enormously. Conside-
rable failures are announced Clubs are in
the course of formation to advise or overawe
the government. Strikes among the workmen
are becoming more numerous. Daily opera-
tives demand an increase of wages, and have
expelled large bodies of the English workmen
for their rivalry in the construction of rail-
ways.

Our latest advices {rom Paris are to March
9, and represent the city as tranguil, but the
financial crisis still continues unabated, and
some eminent houses are spoken of as being
in difficulties, but no further failures have
been announced. The funds have fallen con-
siderably. On the 8th, the three per cent.
funds opened at 50 francs, and after having
been done at 46 francs closed at 47 francs,
whilst the 5 per cents opened at 85 francs,
done at 74 franes and closed at 75 francs.—
There was no tumult or agitation. All was
sad and gloomy. Men came and offered their
securities for money onlv, at whatever price
they could get, bul scarcely a huyer could be
found.

We have just received a telegraphic dispatch
from Folkstone, stating that the French gov-
ernment had stopped the payment of the Trea-
sury Bonds, which they have hitherto been in
the habitof discounting. Itisunderstood that

SECOND DESPATCH.
New Yorg, March 28—6 P. M.

The Liverpool European Times, of the 12th
inst. concludes its article on the events in
France, as follows:

England waits with her arms folded, in deep
and anxious alarm, for the next scene of this
“ strange, eventful history.”

It could searcely be anticipated but that the
great movement which has couvulsed France,
should have been felt in some degree, in the
Dritish Islands.

In London, a trifling disposition to riot was
experienced in the early part of the week, but
 the disorderlies were confined fo mischievous

boys and citizens out of employment. Order
was speedily restored.

In Glasgow the tumults were mure scrious
and several persons were unfertunately shot
by the military. The rioters in that city were
merely thieves, who plundered the shops and
had evidently no political objeet in view.

In Manchester some tendency to disturb-
ance has been exhibited, but everything is now
quiet. In our own town tranquility has been
undisturbed. Numbers of unemployed per-
sons and others have assembled on the Ex-
change, but no political feeling is observable.

[n Ireland, no breach of the peace has yet
taken place, but the exciting language of a
certain portion of the press, which surpasses
anything within our recollection, has not es-
caped the attention of the authorities. We
wve no apprehension of any disturbance of
the public peace, through England gencrally
by a rising of political opinions, although the
depressed state of trade and the existing un-
certainty naturally ineident to the affairs of
the continent might, we fear, produce a state
of disquietude and suffering amongst numer-
ous classes for some time to come.

Arnrvar or THE Ex-KiNG oF FrANCE AND
THE QUEEN oF THE FrExcH aT New Haven.
— Brighton, March 301.—We have great pleas-
ure in announcing the safe arrival of the ix-
King and Queen of the French. The King,
in landing was dressed in a green blouse and
blue overcoat, borrowed of the captain of the
Express.

The King had not, in fact, a change of clo-
thing. The Ex-King and Queen have for
some days been moving from farm-house to
farm-house, in the ncighborhood of Trefort.
They were nearly exhausted by fatigue, and
on his arrival the King stated that a night or
two back he had thought of giving himself
up.

Louis Philippe and the Ex-Queen, with a
male and female attendant, who had during
the week constitnted the suite of their royal
master and mistress, embarked on board a
French fishing boat, near Trefort, with the
intention of attempting to cross the channel.
At sea the party was picked up by the Ex-
press, Southampton and Havre steamboat,
which immediately steered for New Haven,
oft which harbor she arrived at 7 o'clock in
the morning.

On landing, the Ex-King and Queen were
welcomed by the inhabitants, nearly the whole
of whom had the gratification of being sha-
ken by the hand by Louis Philippe. Her Ma-
jesty’s first act was to dispatch a messengzer
to Brighton to procure the attention of Mr.
Packhouse: the second to write aletter to our
gracious sovercign, communicating intelli-
gence of uer arrival.

The following is a correct statement of the
abode of the different members of the Royal
family. Louis Philippe and Marie Amelia.
who have assumed the title of Count and Coun-
tess de Neuilly are at Claremount, with whom
are also the Duke and Duchess de Nemours
and two children. The Count de Eau, the
Duc de Alencon and the Duc and Duchess de
Mont Pensier, are with the Duchess of Saxe
Coburg. The I'rinces Clementine is staying
with her hushand, the Duke, on a visit to her
Majesty at Buckingham palace. The Duch-
ess of Orleans, with the Count de Paris and
the Duc de Charters, are stated to have arrived
at Reims on the 2d. The Prince and Duchess
de Joinville were at Algiers at the date of the
latest advices from that city, and the Queen of
Belgium and the Princess Sephia are at Bru-
nel.

