MEMOIR OF LOUIS PHILIPPE.

The King of the French was horn in Paris,
October 6th, 1773, and consequently is now
in his 75th year. He sncceeded to the title of
Duke of Orleans in 1793, after the death of
his father, Philippe Egalite, who, it is well
known, suffered by the guillotine in the san-
cuinary days of the Revolution. The Orleans
branch of the Bourbon family, of which Lou-
15 Philippe is now the head, originated in
Philippe, a younger son of Louis XIII, ereated
Duk= of Orleans by his elder brother, Louis
XIV. The first Duke of Orleans twice mar-
ried, his second wife being Elizabeth Charlotte
of Bohemia, grand daughter of James I. of
England ; thus connecting the houses of Or-
leans and Stuart, from the latter of whom the
Queen of England, Victoria, is descended.

For many years Louis Philippe was exiled
from France, travelling in various countries of
Europe, and visiting the United States in his
exile. YWhile in Switzerland he engaged asa
teacher in an academy for eight months, being
then twenty vears of age. It is a mistake,
however, that he ever taught school in the U.
States, as is generally supposed.

He arrived in this country in November,
1796, and was joined by his two brothers, the
thiree spending some time with General Wash-
ington at Mount Vernon, by invitation, pre-
vious to making a journey through the Wes-
tern country. Afler a tower to the Lakesand
the Falls of Niagara, the Princes returned to
Philadelphia,where they resided a few months,
Having determined to join their mother in
Spain, the Princes coneluded to go thither by
way of New Orleans and Havana. For that
purpose they again crossed the mountains of
Pittshburg, and descending the Ohio and Mis-

sissippi rivers in a boat, arrived at New Or-
leans in Fehruary, 1798. Being refused a
passage to Spain from Havana, whither they
went from New Orleans, they sailed to New-
York, whence an English packet carried them
to Falmouth, at which place they arrived in
February, 1800. The Princes then took up
their residence on the banks of the Thames,
at Twickenham. They received much atten-
tion from the English nobility. They madea
voyage to the island of Minorea, a passage
being given them in a frigate by the British
Government; but finding no opportunity of
passing thence to Spain, which was then in a
convulsed state, they returned to England, & re-
sided for some years at Twickenham. The
Duke of Orleans had the misfortune to lose
both of his brothers while in exile. The Duke
of Montpensier died in England, in 1807, and
his remains were interred in Westminister Ab-
bey. The Count Beaujolais died at Malta,
whither his brother accompanied him in 1808.

Froin Malta Louis Philippe went to Sicily,
and accepted an invitation irom Ferdinand,
the King of Sicily, to visit the royal family,
at Palermo. During his residence there, he
gained the affections of the Princess Amelia,
the second daughter of the King, and with the
consent of Ferdinand and the Duchess of Or-
leans, who had joined her son in Sicily, their
marriage took place in November, 1809. By
this Jady, late Queen of the French, Louis
Philippe has had eight children, of whom six
still survive, viz :

1. Louisa, Queen of Belgium, (wife of Leo-
pold,) born 1812.

2. Louis, Duke of Nemours, born 1814,
married Victoria Augusta, of Coburg, cousin
of Prince Albert.

3. Maria Clementina, born 1817—unmnar-
ried.

4, Francis, Prince de Joinville, born 1818,
Admiral of the French Navy, married Fran-
cisca, a sister of the Emperor of Brazil, and of
the Queen of Portugal.

5. Henry, Duke d’Aumale, born 1822—
married to Carolina, cousin of the King of the
two Sicilies. )

6. Anthony, Duke of Montpensier, born
1824—married a sister of the Queen of Spain.

The oldest son of Louis Philippe was Fer-
dinand, Duke of Orleans, born 1810, killed by
jumping from his carriage, July 1842. He
married, in 1837, Helena, daughter of the
Grand Duke of Mecklenburg, Schwerin—by
whom he had two children, viz: Louis Phil-
ippe, (Count of Paris,) born 1839, and now
10 years of age, and Robert Philippe, Duke of
Chartres, born 1840. )

At Parlermo, Louie Philippe remained after
his marriage until 1814, when in the restora-
tion of the Bourbons he repaired to Paris, and
was restored to his rank and honors. The
return of Napoleon from Elba in 1815 broke
up his arrangements, and he sent his family
to England, where he joined, them, and again
tock up his residence at Tw:&ckenham.

On the restoration of Louis XVIII, the Duke
returned to France, in September, 1815, and

( took his seat in the Chamber of Peers The

large estate to which he was entitled by in
heritance being restored to him, he devoted
his attention principally to the education of
his family. His opulence enabled him to be-
come the protector of the Fine Arts, and the
patron of Letters, and few men i3 France were
more popular during the career of the Bour-
bons. He was unexpectedly called from pri-
vate life by the Revolution “of the three days
in July, 1830, when, on the abdication of
Charles X, the Chamber of Deputies offered
him the Crown, which he accepted on the 9th
ql‘ August, 1830, and adopted the style and
title of Louis Philippe, King of the Frepch.

