I shall, then, take up your letter in its pro

per order. In saying that you had " a strong
disinclination to the use of my your name

connection with that office," courtesy leads
me to confine myself to the remark that you
deceive yourself but no one else ! So soon

you were defeated in the last election, a
committee of your friends from Frankfort
waited upon you and condoled with you on
that melancholy event. You responded in a
manner that led me, almost with the power of
certainty, to remark to some friends that Hen-
ry Clay is a candidate again for the Presiden-
cy. Time attests my sagacity.

bo strong was my conviction that you would
be a candidate, when letters were read in the
Convention of the " Whig friends of General
Taylor' in the State House at Frankfort, from
the Hon. J. J. Crittenden, Hon. Charles S.
Morehead and Hon. J. P. Gaines, begging us
not to nominate Gen. Taylor, and thus push
you from the track, and saying that you
would on your return home retire from the
canvass, in the presence of the thousands there
assembled, I rose up and declared that although

respected these gentlemen, I had not the least
confidence that you would in truth withdraw.
Time attests my sagacity.

After you had gone on to New York, and
delegates were chosen to the National Con-

vention whilst you were the city's guest, and
it was again asserted that you would decline
on your return home, 1 said no ; you refused
to go to New York last summer, you would
not have gone now, unless u had determin-
ed to run for the Presidency. Time attests
the truth of the prediction. You say that
your friends represent that " the withdrawal
of my name would be fatal to their success."
If they so speak to you, they speak a differ-
ent language elsewhere. I have been told
that all the members of Congress from our
own State but one, told you that you could
not be elected, and that divers others whom I
could name, told you the same thing. But if
these reports be untrue, allow me to tell you that
I have heard almost universally that your name
would again bring us defeat. In that opinion
I concur, and I will give you my reasons.
Because I am not guiltless myself, and because
of the bad taste of the thing, I will not urge
objections to your private character. Neither
will I press your prestige of ill luck, in saying
that all the measures which you have urged
upon the people except the Missouri compro-
mise, have been erased from the statute book.
For we lament in common, the fall of the tar-
iff, the bank, and internal improvements, un-

der your lead ! I shall confine m"self then to
the question of availability. Three times have
we run you and three times has your name
brought us defeat ! So soon as Gen'l W. H.
Harrison had brought us up from a miserable
minorty, where you had left us, to a large
majority, you hurried on to Washington, when
Mr. Tyler under Mr. Webster's lead was do-

ing good service to the country and party, and
by attempting to force on him and us the " ob-

solete Bank" which we had purposely slurred
in the canvass, you brought us to a speedy
minority

A "long time ago," being too old to per-
form the comparatively light duties of Senator,
you gave the public a farewell address and re-

tired from public life. The Democratic party
by the excess of its numbers, was at once
split into widely separated fraements. Messrs.
Cass, Calhoun, Van Buren, Tyler, Tolk, and
others, were all pressing their claims with a
bitterness before unknown to the party.
" Whom the gods wish to destroy, they first
make mad." They determined to bring Texas
into the Union avowedly to break down the
power of the free North, and to make this na-
tion a slave empire. The friends of liberty
rallied once more, and in spite of your Mis-
souri compromise, and your consistent denun- -

ciation oi an real anti-slaver- y action, your
Raleigh letter made you by some fatality our
candidate once more. I he democratic feuds
were at once cured up by the greater hatred of
Henry Clav. Mr. Van Buren, who had taken
similar ground with yourself, but who could
not unite the party, was overthrown, and JUr,

James K Polk submitted.
Notwithstanding the claims of other whigs,

I will not restrict myself to saying your
equals were postponed, who no one now
doubts could have been elected, we, the Whig
Party, all united on you. We fought with
the arder of brotherhood, and with the moral
power of a noble cause.

(applied to a political party in England) has
often appeared in your paper of late, and hav
ing seen no explanation of the same, perhaps
it would not be uninteresting to your numer
ous readers to know the meaning of it.

The People's Charier, (from which the par
ty derives its name,) was drawn up about ten
years ago, by some of the most prominent
leaders of the Radical or Democratic party ; it
was in the form of a petition, or rather a de--
mantf, and after receiving nearly three mill
ions of signatures, it was presented to Parlia-
ment, where it was rejected ; receiving only
46 votes out of 648.

It embraces the following principles :

1st. Universal Suffrage. By which all
Englishmen of 21 years and upwards, of sane
mind, and whose characters are unstained by
crime, are to oe consiaerea as voters.

2d. Vote by Ballot. Secret voting by ticket
3. No Propertu Qualification. By which

persons having no property may be elected to
serve in the House of Commons.

Members to be
paid for their services while in Parliament

6th. Equal Representation. Districts to be
presented according to the population.

We received last evening the following teV
egraphic despatch from our attentive corres-
pondent :

Baltimore, April 20.
The packet fhip Duchess d'Orleans has ar-ve- d

at New York from Havre, with intelli-
gence three days later than that received by
the Hibernia. The ferment of Republicanism
is spreading throughout Europe. The people
of Prussia have declared in favor of a Repub-
lican form of Government, and have imprison-
ed the King and his Ministers. A Revolution
has broken out in Lombardy, and has been
successful. After much bloodshed the King
of Naples has yielded to the demands of his
people. It is generally expected that the Em-
peror of Austria will abdicate. The intelli-
gence of the Polish Revolution has been fully
conhrmed, and the Russian troops are on their
march to put down the Republicans. The
British Ministry have formally protested

the Montpensier marriage as conferring
any rights to the Throne of Spain. There
have been some disturbances at Lyons between
the people and the soldiery, but they had been
quieted, and everything was peaceable in
France. There was no later news from Eng-
land or Ireland. There have been many fail-
ures in France, and the Rothschilds are said
to' be amongst them. There is no intelligence
of the markets.

Santa Anna's Farewell Address. What-eve- r

we may think of the character and histo-

ry of Santa Anna when viewed in detail, cer-

tainly when taken as a whole, it presents that
of one of the most extraordinary men of the
19ih century. We have just risen from the
perusal of his farewell address to the Mexican
people, dated " Tehuacan, March 24, 1848,"
and must, in fairness, say that it is one of the
most plausible and ingenious documents we
have ever seen. The reader, if not acquainted
with the history of the writer, would say from
this document that he was one of the worst
used men in the world. He recounts with a
dashing and graphic pen the main incidents of
the present war, and leads the reader, almost
despite of his better knowledge, to believe
that he has performed prodigies of valor and
heroism in its conduct. If Santa Anna were
only, one half as good a citizen, or ialf as
great a General, in reality, as he would have
the world to believe, Gen'l Scott would never
have revelled in the Halls of the Montezumas.
He bids his last adieu, however, and we think
it would be well for the Mexican people if his
departure from their midst is a final and ever-
lasting" one.
