BY AUTHORITY.

Aets and Resolutions passed at the First
Session of the Thirtieth Congress.

[PueLic—No. 30.]—An Act to continue, al-
ter, and amend the charter of the city of
Washington.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of
Representatives of the United States of Ameri-
ca itn Congress assembled, That the act of
May fifteenth, eighteen hundred and twenty,
entitled ** An act to incorporate the inhabi-
tants of the city of Washington, and to repeal
all acts heretofore passed for that purpose,”
and the act of May twenty-sixth, eighteen
hundred and twenty-four, entitled “ An act
supplementary to ‘An act to incorporate the
inhabitants of the city of Washington,’ passed
the fifteenth of May, one thousand eight hun-
dred and twenty, and for other purposes,” and
the act or acls supplemential or additional to
said acts which were in force on the fourteenth
day of May, eighteen hundred and forty, or
which may, at the passing of this act, be in
force, be and the same are hereby continued
in force for the term of twenty years from the
date hereof, or until Congress™ shall by law
dg:termme Otherwise, with the alterations, ad-
ditions, explanations, and amendments follow-
ing, that is to say :

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That the
said corporation shall have full power and au-
thority to lay and collect a tax of not exceed-
ing three-fourths of one per centum per annum
upon the assessed value of all stocks which
may be owned and possessed by any person
whatever in any banking, insurance, or other
incorporated or unincorporated company in
the city of Washington; and to compei all
such banking, insurance, or other incorpora-
ted or unincorporated company, to furnish,
when so required to do, within ten days there-
alter, a full and complete list of the names of
the stockholders in such company, and the a-
mount of stock owned by each, under a pen-
alty not exceeding fifty dollars for each and
every week such company shall negleet or re-
fuse or fail to [urnish the same.  And, in de-
fault of payment of the tax due on said stock
by the banking, insurance, or other company,
or by the holder or holders of the stock, the
said corporation shall have full power and au-
thority to sell the said stock, or so many shares
thereof as shall be sufficient to pay the taxes
due thereon, and costs of collection, as provi-
ded in the case of personal property. The
said corporation shall also have power to lay
and collect a tax not exceeding three-fourths
of one per ecentum per annum on the assessed
value of all bonds and mortzages, of stocks of
all kinds, and all public and private securities,
and on every description of property within
the said city, or which may be owned or held
by the inhabitants thereof, except the wearing
apparel and necessary tools and implements
used in carrying on the trade or occupation of
any person; and to compel personsto furnish,
when required by the assessors, a full and
correct list of all property by law tasable.
held by them, and to punish’ with suitable
fines and penaliies persons refusing or omit-
ting to furnish such lists. The said corpora-
tion shall have powerto lay and collect a
school-tax ulpon every free white male citizen
of the age of twenty-one years and upwards,
of one dollar per annum ; to provide for licen-
sing, taxing, and regulating livery stables, and
wholesale and retail dealers, in a ratio accord-
ing to the annual average amount of the capi-
tal invested in the business of such wholesale
and retail dealers ; to license, tax, and regu-
late agencies of all kinds of insurance compa
nies; to tax private bankers, brokers, and
money-lenders, not exceeding three-fourths of
one per centum per annum on the assessed a-
mount of capital employed in the business of
sail private bankers, brokers, and money-
lenders ; to maxeall necessary regulations re-
specting hackney carriages and the rates of ,
fure of the same, and the rates of hauling by
cartimen, wagoners, carmen, and draymen, and
the ratesof commission of auctioneers; to reg-
ulate and graduate the licenses of non-resident
merchants and traders, and the taxes on the
same ; to regulate and establish fish wharves
and docks; to restrain and prohibit gaming-
houses and bawdy-houses; to punish those
who may sell intoxicating liquors without
having obtained license therefor, by fines not
less than five dollars; and in default of the
payment thereof, by imprisonment and lahor
in the work-house fora term not exceeding
ninety days; to provide for the punishing by
fines and penalties, and by confinement 10 la-
bor in the work-house,any person and all per-
sons who shall molest or disturb any church
or other place of worship while the congrega-
tion are engaged in any religious exercises or
proceedings ; to provide for the weighing of
all kinds of live stock brought into the city ;
to cause to be pulled down unsafe, dilapida-
ted, or dangerous buildings ; to take up and
re-lay foot pavements and paved carriage-
ways, and to keep them in repair, and to lay
and collect taxes for paying the expenses
thereof, on the property fronting on such foot-
ways and carriage-ways ; to lay and coliect
taxes for the support of public schools; 1o
cause new alleys to be opened into the squares,
and to open, change, or close those already
laid out, upon the application of the owners of
more than one-half of the property in such
squares, subject to the second proviso of the
cighth section of the act of May the fifteenth,
eizhteen hundred and twenty, incorporating
tke inhabitants of the city of Washington.—
And the said corporation shall have [ull pow-
er and authority to make all necessary laws
for the protection of public and private pro-
perty, the preservation of order, the safety of
persons, and the observance of_decency in the
streets, avenues, alleys, public spaces, and
other places in the said city, and for the pun-
ishment of all persons violating the same, as
well as for the punishment of persons guilty
of public profanity and prostitution.

