WEDNESDAY, June 14, 1848.
In the Senate, Mr. Atherton, from the
nance committee, reported back, with amend-
ments, House hill, making the annual appro-
priations for the service of the Post Office De-
pariment.

A motion to take up the Oregon Territorial
Bill was negatived, 14 to 19. y

Mr. Benton, from the military committee,
reported the following joint resolution, which
was twice read and ordrred to be printed :

Be it resolved, &+, That on the restoration
of peace with Mexico, by a treaty of peace,
duly ratified and proclaimed, all the military
forces of the United States, whether volan-
teers, regulars, or the marine corps, who by
law or the terms of their engagement were 1o
be discharged at the close of the war, < hall,
nnder the direction of the President of the
United States, be transported or marched, with
the least practicable «delay, to such posts or
places in the United States as may be leas
expensive or may be most convenient to l_he
troops ; and at such places they shall be dis-
charged from the service of the Uniteld States;
and that until they shall respectively reach
such places and be discharged, the officers and
men shall be considered paid, and treated as
in the service of the United States, in the same
manner as if the war had not closed.

The consideration of the Infian appropria-
tion bill was then resumed, and adebate again
ensned on Mr. Bell's amendment granting
compensation to certain Cherokee TIndians in
Narth Carolina, who have not removed to the
Indian country west of the Mississippi The
amendment was finally agieed to, 22 1o 17.

Mr. Mangum submitted a re<olution for the
printing of 20,000 copies of the proceedings
in Executive session on the treaty of peace,
from which the injunction of secresy has heen
removed.

In the Senate, the joint resolution which
yesterilay passed the House, in relation to the
transpottation and discharge of the troops,
(precisely the same as that yesterday introdn-
ced in the Senate by Mr, Benton) was read
twice, when Mr. Benton proposed an amend-
ment, providing that the commissioned officers
so discharged shall be entitled to three months
extra pay, in addition to the pay and allowan-
ces due by law.
