From the Italtimnre Sun.

DESCRIPTION OF LIBERIA.
We take the following description of the

extent of the Republic of Liheria, its popula-
tion, settlements, products, &c, from a pamph-
let just issued in Philadelphia :

Extent Liberia extends from Digby at the
mouth of Poor river, on ihe northwest, to Ca-val- ly

river, on the southeast, between 4 deg.
20 min. and 6 deg. 40 min. north latitude, and
7 deg 30 min. and 11 deg west longitude,
from Greenwich. The length of coast between
Digby and the Cavally river is about three
hundred miles. The territory of Liberia ex-
tends from twenty to thirty miles inland. The
right of possession and jurisdiction over all
this line, (with the exception of Young Sis-
ters,) has been purchased by ihe American
and the Maryland Colonization Societies, and
farther purchases have since been made.

Population The inhabitant of Liberia,
emigrants from the United Stales and their
children, number three thousand five hundred;
and seven hundred occupy the Maryland Col-
ony at Cape P.ilmas. To these may be added
about five hundred natives, civilized and ad-
mitted to ihe privileges of the polls and the
rights of citizenship in general. The natives
residing on land owned by the Colony, and di-

rectly amenable to its laws, are estimated at
from 10.000 to 15,000. The population of
the allied tribes in the interior, who arc bound
by treaty to abstain from the slave trade and
other barbarous practices, is not accurately
known, but may be estimated at 150,000.

Towns and Settlements Monrovia on the
south side of Cape Mesurado, near the north-
western houndaiy of Liberia, is the capital
and chief p ace of trade. Population 1,000.
The other ports, not counting those in the
Maryland Colony, are, Marshall on the Junk
river, Elina, Bexley on the St. John's river,
Uasso cove ami dreenville, on the Sinoe riv-
er. The more inland lowns and their adjoin-
ing settlement are Caldwell, New Georgia,
and Millsburg.

Production of the Soil. Coffee, sugar canti,
rice, cotton, m ligo, Indian corn, potatoes,
yams, cassadas, bananas, arrow-wot- , and nufs,
may be produced in any quantify; frnifs are
various and abundant. These are all grown
in Liberia.

Exports. The chief exports are camwood,
palm oiland ivoiy, to the amount of $123,690
in two years, ending September, 1843, accord'
ing to the official returns. These aie biought
fiom the interior.

Imports The imports for the two years,
as above, amounted lo $157,830.

Religious Aspect Churches. 23; commu
nicants, 1,500 ; of whom 500 are natives and
re captured Africans.

Education. Schools, 16; scholars, 560
of whom 200 are native Africans The Sun-

day schools embrace a far larger number.

time to revoke the same. And it shall be the
duty of all custom-hous- e officers and other U- -

nited States agents, designated or appointed for
that purpose, to enfoice or cany into effect the
foregoing provision, and lo aid or assist in the
collection of such postage. And to that end
it shall he lawful for such officers and agents.
on suspicion of fraud, to open and examine, in
the presence of two or more respertable per
sous, being citizens of the United States, any
package or packages supposed to contain mail
able matter, found on board such packets or
other vessels, or elsewhere, and to prevent, it
necessary, such packets or other vessels from
entering, breaking bulk, or making clearance,
until all such letter- -, or other mailable matter
are duly delivered into the United States post
omce.

Sec. 2. And be it further enactid, That all
letters or other mailable matter conveyed to or
from any port of the United States, by any
foreign packet or ship, except such unsealed
'etters relating lo said hip or vessel, or any
part of the cargo thereof as may be directed
to the owner or owners, consignee or con-
signees, of said ship or other vessel, shall be
so subject to postage charge as aforesaid,

and foreign countries, and for other purposes,"
apprpved the third day of March, eighteen
hundred and forty-five- , or of any other act, in
which said contract there is a stipulation, on
the part of such contractor, giving to the Uni-

ted States the right to purchase, at an apprais
e l value, the steamship or ships required by
such contract lo be employed in conveying
the mail, decline to sell and deliver to
the United States such ship or ships, or shall
refuse to name and appoint appraisers to val-

ue the same, agreeably to the provisions of
sail act, or ihe same having been appraised
and valued, shall refuse to convey and deliv-
er said ship or ships to the United Stales, on
the payment, or tender of payment by ihe U
nite I States, of the sum at which the sai I ship
or ships may have been appraised and valued,
such person or persons, so offending. shall for-

feit a sum not exceeding one hundred thou-
sand !oIlars, to be recovered in any proper ac
tion, for the use of the treasury of the United
States; and in case or refusal or inability to
pa' the same, shall be liable to be imprisoned
not exceeding one year, at ihe discretion of
the court rendering ju Igment for such penalty.

And be it further enacted, That to
secure the regular transmission of the mail to
and from foreign countries, the Postmaster Ge
neral be, and he is hereby, authorized and
required lo impose fines on contractors, for a-n- y

unreasonable or unnecessary delay in the
departure of such mails, or in the ptrformance
of the trip: Provided, That ihe fine for any-
one default shall not exceed one-hal- f of the
contract price paid for the trip.

Sec. 5 And be it further enacted, That it
shall not be lawful for any contractor for
transporting the mail to any foreign country.
