To the remarks of the Editor of the "Int-
elligencer," that the correction made by me
of the article copied into that paper, denyinz
certain statements circulated against General
Taylor, that it looked more like " a slander
preferred than the truth vindicated" I am
forced to reply

Never having engaged in a newspaper war
fare, entertaining, as I do, v perfect abhorrence
for such a contest, more particularly, one in
any way connected with politics, in which I
have ever avoided all participation, never
having even as much as voted, though 1 have
been entitled to that privilege, for the last
seven years.

General Taylor (as stated in this article,)
might have denied having said " that the offi-

cers ot the North Carolina Regiment should
have been shot and the regiment sent home in
disgrace" with propriety, as this was not the
language used, but I cannot believe that Gen
Taylor would deny the fact of having said,
that " the officers of the North Carolina Regi-
ment ought to have been dishonorably dischar-
ged and the soldiers shot," were he reminded
of the time, place and circumstance of its oc
currence. As to the denial of Cols. Bragg
and Bliss, they are not worth one iota, neither
being present at this interview there being
but one other person present, and whose cer-
tificate I desired to get before publishing all
the facts under my own and this other wit-

nesses' proper signature.
Considering mj'self to have been wronged,

as alsohe officers of our Regiment, by the
commanding officer, I appealed to Gen. Tay-
lor, demanding a court of investigation or a
court martial, to which I was entitled by eith-
er civil or military law, and it was in reply to
this demand that Gen'l Taylor used this lan-
guage, which i am willing to qualify to on
oath at any time or place; yet 1 most emphat-
ically deny having ma:le the charge, and had
my wishes been consulted, it never would
have been made public. On my return from
this interview with Gen. Taylor, several off-

icers of the regiment considering themselves
as deeply interested, ma le particular enquiries
as to the success of this interview, whereupon
f gave them a full statement of what passed,
never once dreaming that any thing farther
would grow out of it and though published
without my consent or knowledge, f could not
honorably have acted otherwise than I have
done in giving the proper version.

This article in a very improper and insinu-
ating manner, asks whether or not this infor-
mation was derived from an officer of the No.
Carol ina Regiment who had been " dishonora-
bly discharged" from the army!

This information was delivered from the
officer whom Gen. Wool, by orders No 404,
attempted to discharge without a trial or any
previous notification that any charjes had
been preferred .against him who was ordered
from a sick couch after nightfall lo quit the
camp, (the night being rainy and dark) and
the country around, at the time, was consider-
ed very unsafe, being infested by large gueril-
la parties. Neither the indisposition, or the
life of this offiqer, were at all regarded. He
was thus driven from camp unprotected and
exposed, through mere suspicion, and those
suspicions have since been proven to be with
out the shadow of foundation (see proceed-
ings of the court of investigation which will
shortly be published, in which the entire tes-
timony, in the case of this officer, proves that
he was not a participator in the disturbance
and that he knew nothing of it till after its
occurrence, and though sick and not on duty,
he exerted himself in maintaining order in his
company.) According to our laws, the vilest
of the vile are entitled to a trial, and even the
midnight assassin is adjudged innocent, by the
law, till proven guilty. In the case of this
officer, he was condemned and the sentence
pronounced, without a hearing in his behalf.
The first intimation of the existence of lhp
charges was the order notifying him of his
discharge, accompanied with another order to
ca,,e carnp immediately. Submitting the case

to the Secretary of War, the order of discharge
wa mane null and void on the ground of il

slaves from Stale to State," and prohibits the
action or this House on " every petition, me-

morial, resolution, proposition or paper, touch-

ing" the same, be, and hereby is, rescinded.

Here, it will be observed, that like several
of the Atherton resolutions, the question of
the right of petition was not touched, but the
object boldly avowed by the abolitionist, Made,
was to put an end to all obstacles to the con-

sideration of the subject, so that the legislative
authority of Congress might be invoked for
the suppression of this outrageous violation of
human rights, as it is called, the rights of
slaveholders to buy or sell, or to have their
negroes transported in vessels belonging to
citizens of the United States.

For this infamous preamble and resolution,
55 pprsons voted, and among them we find the
abolition phalanx of John Quincy Adams,
William Ii. Calhoun, Tom Corwin, FILL-
MORE, Giddincs, Saltonstall and Slade. See

After this testimony, will any Southern

whig have the face to deny that so far as vo-

ting and acting are concerned, Mr. Millard
Fillmore is an abolitionist. If this proof does
not show him to be one, his joining his fello-

w-voter, Giddings, in kidnapping negroes,
would not.

Can the South vote for Fillmore ? This is

a question of vast importance to every South-

ern whig and every Southern democrat. We
confess, frankly, that we are afraid to trust
Millard Fillmore.

General Taylor Convicted of Slandering
and A basins the Northern Volunteers.
At a Democratic Mass Meeting held at Chi-

li, Ohio, on the 1st instant, the proceedings of
which we find in the Coshocton Democrat, ,a
large number of the Coshocton Volunteers
were present, and all, to a man, declared that
they heard Gen. Taylor slander and abuse the
Ohio Volunteers by calling them a " Gd
D d set of thieves and cowards; that they
only came there to steal, and that such men
would run, rather thaa fight, at the first sight
of the nemy !"

On motion of Mr. Bell, the bill to compen
sate R. M. Johnson, for the expense of erect
ing the buildings of the Choctaw Academy,
was taken up and passed.

un motion oi Mr. Atnenon, me senate men
proceeded to the consideration of the civil and
diplomatic appropriation bill, and the amend
ment proposed by the finance committee.

A number of these were disposed of ; and
among others, the appropriation of $50,000
for the improvement of Savannah river, re
mains to he acted upon.

