Session of the Thirtieth Congress.

Public No 73. An Act for the payment
of liquidated claims against Mexico.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House ofRepresentatives of the United Slates of Amer-
ica in Congress assembled. That the Secretary
of the Treasury is hereby authorized and di-
rected to pay, out of any money in the treas-
ury not otherwise appropriated, to the claim-
ants, or their legal representatives, the amount
now due by reason of the claims already li-

quidated and decided against the Mexican re-
public, under the convention between that re-

public and the United States, severally con-
cluded on the eleventh day of April, eighteen
hundred and thirty-nine- , and the thirtieth day
of January, eighteen hundred and forty-thre- e,

and for which certificates have been issued by
the Secretary of the Treasury: Provided, That,
before such payment, the said claimants, or
their legal representatives, shall surrender and
deliver up the certificates issued to them, re-

spectively, from the Treasury Department of
the United States, under the provisions of the
act of Congress of the first of September, eigh-
teen hundred and forty-one- .

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That all
interest shall cease from the day of payment,
which shall he notified by the Secretary of
the Treasury, not exceeding ninety days lrom
the passage of this act.

Public No. 74. An Act for the relief of
certain surviving widows of officers and
soldiers of the revolutionary army.
Be it enacted bj the Senate and House of

Representatives of the United States of Amer-
ica in Congress assembled, That the widows
of ail officers, officers, mu-
sicians, soldiers, mariners, or marines, and In-

dian spies, who shall have served in the con-
tinental line, State troops, volunteers, militia,
or in the naval service, in the revolutionary
war with Great Britain, shall be entitled to a
pension during such widowhood, of equal a
mount per annum that their husbands would1
be entitled to, if living, under existing pension
laws ; to commence on the fourth day of
March, eighteen hundred and forty-eigh- t, and
to be paid in the same manner that other pen-
sions are paid to widows; but no widow now-receivin-

g to

a pension shall be entitled to receive
a further pension under the provisions of this at
act; and no widow, married after the first day
of January, one thousand eight hundred, shall
be entitled to receive a pension under this act.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That a-n- y

pledge, mortgage, sale, assignment, or
transfer of any right, claim, or interest, in any
way granted by this act, shall be utterly void
and of no effect, nor shall the annuities or
pension granted by this act be liable to at-

tachment, levy, or seizure by any process of
law or equity, hut shall inure wholly to the
personal benefit of the pensioner or annuitant
entitled to the same. The same rules of evi-
dence, regulations, and prescriptions shall ap-
ply and govern the Commissioner of Pensions
and pension agents under this act as now pre-
vail under existing pension laws which relate
to widows of revolutionary officers and sol-

diers.

Be it enacted bij the Senate and House of
Representatives of the United States of Ame-

rica in Congress assembled, That the following
sums he appropriated for the naval service,
for the year ending June thirtieth, one thou-
sand eight hundred and forty-nin- e, out of any
unappropriated money in the treasury, in ad-

dition to the sum of one million five hundred
thousand dollars of the unexpended balances
of former appropriations for the naval service.
The remainder of such unexpended balances, to

after deducting the said sum of one million five

hundred thousand dollars, to be carried to the
surplus fund.

For pay of commission, warrant, and petty
officers, and seamen, including the engineer
corps of the navy, two million one hundred for

and eighty-nin- e thousand two hundred and of

eleven dollars.
For pay of superintendents, naval construc-

tors, and all the civil establishments at the sev-

eral navy yards, seventy-fou- r thousand two
hundred and twenty dollars.

For provisions for commission, warrant, and of

petty officers, and seamen, including engineers
and marines, attached to vessels for sea ser-
