Sec. 13. Andbe it further enacted, That

the commissioner of the United States, shall,
in additibn to his power to make regulations
and decrees, as is herein provided, be fully
authorized to hear and decide all cases, crim-
inal and ciril, which may come before him
under the provisions of this act, and to Tssue
all processes necessary to execute the power
conferred upon him; and he is hereby fully
empowered to decide finally any case upon
the evidence which comes up with it, or to
hear the parties further, if he thinks justice
will be promoted thereby ; and he may also
prescribe the rules upon which new trials may
be granted, either by the consuls or by him-
self, if asked for upon justifiable grounds.

Sec. 14. And be it further enacted, That
in all cases, except as is herein otherwise pro-
vided, the punishment of crime provided for
by this act shall be by fine or imprisonment,
or both, at the discretion of the functionary
who decides the case, but subject to the regu-
lations herein contained, and such as may
hereafter be made. It shall, however, be the
duty of each and every functionary to allot
punishment according to the magnitude and
aggravation of the offence, and all who refuse
or neglect to comply with the sentence passed
upon them shall stand committed until they do
comply, or are discharged by order of the con-
sul, with the consent of the commissioner.

Sec. 15. And be itfurther enacted, That
murder and insurrectiou, or rebellion against
the Chinese government, with intent to sub-
vert the same, shall be capital offences, pun-
ishable with death ; but no person shall be
convicted of either of said crimes unless the
consul and his associates in the trial all con
cur in opinion, and the commissioner also ap-
proves of the conviction ; but it shall always
be lawful to convict one put upon trial for
either of these crimes of a lesser offence, of a
similar character, if the evidence lustiries it :

Session of the Thirtieth Congress.

PublicNo. 76. An Act supplemental to
an act to confirm the survey and location of
claims for lands in the State of Mississippi,
east of the Pearl river and south of the thirty--

first degree of north latitude, approved
March three, eighteen hundred and forty-lir- e.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of
Representatives of the United Slates of Amer-
ica in Congress assembled, That all confirmed
claims and settlement rights for lands situate

the State of Mississippi, east of the Pearl
river and south of thirty-firs- t degree of north
latitude, which had not been actually survey-
ed on the ground, and for which no plats of
actual survey had been returned to the sur
veyor general's office, south of Tennessee, on
or before the first day of January, one thou-
sand eight hundred and thirty nine, shall be,
and are hereby, confirmed, according to actu-
al surveys hereafler to be made as herein pro-
vided for, in the same manner that said claims
actually surveyed on the ground, and return-
ed to the"surve3-o- r general's office at the time
aforesaid, ;.ie confumed by the act to which
this is a supplement; and the surveyor gener-
al is hereby authorized and directed, on re-

quest of any party interested, to cause the
survey of said claims, without delay, and at
any time between the passage of this act and
the first day of January, eighteen hundied and
fifty, to be made and returned to his office,
and he shall certify the return and plats of
such actual surveys so made to his office to
the register and receiver for lands in the Au-
gusta district for said State. And the sur-
veyor general, and the said register and recei-
ver, shall regard these claims and plats of ac-
tual survey, in all respects, upon the same
footing with the claims confirmed, as actually
surveyed upon the ground, by said act to
which this is a supplement, and subject, to,
and entitled to, the benefits of all the provis-
ions of said act: Provided, That it shall ap-
pear to the surveyor general, from the plats
of actual survey already returned to his office,
that any of said claims cannot now be actual-
ly surveyed on the ground, owing to their
conflict with other claims already confirmed
as actually surveyed on the ground, by the
act to which this is a supplement, then it shall
be lawful for him to grant to the claimant, so
deprived of his location, a warrant, as provi-
ded by the fourth section of said act, without
causing the survey to be made.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That all
warrants which have been heretofore issued,
or w hich shall hereafter be issued, by the sur
veyor general south of Tennessee, under the
provisions of the original act to which this is
a supplement, and under the provisions of
this act, be, and they are hereby, authorized
to oe located upon any lanus siimeci to sale
at private entry in the State of Mississippi, in
any of the land districts in said State, in the
same manner that said warrants are now au
thorized to be located in the Augusta land dis-
trict.

Public No. 82. An Act for the relief of
certain Tennessee volunteers.

