THE CLAY MOVEMENT,
And probably the last movement of the kind

that will take place during the present Presi
dential campaign, came off at Vauxhall Gar-

den on the evening of the 26th tilt. Our read

ers must excuse us for not presenting them
with a detailed account of the proceedings in

this numbei of the Journal. The public are
well aware that the Hon. John Minor Botts

had been sent for. all the way from old Vir-

ginia, to give enthusiasm to the Clay party of

New York. Well, the meeting took place, as
we have said above, on the 26th ult., and Mr.
Botts then and there appeared and made a long
speech, in which he abused Gen. Taylor for
everything he could think of. and, at the same
time, lauded his idol (Mr. Clay) to the very
heavens ; and wound up by saying that, al-

though the pill was a bitter one, and that he
should swallow it with wry faces, neverthe-
less he should vote for Gen. Taylor.

POLITICS IN WAYNE.
We are informed that the two Electoral can-

didates, Messrs. Stevenson and Washington,
occupied a portion of two days in advancing
the cause of Democracy in Wayne. Our cor-

respondent informs us that "Mr. Washington
led off on Tuesday afternoon, about 3 o'clock.
He evidently spoke against time. Jests and
anecdotes composed the burden of his song.

There is a report going the rounds of the

Certainly the present contest differs most

widely from any that has preceded it. In all

other contests between the two great political

parties, into which the people of America are

divided, each had certain principles, which it

urged upon the voters of the country as those
which, if carried into practice, would insure
happiness and prosperity to the country. For

instance ; in the last Presidential contest, the

Democratic party urged that the finances of

the country should be managed by the agents

the people themselves, without the inter-

vention of a great monied corporation, which

they (the Democrats) urged would not only be

unconstitutional but would also be highly in-

expedient.

AsnLAxn, Sept. 20, 1818.
Gentlemen I have, received your official letter

as members of the Executive Committee of the
Democratic Whig General Committee of the city
and county of New York, and I take pleasure in
answering it.

Never, from the period of the decision of the
Philadelphia Convention, against my nomination
a a candidate for the Presidency, have I been
willing, nor am I now, to have my name associa
ted with that office. I would not accept a nomi
nation if it was tendered to me ; and it is my un
affected desire that no further use should be made
of my name, in connection with that office. I
have seen, therefore, with regret, movements in
various quarters, having for their object to present
me as a candidate to the American people ; these
movements have been made without any appro
bation trom me.

In the present complicated state of the Presi
dential election, they cannot, in my opinion, be
attended with any public good, and may tend to
itie increase or the embarrassments, and the exas
peration of parties.

Whilst I say this much, without rescrve,I must
nevertheless add thst I feel profound gratitude to
such of my warm-hearte- d and faithful friends as
continue to indulge the vain hope of placing me
in the office of the Chief Magistrate of the United

tales; and that I neither think it just nor poli
tic, to stigmatise them as factionists, nor by any
other opprobrious epithet. Among ihem I recog
nize names which have been very distinguished
for ability, for devotion to the Whig cause, and
for ardent patriotism.

You advert, with entire truth, to the zeal and
fidelity with which ihr Delegation from New York
sought in the Philadtlphia Convention to pro
mote my nomination as a candidate for the Pres
idency. I am most thankful to them, and shall
ever recollect their exertions with profound grat
itude. .

THE ELECTION. of

There is no point of view from which we

may regard the pending Presidential election,
that we are not struck with its importance.
For the first time in the history of our coun-

try, a mere soldier is attempted to be invested

with the highest of its civil offices. A man

bred in camp3, nurtured in war, with spurs and
sabre on, is offered for the suffrages of a free

people. The calm and intelligent looker on

is naturally led to inquire What are his qual-

ifications ? What are his opinions ? What

his scheme of policy ? Turning aside from

mere party appeals, we address ourselves this

week to that large and influential class who,
utanding aloof from mere party associations,

are still lovers of their country and its institu-

tions, and arc well disposed to its interests and

prosperity. It cannot be denied that our whole

grandeur and stability rests upon ourconstitu
tion and the institutions which it recognizes

or has created. " These are they which con-

stitute
in

a State." The mere soil the bricks

and rnortar, do not originate that sacred nliach- -

went and veneration with which we are ac-

customed to invest our country. Let us look

into this matter.

The great poinl of difference between our

government and that of other countries lies in

this : That ours is presumed to be sanctioned

by the popular wishes, and to be the reflection

of the popular will. Government with us is
tell

a mere business agency. We tolerate no more

the doctrine of infallibility than that of divine

right. Our system is definite, fixed, well "
known, and ascertained. We trust nothing to

it
accident. We place no unlimited confidence

in public virtue, however stainless or unim
in

peachable. We are jealous because we are

free, and we know that when vigilance ceas-

es
to

liberty is lost.

The government of the United States, though
ultimately dependant upon the people for its "
stability and permanent establishment, is yet

independent in the appointed sphere in which
:l moves, and parliculaily so in the discharge
of its ordinary duties. The people are the
sovereigns only in matters of principle, but

the government is the true sovereign in mat-

ters of detail. The very notion of government

presupposes the existence of two classes
governors and the governed. The distinctions

between these distinctions essential to the
well-bein- g of a State are dissolved, annulled,
when they are confounded. We live in a re-

presentative Republic, and not in a pure De

niocracy. When we say, therefore, that our

system is the mere reflection of the popular
will, we do not wish to be understood that it

is that will in any and every shape which it

may assume. Such a notion would soon bring

ub to anarchy, but to that will as embodied

and expressed in the constitution.
But the infirmity of human language ha

here interposed an obstacle. Constitutions
are necessarily conceived in general terms.
Like all other merely human instruments, it is

capable ct various interpretations, and the in-

terests which it is intended to reconcile and
conciliate, often lead the minds of their par-

ticular adherents to widely varying views of

public policy. If the ultra protectionists of
the North were to attain the ascendant, no one
will venture to predict the extent to which,
under, it may be perfectly honest convictions,
measures of prohibition and monopoly, seri-

ously and immediately affecting the interests
of their sections, might not he carried ; and if
the ultra free trade men of the South were to
acquire the same e, there is no
doubt that their course would be equally inju-

rious. Our system has been justly regarded
as essentially concessive compiomising. Men
of all parties will admit the necessity of ad-

ministering public affairs with a view to re-

conciliation between all the great interests of
the country.

It follows from these remarks that the opin-

ions of the individuals who are to administer
public affairs, is a matter of very great conse-

quence, and that they should be frankly and
openly avowed, that the people, by whom they
are to be invested with the trust of sovereign- -
