Washington, Dec 26, 1848.
The House of Representatives were not irf

session to-da- The Senate were, but little
business of public importance vras transacted

The Senators from Iowa (Messrs. Jones and
Dodge) were qualified, and then Vew Jots to
determine the length of service each shall ren-
der, according to the law of 1789. Two tick;
ets were placed in a box. Mr. Jones drew.
No. 2, and Mr Dodge No. 1. The term of
the latter will, consequently, expire on the"
4ih of March, 1849, and that of the former on
the 4th of March, 1853 After this, the ress
pective terms of each Senator from that State;
as from the other States, will be six years.
As tbe Legislature of Iowa is now in session,
iir. uoage may be for a term of six
3;ears, to commence from and after the expira
tion of the present term.

A resolution was adopted, on the motion of
Mr. Underwood, instructing the committee ori,
Public Lands to inquire into the expediency of
appointing a board of commissioners to ascer-
tain the quantity and quality of the lands in
California and New Mexico, and that deposi-
tion should be rr.ade of those which contain
gold or oiher minerals.

Other business was transacted before the ad-
join nmerit.

The galleries were crowded with citizens
and strangers, who had availed themselves of
the pleasant weather to walk to the Capitol.

The nomination of Major Cass, as Charge
to Rome, is yet pending in the Senate. A
committee have the subject under considera-
tion. Secret efforts have been made o defeat
the confirmation.

Tuesday, Dec. 27, 1848.
SENATE.

Mr Atchison, President pro tern, in the Chair.
Memorials and petitions were presented by

Messrs Allen, Benton, and Johnson, of Mdi
One of those presented by Mr Allen prayed
that all newspapers might be transported free
in the mails within thirty miles of the place of
publication ; and Mr A. called the particular
attention of the Post-Offic- e Committee to the!
subject as one of much importance, which
should receive their early attention.

Mr Bsr.ton obtained the unanimous consent
of the Senate to introduce a bill to continuej
for thirty years from the first of January, 1849,
the present charter, which will then expire, of
the Washington, Alexandria and Georgetown"
Steam-pack- et Company. The bill was read
twice, and Mr. Benton asked that it might be
put upon its passage, as the period when the
present charter would expire was fast ap-
proaching.

A 6hort debate ensued in which Messrs Jef
erson Davis, King, Fitzpatrick (of Ala.,) Ben-

ton and Dodge participated. The bill was
passed over informally, for the present.

Mr Jefferson Davis submitted a resolution!
which was adopted, directing the Secretary of
the Treasury to cause to be prepared and com-
municated to the Senate a statement of the ex-
pense and results of the Coast Survey, from
the time of its commencement in 1807 to the
period of its suspension ; and also of the ex-
pense and results from 1844 to the present
time, under the present superintendant.

During the transaction of some unimport
ant business, a message was received from the
President, communicating, in compliance with
a resolution of the 19th instant, a statement of
the annual expenditures for the Coast Survey

After some other unimportant business, lh
Senate adjourned.

. HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
The Speaker stated the question to het

the motion to the vote by which
was passed a resolution, on Thursday, inJ
strutting the committee for the District of Co-
lumbia, to report a bill to prohibit the slave:
trade in the District.

Mr. Stewart, of Mich., who was entitled td
the floor, had, he said, moved the
eration for the purpose of amendment. He
took the ground that the people themselves re-

siding here should abolish slavery or not; but
as a prohibition of the slave trade carried on
by persons who gather up negroes and conrlna
them until sold, that was anoiher matter. In
1816 John Randolph, of Va., introduced a res-
olution wilh this view. Mr Stewart believ-
ed, however, that the power to prohibit the
slave trade ought to be vested in the corpora-
tion and courts of the District, whom, he
thought, would exercise it. He deprecated
ihe cries from the small factions in the North
and the South for a dissolution of the Union ;
and gave, as his opinion, that the people of
the North would never consent that slavery
should be introduced into territory free when
it was acquired by the United States Govern
ment

Mr C. B. Smith caused to be read an amend-- '
ment to the resolution, if the vote should be1

reconsidered, viz : that the committee for the
District of Columbia be instructed to inquire
into what legislation is necessity to prevent
the introduction into this District of slaves for
sale to persons here or elsewhere, and that
they report by bill or otherwise.

Mr. VVentworth moved to lay the motion lo
reconsider on the table ; but the motion was
not agreed to yeas 58, nays 109.

And the consideration of the question was
then postponed until this day two weeks.

Mr Sawyer rose lo a question of privilege
in relation to an article in the New York Tr
bune, speaking of excess of miles ge received
by members. He conceived that bis honor
was sought to be affected, hut whatever effort
to this end should be made here or elsewhere,
he would indignantly repel; and he proceeded
to show that what he received was right and
proper.

Mr Turner, of III , who supposed himself
to he alluded to in the same article, was par-
ticularly severe on Mr Greelr, and defended
the justness of the mileage he had received. &C.

made of double inch board, cross nailed, with sub-
stantial hinges, lakh and lock; the door posts, cap
and sill to be of dressed Stone. ten inches square; the
ground floor, paved with Stick circular stairs to
lead from the floor to within six feet of the lantern,
connected by a centre post ; from the top of the
stairs to the entrance to the scuttle to be an iron
ladder,-wit- steps two inches wide, one half inch

The roof to be rectangu-
lar, the boards of which to be jointed and halved,
and well secured and covered with good merchan-
table shingles three wndows in each room of
sixteen lights of 8 by 10 glass each, and one of
the same dimensions in each chamber.
