From France.—The latest news from France
confirms Louis Napoleon's increasing popa-
larity, and Cavaignac's downfall. The retums |
from the Provinees are even more decisive, as|
we anticipated, than the suffrages of the Pa-
risians. In Paris, the ahsolute majority of
the Prince over all hiz competitors, was near-
ly 20,000, and in the Banliene suburbs, he
had a majorily of 20,233, and an absolute ma-
jority of 16,411 votes ont of the 36,000 votes
polled for all the candidates. At Bordeanx
10,000 voted for Prince Louis, whilst 6,000
voted faor Gen. Cavaignac.
