counts which have been received and publish-
ed all over the United States, of the extent
and fertility of the gold mines are Dot exagge-
rated.

The price of gold, in
consequence of the increased supply, has fal-

len from sixteen to eight dollars an ounce.

ter of an intelligent and credible witness an
officer of the 3d Artillery, to his brother in
New Orleans will surpass in marvellousness
the adventures of Aladdin in the wonderful
cave : - ' '

I " On roy second trip up the mines, I was riding
down the main dry digging, and a teamster, who
had stopped his team and atood looking, with
whip in hand, at a chap busy picking at a niche
or pocket in the rock, called out to me, "Just
como here, captain, and look at this man picking
out the gold !M I turned my horse to the spot,
and sore enough he was picking out of the cre-
vice In the slate across which the water had pitch-
ed in winter to a bed some f-- feet below, the
gold and earth in lumps, and bad his left hand
full when I saw him. I mean, he was picking it
out of an open bole in the rock, as fast as yon
can pick the kernel out of a lot of well-erack- ed

shell-bark- s. I have since en the tea mater in
town ; he is back here after his family and for
supplies ; and he tells me that in less lhan half an
hour the man got bplween five and six ounces of
pure gold ; they told me also that this was no ve-

ry extraordinary picking." . ,

It is now.'onder, under such circumstances,
that we hear of sixty vessels being up for San
Francisco at New York alone, while we ha-

zard . nothing in saying that there are twice
that number in all, offering for the same place,
in various . other parts of the country. Emi-

grants are crowding thither from every section
of our country and Canada. 4 These are com-

posed not alone of persons of desperate for-

tunes, to whom any new field. of adventure
Would be equally; interesting, but the great
majority are characters of unusual weight,"
talent, wealth, sobriety, and intelligence. It
is to the political consequences of such an as-

semblage, upon the shores of the Pacific, at
the present time, that the attention of the pub-

lic should be specially directed. Should the
Placers continue to yield such golden har-

vest?, the tide of emigration will continue.
The spirit of avarice will give place to the
more imposing genius of ambition. The coun-

try is at present without laws or civil organi-

zation of any kind, and as the same gentleman
to whom we have just alluded, graphically
remarks, presents the singular spectacle of

Forts without soldiers ordnance without
men - enough to guard them towns without
men a country without government, laws,
or legislators ; and what is more, no one dis-

posed to stop or to make them and a sort of
colonial dependence upon the United Slates,
without even a communication with the Uni-

ted States for two years, or with the navy for
many months.

The nineteenth century, so fruitful in great
events, never, perhaps, presented so singular
a combination as that which, within the last
few months, has made California a field for
speculation, alike to the politician, the states-

man, the adventurer, and the historian. Oc-

cupying a space on the map of the continent,
nsimUjr nroikcd " Unexplored Ror,',
gination has long peopled it at will, with
" forms and sairs;blue genii and bearded

men." Strange, if in the explorations of the
host of eager adventurers who will now crowd
its shores, the yet living symbol of their an-

cient faith, blazing'from the blue peaks of the
Sierra Madre, may not reveal the inaccessible
sanctuary of some remnant of the ancient Az-

tec race ! Who knows but that we may stand
upon the brink of some brilliant discovery? A
discovery which may lift the veil which now
shrouds' in mystic secrecy the fate of millions
of the human race, and translate the legends
of an unknown people whose monuments yet
stand to challenge and defy research !

But not to indulge any longer such roman-

tic but highly probable anticipations, it is ve- -'

ry certain that the town of San Francisco, on

the Pacific, with the territory adjoining it, pos-

sesses facilities and advantages of no ordinary
character. Here wc find a conn try rich in

vegetable as well as mineral resources, pos-

sessing a virgin soil of unparalleled fertility ;

a harbor capable of containing the assembled

navies of the world ; standing midway on the
great high road of nations, it will be more

marvellous even than the story of its mineral
riches, if it does not become the seat of an ac-

tive commerce, and the great depot of the Chi-

na and Pacific trade. The character of the
emigrants thither, as we before had occasion
to remark, is enterprising, bold, and adventu-

rous, but at the same time is intelligent, self-relyin- g,

and ambitious,-.- , When a few years
hence the descendants of Washington, resident
on the shores of the great Pacific, organfzed