Later from Palermo— Another Republic.—
By the arrival at New York, on Saturday, of
the barque D. Godirey, Captain Bearse, from
Palermo, the Courier and Enquirer has dates
to the 12th of February. Captain B states
that up to the period of his sailing, the difli-
culties in Sicily, so far from ceasing, were
rather on the increase, and the ievolution was
gaining greater strength and consequence.
Kineg Ferdinand had made the concessions
requited of him, but they came too Jate. The
people had imbibed the idea of a republie, and
the despateh containing the announcement of
the yielding to their wishes for chartered pri-
vileges was torn 1o picces,

The castle ot Messina alone, ol all the Is-
land, remained in possession of Ferdinand’s
tioops, and that was hotly besieged by the cit-
izens, who were receiving succor and arms
from Palermo. The whole pojulation of the
island were in arms, and two large vessels
loaded with munitions and arms had left Pa-
lermo for Messina, where the munitions were
to be distributed among the people.

The nobility favored the people. A meeting
was to be held on the 1st instant, to decile
upon a form of government, and it was very
probable a republican form would be adopted.

Massachusetts.—The demoerats at Dedham,
Mass . have nominated Edzar K. Whattaker,
to fill the vacancy in Congress occasioned by
the death of Mr Adams, and adopted a reso-
lution in favor of Levi Woodbury for the
Presidency.

The French Revolution—The Latest Par-
trewlars.—The Courier des’ E_la:s Unis con-
tains the following items of interest, which

Paris, Friday, Feb. 25, 1848,
All danger has ceased. The complete si-
lence which reigned toward midnight, on ac-
count of the barricades, which prevented the
passage of all vehicles, appeared strange and
unearthly. The most profound calm existed
through the night, broken only from timne to
time by the quz vive of an amateur sentinel,
who wished to prove his vigilance. The red
banner has been everywhere uniurled in place
of the tri-color.
At 5 o'clock the Provisional Government
assembled at the Hotel de Ville, surrounded
by the people, armed and full of generous en-
thusiasm. Louis Branc proclaimed the Re-
public in the midst of tremendous applause.—
Lamartine had already addressed the people
in the great hall, and excited the most pro-
found feeling. Ledru Rollin, who followed
him, made, it is said, a most remarkable ad-
dress.
Generals Bedeau and Lamoriciere then ad-
vanced to offer their services. The first was
named Commander of the first division of the
military, and Minister of War. The second
is making preparations to set out for the fron-
tier.
The act of abdication, signed by the King
before leaving the Tuileries, is, it is said, ex-
ceedingly laconic, and conceived, very nearly
in these terms:—* 1 abdicate to the hands of
the Fiench people, on the head of my grand-
son, the crown which I have received from
the French Nation.”

Obstinacy of the French King.—The obsti-
nacy of Louis Philippe and{M. Guizet, in re-
fusing reform and otherwise resisting the de-
sites of the French people, finds no apologists
in any quarter, save, perhaps, faintly, with
the National Inteiiigencer, at Washington.
The London morning Herald very properly
remarks, on this subject, as follows:

“Of the fallen ministers we desire to speak
with no unneceszary harshness, but we owe
it to truth and to justice to declare our belief
that had they, early in the season, brought
forward a moderate plan of reform, extending
the franchise beyond the small fraction of 280,-
000 electors, who alone exercise it among a
population of 34,000,000—had they announ-
ced their intention 1o repeal the obnoxious ar-
ticles of the Code Penal, which forbid the as-
semblage of more than twenty persons—had
they expres=ed a resolve to punish corruption,
whensoever and wheresoever detected—they
might still have occupied the high position
from which they have been recently so sum-
marily and so unceremoniously ejected. But,
disregarding the warnings of sincere friends
and the reproaches of open enemies, the
French ministers persevered in a course of stitl
and unbending resistance, where to Lave yiel-
ded would have been the truest policy and the
highest wisdom.”—DBalt. Suan.