The ex-King was a handsome man when
young ; his frame is now bulky, but there is
much ease in his manners. He is ready in
conversation, and was always remarkably af-
fable to all.

Besides the young Count of Paris, grandson
to the ex-King, there are two other claimants
to the French throne at this time, namely :—
first, the goung Duke of Bordeaux, son of the
Duke de Berri, and grandson to the late King,
Charles X., who was of the elder branch of
the Bourbon family, and brother of Louis XVI
and Louis XVIII. ~ Charles X, it will be recol-
lected, was deposed in 1830,

Second, Louis Napoleon, son of the late

Louis Bonaparte, who was for a while King
of Holland. The mother of this prince was
Hortense, daughter of Josephine, first wife of
the Emperor Napoleon.
The claims of neither of these two princes
seem to be worth much now ; the only chance,
if a republic be not permanently established,
is probably for the young Count of Paris, un-
der the regency of his mother, the Duchess of
Orleans, who 1s now — years of age.

The real is given in the form of life
estates, with power of letting and selling. Mr.
Wm. B. Astor has half the residuary persona!
estate, in his own right—say 1,000,000 to
£1,500,000. He is said to have received
$700,000 several years since from an uncle;
Henry Astor, which, by good management and
economy, with additions from other sources,
amounted, at the date of his father's decease
to about $3,000,000.

Voulez vous tiver sur vos freres? Will you
fire on your brethren? Sans-cwllotes, un-
breached, (a term applied to the ragged mob
in the first revolution.) Mourir pourla patre,
trie e'est le sort le plus beau le plus digne d'en-
vie. To die for one's country is a fate the
most beautiful, the most worthy of envy :—
taken from the well known Latin phrase,
Dulce et docorum est, pro patria mori. Rue,
Street.  Chiffonier, Ragpicker, gutter scraper.
Champs Elysees, Elysian-fields. Airondisse-
ment, Ward. Cortege, Procession. Hotel des
Affairs Etrangeres, Office of Foreign Affairs,
The palace of the Tuileries, (tile-kilns) de-
rives 1ts name from the brick-yard, which for-
merly occupied the ground on which it stands.

Planting the Tree of Libertyin Paris.—
An immense cortege of citizens, with a bat-
talion of the 10th legion, and a battalion of
the National Guard Mobile, planted a tree of
liberty in the Camp de Mars. The curate of
St. Pierre des Gros Caillon, commenced the
ceremony of benediction, when a rainbow ap-
peared. ““ Children,” cried the curate, * that
18 the sign of alliance that God, 4800 years
since, made with his people. At the opening
of a new and holy era, that is opened to us by
the freeing of nations, Jet us salute the eign by
which God renews his merciful alliance, and
announces that he will bless our destinies.”

After mentioning the effect caused by the
revolution in Germany and in Austria, and af.
ter stating that other nations would follow
their example, M. Ledru Rollin said

“ We have the right to be proud, for to the
defeat of Waterloo we have only fo oppose &
cry of deliverance and liberty !  Salutation to
thee, O tree ! glorious symbol of that deliver-
ance and that liberty! Salutation to thee! I
predict it with joy—in this place in which six-
ty years ago people came to fraternize in the
name of liberty—in this place we shall soon
see deputations of the whole world ranged a«
round thee! Around thee will come 1o group
themselves, united in a common embrace and
a common love, the great human family, whe
have been so long divided, and who will be
associated by the great French family in their
liberty and triumph !

M. Ledru Rollin then recommended the
workmen to return to their labor, to the ery of
“ Vive la Republique »» The cry was imme-
diately echoed by the crowd, and shouts of
“ Vive Ledru Rollin ! were also heard. An
old invalid who had belonged to the republi-
can armies, seized the minister’s hand, and
pressed it to his heart, but his emotion wasso
great that he could not utter a word. An of-
ficer then advanced, and with tearsin his eyes,
expressed the pain which was felt by the ofi-
cers and soldiers at being kept away from Pa-
ris, and requested that the army might be forth-
with recalled. M. Ledru Rollin protested
with all his strength against the distrust which
had been shown towards the army. It waa
not, he said, possible to divide the people-and
the army. *“The peopla,” said he, “is the ar-
my, the army is the people. Is not the army
the most gererous portion of the people, the
blood of our blood? Glory to the army !—
Did it not remember in Febroary that it was
of the people, and did it not refuse to fire on
them 7

The minister concluded by saying that there
ought to be no more suspicions, no more dis-
trust with respect to the army; and that for
his part he would not be con'ent until he should
have seen the army, the National Guard and
the people fraternize in a proud banquet on
the Champ de Mars. On leaving the spot,
M. Ledrn Rollin was followed by a nume-
rous crowd, shouting “Vive Ledru Rollin!
Vive la Republique !”