Ske. 3. And be it further enacted, That at
the first general election held after the passage
of this act, a Board of Assessors, to consist of
one member from each ward, shall be elected
by the qualified voters therein, to serve for
two years ; and the returns of election for as-
sessor shall be made in the same manner and
form as the retains of the election for mem-
) bers of the Board of Aldermen and Board of
Common Council ; and the person having the
oreatest number of legal votes in each ward
for assessor, shall be duly elected assessor;
but in case two or more persons, highest in
vote, sha!l have an equal number of votes, the
commissioners of election for the ward in
which such equality shall exist, shall decide
the choice by lot. No person who is not eli-
sible to a seat in the Board of Aldermen or
Boarl of Common Council, shall be eligible
1o election as Assessor. And, on the first
Monday of May nexlsnc_ceedmg thef:lrs{elec-
tion of assessors under thisact, the said board,
or a majority of the members thereof, shall
meet im the City Hall, and, in the presence of
the Mavor and Register, shall draw by lot the
names of thrre members lh‘ereof, if the num-
ber of wards be seven, or if the number of
wards exceed seven, the names of OIIe'ha].fq
as near as may be, of the members of said
board ; and the members whose rames shall
be thus drawn, shall thereapon easeto be
members of said board ; and at the next gene-

ral election a member shall be elected to serve |

for two years, in each of the wards in which
the memhers so drawn shall have been elec-
ted; and at every regular annunal election
thereafter in such wards as the time of the as-
sessors is about to expire, an assessor shall be
elected to serve for two years. No person
holding any other office under the corporation
shall be elected to or hold the office of asses-
sor. Inthe event of the death, resignation,
inability, or refusal to serve, of any person e-
lected an assessor, the vacancy sha!l be filled
immediately by the Board of Aldermen and
Board of Common Council, in joint meeting,
in which mauner all vacancies in the board of
assessors shall be filled : Provided, That until
the assessors, authorized to be elected by this
act, shall have been duly elccted and qualified
to enter upon their duties, full power and au-
thority are hercby given to the said corpora-
tion to provide for the temporary appointment
of assessors to perform the duties required of
the assessors to be elected underthis act. The
board of assessors shall assess and value, and
make return of all and every species of pro-
perty by law taxable, at such times, and un-
der such regulations, as the said corporation
shall preseribe, and shall make return of all
persons subject to a school-tax, in the said ci-
ty, under such regulations as the said corpora-
tion shall prescribe ; and if the said assessors,
or either of them, shall refuse or wilfully neg-
lect to assess and value and make return of all
and every species of property by law taxable,
which may be known to them, or zither of
them, or come to their knowledge, or shall re-
fuse or wilfully neglect to make return of any
person subject to a school-tax, they, or the
one so oflending, shall be subject 1o a fine not
exceedingz one hundred dollars for each offence,
at the discretion of the circuit court of the Dis-
trict of Columbia for the county of Washing-
ton, and shall thereafter be incapable of hold-
ing any office under the corporation ; and the
Board of Aldermen and Board of Common
Council may, by joint resolution, remove any
assessor from office for any misconduct in ol-
fice.