Mr. Underwood moved to amend this last
named item, by inserting an appropriation for
the repair of the dam at Cumberland Island,
in the Ohio River, and this motion was pend
ing when the Senate adjourned. The pro
bability is, lhat the appropriation for Savan
nah river will be stricken out, and
the hill passed.

In the Home, the resolution from the Sen
ate, directing the Postmaster General to renew
the contract for carrying the great Southern
Mail, with the Potomac, Fredericksburg, and
Richmond Steamboat and Railroad Companies
was taken up, and, after debate, was, on mo- -

lion of Mr. Jones, of Tennessee, laid on the
table, 124 lo 62.

The House then resumed the consideration
of the Oregon Territorial bill, and concurred
in most of the amendments made in committee
of the whole.

On the question of concurring with the
committee of the whole, in striking out all o
the twelfth section which relates to the or
nance of 1787 the " Wilmot Proviso" the
yeas and nays were ordered, and the House
refused to concur, 88 to 114. bo the Wilmot
Proviso remains in the bill.

On the passage of the bill, the yeas and
nays were again ordered, and resulted, ayes
129, navs71. A motion to reconsider was
laid on the table, and so the bill has passed
the House, including the Wilmot Proviso, and
placed its vote beyond the power of recon
sideration

The House then resolved itself into commit
tee ot tne wnoie, and took up the nil! repor
ted by the committee of ways and means, ma
king appropriations for the sujoportol the ar
my, for the year end ng 30ih ot June, 1849

Mr. Vinton explained that the bill, asorigi
nally reported, was based upon the war es
tablishment, and the appropriations amounted
to some 30 or 40 millions. He proposed as a
substitute for that bill, based

1 st. Upon estimates of the Secretary of Wai ,
predicated on the number in the service pre-
vious to the act of 13th May, 1846, (including
the regiment of mounted riflemen, and one
additional company of 100 men,) when each
company contained, 42 men, and amounting
altogether to 9,891 men, exclusive of office!.
Upon this estimate, the amount appropriated
by the substitute would be (in round numbers)
$10,600,000.

2d Upon an estimate of the Secretary of
War, predicated on the act of 13th May, 1846,
providing for the filling up of the skeleton ar-

my, increasing the number of each company
trom 42 to not less than 46, nor more than
100 men, and amounting altogether to 13,158
men, exclusive of officers. Upon this second
estimate, the amount appropriated by the sub-

stitute would be (in round numbers) $11, 300,-00- 0,

calculating each company at 61 men, or
(in round numbers) $13,800,000, calculating
each company at 100 men and the total numj
ber a 20,292, exclusive of officers

It was upon the second estimate, of 64 men
to each company, that the substitute for the
original bill is based.

Mr. V. proposed as an amendment to the
substitute, embracing the " three months extra
pay" (about $3,000,000,) provided by the
joint resolution of 19lh ult , which, he said,
was included in the totai amount of $11,300,- -

000, to the other estimates also.
Mr. Andrew Johnson followed Mr. Vinton,

on the general political question of the day,
and particularly in defence of the war the
veto power of the President, arguing that the
whig party are responsible for the war, and
for its protraction.

At the conclusion of Mr. Johnson's remarks,
Mr. Marsh, of Vt , obtained the floor, and

the committee rose.
A resolution to close the debate on this bill,

in committee, on Friday, was adopted, and
then the House adjourned.

August 3
In the Senate, a resolution was submitted

by Mr. Lewis, and adopted, calling for certain
maps of surveys in Mexico.

The Presiding Officer laid before the Senate
a message from the President, in reply to a re
solution of the Senate, with the proceedings
of the Court of Inquiry in the case of General
Pillow. The message and documents were
ordered lo be printed, and, on motion of Mr.
Reverdy Johnson, 2,000 extra copies were al-
so ordered.

The House bill, establishing territorial gov-
ernment in Oregon, (with the Wilmot Provi-
so) was then taken up, when Mr. Clayton, of
Delaware, the chairman of the Select Commit-
tee in the Senate that reported the Bill for the
government of Oregon, California, and New-Mexic- o,

(the same thai passed the Senate and
was killed in the House,) made a speech ex-

planatory of the views of that committee-- , in
reporting the bill.

Mr. Badger, of N. C, replied to some of
the remarks of the Senator from Del., and in
vindication of his course in voting ajrainst the
bill.

On motion, the bill was referred to the com-
mittee on Territories.

The Senate then resumed the consideration
of the civil and diplomatic appropriation bill.

The Senate struck out the appropriation for
the. Savannah River, by a vote of 25 to 15.

The Senate adjourned without getting thro'
with all the amendments proposed.

In the House, in committee of the whole,
the consideration of the army appropriation
bill was resumed, and

Mr. Marsh, of Vt., addressed the committee
chiefly on the question of slavery, and in re-

lation to the condition and existing laws of
Oregon, California, and New Mexico. He
argued that slavery had not been abolished
by Mexico, in either California or New-Mexic- o

that down io the extinction of Spanish
domination, slavery had been permitted in all
Spanish America and that the Mexican con-
stitution contained provisions recognizing sla-
very as clearly as does not the constitution of
the U. S

Mr. M. read from the Mexican constitution
to show what were the provisions on this sub-
ject, then proceeded to shew what were the
constitutions of the several Mexican Slates,
and argued that slavery now existed in Cali
fornia and New Mexico, by the organic law
of the country, the decision of the Supreme
Court provided for by the compromise bill of
the Senate, if in accordance with the doctrine
that slavery shall be excluded where it does
not exist, and be permitted where it does must
be in favor of the South.

Mr. Crozier, of Tenn., followed in explana-
tion and defence of his vote in opposition to
the compromise bill" of the Senate.