Be it enacted by the Senate a nd House of Re-
presentatives' of the United Stales of America
in Congress assembled, That the Secretary of
the Treasury be, and he is hereby, authorized
and directed to pay, out of any money in the
treasury not otherwise appropriated, to the
mounted Tennessee volunteers who served in
the companies of Captains Gillespie, Peake,
Vernon, and Rogers, in eighteen hundred and
thirty-six- , to each, the sum of forty cents per
day for the use and risk of his horse, and fif-

teen cents per day for forage, from tbp first
day of November, eighteen hundred and thir
ty-si- x, the date of the order of General Wool,
until the day they were tinallv discharged, ac
cording to law, irom the public service : Pro-
vided, Said allowances shall be made by the
accounting officers upon the same principles
and upon like proofs as are required in other
cases where similar allowances are made by
law.

Public No. 83. An Act for the relief of
those pre-emptio- n claimants, upon the Mi-
ami lands in Indiana, who, by their servi-
ces in the Mexican war, are entitled to boun-
ty land.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of

Representatives of the United States of Amer
ica in Congress assembled, That those persons
wno are emmed to uounty land warrants for
one hundred and sixty acres in virtue of their
own services during the nresent war with
Mexico, and who may likewise be entitled to
the right of pre-emptio- n upon the Miami lands
in Indiana, under the act of third of August,
eighteen hundred and forty-si- x, shall have the
privilege of applying their waiants in pay-
ment or part payment for the tract to which
they may establish their right of pre-empti- ;

said warrant to be estimated, when received
as aforesaid, at the sum of one dollar and
twenty-fiv- e cents tor each acre therein con-
tained : Provided, That in no case shall the
government be required to refund any excess
of the estimated amount of said warrants, o-v- er

and above the price of the tract claimed to
be entered ; and should the tract claimed to be
entered hs aforesaid exceed, at the rate fixed
by law, the said sum, then and in such case
the balance of the purchase money of said
tract shall be paid in cash.

Public No. 84. An Act to carry into ef-

fect certain provisions in the treaties between
the United States and China and the Otto
man rone, giving certain judicial powers
to ministers and consuls of the United
States in those countries.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House oj

Representatives of the United States of Amer-
ica in Congress assembled, That, to carry into
full effect the provisions of the treaty of July-third-

,

eighteen hundied and forty-fou- r, with
the Chinese empire, the commissioner and con-

suls of the United States, duly appointed to
reside in China, shall, in addition to the other
powers and duties imposed upon them by the
provisions of said treaty, be vested with the
juJicial authority herein described, which shall
appertain to the said office of commissioner
and consul, and be a part of the duties belong-
ing thereto.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That,
in regard to crimes and misdemeanors, the said
public functionaries are hereby fully empow-
ered to arraign, and try, in the manner here-

in provided, all citizens of the United States
charged with offences against law, which shall
be committed in the dominions of China, in-

cluding Macao, and, upon conviction, to sen-

tence such offenders in the manner herein au
thorized ; and the said

Sec. 3. And be it further enacted, That,

in regard to civil rights, whether of property

wWh, the contract was made, or at the port
at whieh, or nearest to which, it was to be

always one of the five mentioned in the trea-
ty ; which jurisdiction shall embrace all coa- -

honorably discharged, and to the widows or
heirs of those who have died or been killed in

the service, shall be paid and settled by the pay
department of the army, under such regulations
as the Paymaster General, with the approval
of the Secretary of War, shall establish.

Sec. 4. And be it further enacted. That
such jurisdiction in criminal and civil matters
shall, in all cases, be exercised and enforced
in conformity with the laws of the United
States which are hereby, so far as is necessa-
ry to execute fcaid treaty, extended over all
citizens of the'-Un.te- States in China, (and o-v- er

all others Jo the extent that the terms of
the treaty justify or require,) so far as such
laws are suitable to carry said treaty into effect;
but in all cases where such laws are not adap-
ted to the object, or are deficient in the provis-
ions necessary to furnish suitable remedies,
the common law shall be extended in like man-
ner over such citizens and others in China;
and if defects still remain to be supplied, and
neither the common law nor the statutes of
the United States furnish appropriate and sui-
table remedies, the commissioner shall, by de-

crees and regulations which shall have the
force of law, supply such defects and deficien-
cies.