into a separate and independent Republic, shall
concede a right of way and Free Trade to their
less fortunate brethren on this side the Missis
sippi, then, perhaps, Ave shall regret that de

portance in their estirriatido, was that, while
the proposed union would secure to them ef-

ficient protection abroad, its terms also express-
ly guarantied the preservation of their slave
property at home. There is nd article in the
Constitution more clear than that by which
the slave-owne- rs of the South are protected
from the consequences of vicinity to the free
States, and expopnre to the machinations of
border fanatics. Section 2, of the IV Article,
reads as follows: " No person held to service
or labour in one State under the laws thereof,
escaping into another, sha'l, in consequence of
any law or regulation therein, be discharged
from such service or labour, but shall be de-

livered up on claim of the party to whom
such service or labour may be due."
Notwithstanding this,' although we are
not informed that any Free

. State has
as yet. passed any law or resolution
contravening the letter of the solemn compact
here recorded, it cannot; be denied that some
late decisions in their State Courts, and the
proceedings of many recent public meetings of
their people, have had a tendency to create
well founded apprehension on the part of the
Southern people, that the spirit of the Consti-

tution is intended to be evaded.
Of such a complexion, in particular, is a re-

cent resolution passed by the Legislature "of

Pennsylvania, to the effect that it is the duty
of the State " to extend her protection to all
persons within her borders." At the present
time nothing else can be meant than that
should "any person held to labor or service"
in North Carolina, escape thither, the power
of that State is to be invoked for their rescue.
The Legislature of Virginia, now in session,
justly indignant at the wanton violation of
Southern rights hereby implied, have now un-

der consideration a resolution expressive of
the sense of her people upon the subject ;

and Mr. Mea.le, a member from Virginia,
having introduced a similar resolution in
Congress, to the same purport, . and every
member from the South, with some even of the
most virulent Abolitionist, having voted in its
favor, will the people of North Carolina be-

lieve that the resolution was defeated! And
more, will the constituents of the Hon. Na-

thaniel Boyd en believe that his vote contribu-
ted to the result ? When the whole South
were united, and not one from, an other
Southern State could be' found so shamefully
faithless to his trust, we find Mr Boydcn, a
member from North Carolina, standing alone
in treachery and faithlessness. Mr, Boyden,
a Whig member from the 2nd Congressional
District, we are informed by the official re-

ports, voted againxt the resolution!
It behooves the people of North Carolina, in

the great crisis which is approaching, if it is not
already upon us, to reflect well before they
again entrust their interests to one who has
shown, by conduct so extraordinary and inex-

cusable, that his sense of duty is not equal to
his ambition. How can we expect to preserve
this institution, so dear to us, if oar re-

presentatives do not reflect our views and
wishes? Upon the question of slavery, and
the few poor guaranties of which even the
madness of faction cannot deprive us, there
should be but one voice there should be but
one feeling and both should be pledged to

their maintenance and integrity. We should
have been slow to believe that any member

Irom North Carolina would have been the first

to contribute by his vote to their destruction;
but the official records, and the fact that he
stood alone, amidst the entire Southern dele-

gation, convinces us to the contrary.
We rejoice that the great Democratic party,

in Congress and out of it in the State Legis-

latures and in the primary assemblies of the
people all over the country have ever mani-

fested their fidelity to the compromises of the
constitution. There is no shrinking among
them from the duties it imposes The Demo-

crats of the North have been hitherto tme as
steel. If recently we have had the mortifica-

tion to witness some hesitation and want of
firmness among them, bow can we complain
when our own votes in Congress, and the con

duct of certain public men in our own State,
belonging to the opposite party, so frequently
manifest a fatal indifference, and even hostili
ty, to measures calculated to awaken the peo

ple, and declare to our Northern opponents the
position we occupy, and the course we mean

to pursue, if driven by their folly to a manly
vindication of our rights and property.

THE COUNTY COURT SYSTEM.
We do not regret that the proposition, re

cently before the House of Commons, for the
abolition of Jury Trials in the County Courts,
has been postponed ; for although we are sat
isfied great abuses exist in consequence of this
prerogative," we agree with Mr.'Mosely of
Warren, that it is a question of sufficient no

velty and importance to be submitted to the
people. '