Sec. 4. And be it further enacted, That the
register, collector, and surveyor of the said ci-
ty shall severally be elected on the first Mon-
day in June next, and on the same day in ev-
ery second year thiereafter, at the same time
and place, in the saine manner, and by the
persons qualified to vote for Mayor and mem-
bers of the Board of Aldermen and Board of
Common Council: Provided, That, if said
first Monday in Juue next shall be the regular
day for the election of mayor of the said city,
then the next election therealter, of register,
collector, and surveyor, shall take place on
the same day in the following year, and then
on the same day inevery second year thereaf-
ter, as above provided; and the commiscsioners
of election shall make outduplicate certificates
of the result of the election for register, col-
lector, and surveyor, anl shall return one to
the Board of Aldermen and the other to the
Board of Common Council, on the Monday
next ensuing the day of election; and the per-
sons having the greatest number of votes for
those offices respectively, shall be register,
collector, or surveyor, asthe case may be; but
in case two or more persons hizhest in vote
shall have anegqual number of votes for either
of said offices, then it shall be lawful for the
Board of Aldermen and Loard of Common
Council to proceed forthwith, by ballot, in
joint meeting, to determine the choice between
such persons; and the said register, collector,
and surveyor, shall respectively hold their of-
fices until their respective successors are duly
elected and qualified, unless sooner removed
from office ; and full power and authority are
herecby granted to the Corporation of Wash-
ington to pass all such laws as may be neces-
sary to define and regulate the respective du-
ties, powers, and authority of the said regis-
ter, collector, and surveyor ; and, also, to pre-
scribe the amount of bond and security to be
given to the said corporation by cach, before
entering upon the duties of their respective
offices, and generally to pass all such laws us
may be necessary to insure an efficient aud
faithful discharge of the duties of their respec-
tive offices by the said register, collector, and
surveyor ; and in case the said officers, or ei-
ther of themn, shall fail or refuse to comply
with any law, resolution, or order of the said
corporation, orshall fail or refuse to obey any
order of the mayor of the said city, or shall
fail to discharge the duties of their respective
offices with fidelity and a strict regard to the
interests of the said corporation, or shall prove
unable or incompetent, from any cause what-
ever, to discharge such duties, or shall be
guilty of any malversation in office, or shall
be convicted of any high crime or misdemean-
or, it shall be lawful for the majority of the
Board of Aldermen and Board of Common
Council, by joint resolution, to remove such
officer, and to order an election to fill the va-
cancy ; and in case of the refusal or failure of
any person elected to either of said offices to
accept of the same, or to give such bond and
security as may be reqoired by said corpora-
tion within twenty days after his election, or
in case of the death, resignation, or removal
from the said city of any person elected to or
holding either of said offices, it shall be Jaw-
ful for the Board of Aldermen and Board of
Common Council to declare said office vacant,
and to order an election to fill the vacancy.—
And in all cases where it shall become neces-
sary to hold an election to fill a vacancy in
either of said offices, the same regulations
shall be observed as to the appointment of
commissioners to hold aaid elections, and as
to holding the elections and the returns of the
same, as are ohserved at the regular elections:
Provided, That authority is hereby given to
the Mayor of the said city to appoint tempo-
rarily, under such regulations as the said cor-
poration may prescribe, some discreet peison
to discharge the duties of such vacant office
until an election can be had, and a successor
duly elected and qualifiel to enter upon Lis
duties.