Sec. 5. Andbe it further enacted, That, in
order to organize and carry into effect the
system of jurisprudence demanded by said
treaty, the commissioner, with the advice of
the several counsels for the five ports named
in said treaty, or so many of them as can be
conveniently assembled, hhall prescribe the
forms of all processes which shall be issued
by any of said consuls; the mode of executing
and the time of returning the same; the man-
ner in which trials shall be conducted, and
how the records thereof shall be kept; the
form of oaths for Christian witnesses, and the
mode of examining all other witnesses ; the cost
which shall be allowed the prevailing party,
and the fees which shttil be paid for judicial
services to defray necessary expenses ; the
manner in which all officers and agents to ex-

ecute process, and to carry this act into effect,
shall be appointed and compensated; the form
of bail bonds, and the security which shall be
required of the parly who appeals from the
decision of a consul ; rnd generally, without
further enumeration, to make all such decrees
and regulations from time to time, under the
provisions of this act, as the exigency may
demand ; and all such regulations, decrees, and
orders shall be plainly drawn up in writing,
and submitted, as above provided, for the ad-

vice of the consuls, or as many of them as can
be consulted without prejudicial delay or in-

convenience, who shall each signify his assent
or dissent in writing, with his name subscri-
bed thereto; and after taking such advice, and
considering the same, the commissioner may,
nevertheless, by causing the decree, order, or
regulations to be published with his signature
thereto, and the opinions of his advisers in-

scribed thereon, to become binding and obli-

gatory until annulled or modified by Congress,
and it shall take effect from the publication or
any subsequent day thereto named in the act.

Sec. 6. And be it further enacted, That all
such regulations, orders, and decrees shall, as
spedily as may be after publication, be trans-
mitted by the commissioner, with the opinions
of his advisers, as drawn up by them several-
ly, to the President, to be laid before Congress
ior revision.

Sec. 7. And be it further enacted. That
each of the consuls aforesaid, at the port for
which he is appointed, shall be competent un-

der the authority herein contained, upon facts
within his own knowledge, or which he has
good reason to believe true, or upon complaint
made, or information filed in writing and au-

thenticated in such way as shall be prescri-
bed by the commissioners, 1o issue his war-
rant for the arrest of any citizen of the United
States charged with committing in China an
offence against law ; and when arrested, to ar-

raign and try any such offender; and upon
conviction, to sentence him to punishment in
the manner herein prescribed; always meting
out punishment in a manner proportioned to
the offence, which punishment shall, in all ca-

ses, except as is herein otherwise provided,
be either fine or imprisonment.

Sec. 8. And be it further enacted, That
any consul, when fitting alone for the trial of
offences, shall finally decide all cases where
the fine imposed does not exceed one hundred
dollars, or the term of imprisonment does not
exceed sixty days, and there shall be no ap
peal therefrom, except as provided in section
eleven of this act.

Sec. 9. And be it further enacted, That
when sitting alone he may also decide all ca-

ses in which the fine imposed does not exceed
five hundred dollars, or the term of imprison-
ment does not exceed ninety days; but in all
such cases, if the fine exceeds one hundred
dollars, or the imprisonment exceeds ninety
days, the defendant may, by complying with
the requirements in cases of appeal, carry the
case before the commissioner by appeal.

Sec. 10. And be it further enacted. That
whenever in any case the consul shall be of
opinion that, by reason of the legal questions
which may arise therein, assistance will be
useful to him, or whenever he shall be of

that a severer punishment than those
above specified will be required, he shall, in
either case, summon one or more citizens of
the United States, not exceeding four in num-

ber, but in capital cases not less than four,
who shall be persons of goodrepute and com-

petent to the duty, to sit with him in the trial,
and who, after so sitting upon the trial, shall
each enter 'upon the record his judgment and
opinion and sign the same. The consul shall,
however, decide the case ; but if his decision
is opposed by the opinion of one or more of
his associates, the case, without further pro-

ceedings, together with the evidence and opin-

ions, shall be referred to the commissioner for
his final adjudication, either by entering up
judgment therein, or remitting the same to the
consul with instructions how to proceed there-

with; but in all such cases, except capital of-

fences, if the consul and his associates concur
in opinion, the decision shall be final.

Sec. 11. Andbe it further enacted, That
the consuls aforesaid, and each of them, at the
port for which he is appointed, shall have ju-

risdiction, as is herein provided, in all ci.il
cases arising under said treaty, wherein the
damage demanded does not exceed the sum of
five hundred dollars ; and if he sees fit to de-

cide the same without aid, his decision there-

on shall be final ; but if in his judgment any
case involves legal perplexities, and assistance
will be useful, or il the damage demanded ex-

ceeds five hundred dollars, in either such case
it shall he his duty to summon to his aid not
less than two or more than three citizens of

the United States of good repute and compe-

tent to the duty, who shall with him hear
such case ; and if the consul and his associates
concur in opinion, the judgment shall be final;

but if the associates, or any of them, differ
from the consul, the opinions of all shall be

noted on the record, and each shall subscribe
his name to his assent to, or dissent from, the
consul, with such reasons therefor as he
thinks proper to assign, and either party may
thereupon appeal, under such regulations as
may exist, to the commissioner ; but if no ap-

peal is lawfully claimed, the decision of the
consul shall be final and conclusive.