Skc. 5. Anid be it further enacted, That ev-
ery free white male citizen of the United States,
who shall have attained the age of twenty-
one years, and shall have residedi n the city
of Washington one year immediately prece-
ding the day of election, and shall be a resi-
dent of the ward in which he shall offer to
vote, and sha!l have been returned on the
books of the corporation during the year end-
ing the thirty-first of December next preceding
the day of election as suhject to a school-tax
for that year, (except persons non compos men-
| tis, vazrant, paupers, or persons who shall
| have been convictel of any infamous crime,)
'and who shall have paid the school-tax, and
all taxes on personal property due from him,
shall be entitled 1o vote for Mayor, members
of the Board of Aldermen and Board of Com-
mon Council, and assessors, and for every of-
ficer authorized to be elected at any election
under this act, or the act or acts to which this
is amendatory ar supplementary : va{r!'e:f,
That if, during the year ending on the thirty-
first day of December next preceding the day
of the first election after the passage of this
act, no persons shall have been returned on
the books of the said corporafion as subject to
a school-1ax, then a&ll persons who shall have
been retusmed on the hooks of the said corpo-
ration as subject to a school-tax before the
day of the said first election, and who shallin
all other respects be qualified under this act
to voie, and who shall have paid the said

school-tax, andall taxes due on personal pro-
perty, shall be entided to vote at the said first
election after the passage of this act. And if
any person shall buy or sell a vote, or shall
vote more than once at any corporation elec-
tion, held in pursuance of law, or shall give
or receive any consideration therefor in mo-
ney, goods, or any other thing of value, or
shall promise any valuable consideration, or
vote in consideration of such promise, he shall
be disqualified forever thereafter from voting
and holding any office under said corporation;
and, on complant thereof to the Attorney of
the United States for the District of Columbia,
it shall be the duty of said Attorney to pro-
eeed against such offender or offenders, by in-
dictment and trial, as in other criminal cases;
and, if found guilty, it shall be the duty of
the court to sentence him to pay a fine of not
less than ten dollars, and to imprizsonment not
more than two months nor less than ten days.
Sec. 6. And be it further enacted, That in
case of the refusal of any person 10 accept the
office of Mayor upon his election thereto, or
of his death, resignation, inability, or removal
from the city, the Board of Aldermen and
Board of Common Council shall assemble in
joint meeting and elect another in his place,
to serve for the remainder of the term, or do-
ring such disability ; but in case of temporary
absence f{'om the city, or of sickness, the May-
ormay, in_ writing, depute the President of
the Board of Aldermen to act as Mayor during
such temporary absence or sickness.
Sec. 7. And be it further enacted, That so
much of the tenth section of the act mcorpo-
rating the inhabitants of the city of Washing-
ton, approved May the fifteeath, eighteer, hun-
dred and twenty, as is in the following words,
viz 1 “That real property, whether improved
or unimproved, in the city of Washington, on
which two or more year's taxes shall have re-
mained due and unpaid, or on which any spe-
cial tax, imposed by virtue of anthority of the
provisions of this act, shall have remained un-
paid for two or more years after the same shall
have become due, or so much thereof, not less
than a lot, (when the property on which the
tax has accrued is not less than that quanti-
1y,) as may be necessary to payany such tax-
ex, with all the legal costs and charges arising
thereon, may be sold at public sale to satisfy
the corporation therefor,” be, and the same is
hereby amended, so as to read as follows, viz:
* That real propeity, whether improved or
unimproved, in the city of Washington, on
which one or more years' taxes shall have be-
come due and remain unpaid, or on which a-
ny special tax, imposed by virtue of the au-
thority of the provisions of this act, shall have
become due and remain unpaid, or so much
thercof, not less than a lot, (when the prop-
ty on which the tax has accrued is not less
than that quantity,) as may be necessary to
pay any such taxes, with all interests, costs,
and charges arising thereon, may be sold at
public sale to satisfy the corporation therefor ”