Sec. 12. And be it further enacted, That in

all cases, criminal and civil, the evidence shall
be taken down in writing in open court, un-

der such regulations as may be made for that
nnmos?! and all obiections to the competency
or character of testimony shall be noted down,
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whenever any one shall be convicted of eith-- !
er of the crimes punishable with death, as
aforesaid, it shall be the duty of the commis-
sioner to issue his warrant for the execution
of such convict, appo:nting the time, place,
and manner; but if the said commissioner shall
be satisfied that the ends of public justice de-
mand it, he may, fromjime to time postpone
such execution ; and if he finds mitigatory
circumstances which may authorize it, may
submit the case to the President of the United
States for pardon.

Sec. 17. And be it further enacted, That it
shall be the duty of the commissioner to es-
tablish a tariff of fees for judicial services,
which shall be paid by such parties, and to
such persons, as said commissioner shall di-

rect; and the proceeds shall, as far as is neces-
sary, be applied to defray the expenses incident
to the execution of this act ; and regular ac-
counts, both of receiptsand expenditures, shall
be kept and laid before Congress by the com-
missioner annually.

Sec. 18 And be it further enacted. That,
in consideration of the duties herein imposed
upon the commissioner, there shall be paid to
him, out of the treasury of the United States,
annually the sum of one thousand dollars, in
addition to his salary; and there shall also be
paid, annually, to each of said consuls, for a
like reason, tne sum of one thousand dollars
in addition to consular fees.

Sec. 19. And be it further enacted, That,
in all criminal cases which are not of a hei-
nous character, it shall be lawful for the par-
ties aggrieved or concerned therein, with the
assent of the commissioner or consul, to .a-
djust and settle the same among themselves,
upon pecuniary or other considerations.

Sec. 20. And be it further enacted. That it
shall be the duty also of thecommissioner and
the consuls to encourage the settlement of con-
troversies of a civil character by mutual agree-
ment, or to submit them to the decision of re-

ferees agreed upon by the parlies, a majority
of whom shall have power to decide the mat-
ter. And it shall be the duty of the commis-
sioner to prepare a form of submission for
such cases, to be signed by the parties and ac-
knowledged before the consul ; and when par-
ties have so agreed to refer, the referees may,
after suitable notice of the time and place of
meeting for the trial, proceed ex parte, in case
either party refusesor neglects to appear; .and,
after hearing any case, may deliver their
award sealed lo tne consul, who, in court,
shall open the same ; and if he accepts it, he
shall endorse the fact, and judgement shall be
rendered thereon, and execution isue in com-
pliance with the terms thereof : Provided how
ever, That the parties may always settle the
same before return thereof is made to the con-
sul.

Sec. 21. And be it further enacted. That
the commissioner and the consuls shall be ful-

ly authorized to call upon the Chinese author-
ities to sustain and support them in the ex-
ecution of the powers confided to them by
said treaty, and on their pvirt lo do and per-
form whatever is necessary to carry the pro-
visions of said treaty into full effect, so far as
they are to be executed in China.

Sec. 22. And be it further enacted, That
the provisions of this act, so far as the same
relates to crimes committed by citizens of the
United States, shall extend to Turkey, under
the treaty with the Sublime Porte of May sev-
enth, eighteen hundred and thirty, and shall be
executed in thedominions of the Sublime Porte,
in conformity with the provisions of said trea
ty, by the minister of the United States and
the consuls appointed by the United States to
reside therein, who are hereby ex officio ves-
ted with tha powers herein contained, for the
purposes above expressed, so far as regards
the punishment of crime.

Sec. 23. And be it jurther enacted. That
the-wo-

rd commissioner, when used in this act,
shall be understood to mean the persons ves-
ted with and exercising the principal diplo-
matic functions in China; and the word min-
ister, as meaning the person vested with the
powers of chief diplomatic functionary of the
United States in Turkey. The word, consul
shall be understood to mean any person vest-

ed by the United States with, and exercising,
the consular authority in any of the hve ports
in China named in the treaty, or in any port
in Turkey.

Sec. 24. And be it further enacted, lhat all
such officers shall be responsible for their con-
duct to the United States and lo the laws there-
of, not only diplomatic functionaries and com
mercial functionaries, but as judicial officers
when they perform judicial duties, and shall
be held liable for all negligences and miscon-
duct as public officers.
