ARRIVAL OF THE HERMANN.—-TWO
DAYS LATER FROM EUROPE.

The Ocean Navigation Company’s steam-
ship Hermann, from Southampton, March 286,
bas just arrived. She brings us London pa-
pers to that date inclusive, being two days la-
ter than before received.

The Hermann brought 120 passengers, and
a rich cargo.

All the efforts used by the governments of
France and Great Britain 10 renew the armis-
tice between Sardinia and Austria have fail-
ed. Haostilities would therefore recommence,
and be carried on with great vigor on both
sides. Although Furopean sympathies were
strongly enlisted on the side of the Italian
cauge, yet it was generally fearel that King
Charles Albert would be beaten by his power-
ful enemies. whao, to the number of 100,000
strong, meditated a direct march upon Turin,
there, as Radetzk y’= manifeste stated, 10 nego-
tiate the terms of peace.

The latest accounts from Hungary abun-
dantly proved that the Imperialists were not
making murch headway against the valian
Maygars, as success hal latierly crowned the
arms of the latter, and the Austrians had sev-
eral times heen bheaten with considerable loss,

The republic of Palermo has rejected the
constitution and proposals made by the King
of Naples. The French and British fleets
were about to withdraw. and the Sicilians
were preparing for the hostilities which would
immediately ensue. The King of Naples could
with great difficulty keep his throne, as a for-
midable insurrection was about breaking out
in Calabria, and the Neapolitans (hemselves
were Lnguiet.

The proposal to appoint the King of Prus-
sia Emperor of Germany, was rejected by the
Frankfort Parliament on the 21st March.—
This unexpected decision caused great excile-
ment, and would, it was feared, lead to un-
pleasant consequences between Prussia and
Austria.

Business in the French manufacturing lowns
was improving, and an active spring trade
wae confidently anticipated.

The polilicaf affairs of the nation were as-
suming a more exciting aspect. A change
was expected in the French ministry.

The returns of the Bank of France were
not quite so favorable for the trade of Paris
as some of the previous returns.

A manifesto on the part of the socialists
and communists was expected at Paris on the
26th. Greal military precautions were to be
taken by the government to preserve the pub-
lic peace. Lord Aberdeen’s speech in the
House of Lords relative to European affairs,
had produced a good effect on the Paris Bourse.
The 3 per cents. were 52f 7Cc; 5 per cents
32f 95c¢.

The French government had received tele-
graphic despatches announcing that the Sar-
dinian army had crossed the Ticinio on the
20th March, in three divisions. On the 21st
an Austrian corps had passed the same river,
and expenienced some resistence. [t was sup-
pose! the King, Charies Albert, would be
forced to recross the Ticinio, and that a great
battle would be fought un the plains of Ver-
<celli.

A French expedition of 12,000 men was
ready to eail immediately if the Austrians
should set their foot in the Pontifical States.

The produce markets were unchanged and
dall.

The sales of cotton at Liverpool, on the
24th, only reached about 3,500 bales, at firm
prices.

The advices by the Sarah Sands and Euro-
pa had reached Havre, and produced a slight
reaction on the cotton market of that city.

Business generally in Havre, and in the
French manufacturing towns, was improving,
and an active spring trade was expected if the
new elections passed off favorably to the ex-
isting government, of which there was not
much doubt.

In London, it was slated that the naviga.
tion laws ecould not be carried, and that they
wounld be rejected in the House of Lords. A
change of ministry was therefore expected.

The latest accounts from Turin state that
an Austrian corps ciossed the Ticino at Vige.
vano on the 21Ist, where it experienced some
resistance, but having received reinforcements,
the Austiian General moved forward tc Mor-
tara. [t was supposed that Charles Albert
woild in consequence recross the Ticino, and
that a battle would be fought in the plains of
Vercelli.

Central Germany.—In the silling of the
Frankfort Parliament of the 21st instant, the
adjourned debate on M. Welcker's mntion, to
appoint the King of Prassia hereditary empe-
ror of Germany, was continued.

The House divided next on the motion of
the committee in favor of M Welcker s pro-

o«a , and this motion was rejected by a ma-
jority of 30 votes; the numbers being—for
the motion 252. against it 282,

Liverpool Cotton Market, March 24.—There
has been a very limited demand for cotton to-
day, and the sales do not exceed 3,000 bales,
nearly all to the trade. Prices are without
change.

THE NEW YORK CHARTER ELECTION.

The election on Tuesday in New York re-
sn'ted in the success of the whigs by ahout
four thousand majority. Caleb S. Woodhull
has been elected mayor, and the whigs have
a majority of both branches of the council.—
The following is the result of the mayor’s
election, the 8th and 12th wards having mere-
ly re orted majorities:

BRITISH NAVIGATION LAWS—RE-

CIPROCITY PROPOSITIONS.

As the fog clears away, it is found that
Mr. Bancroft has offerd to the British Govern-
ment scarcely any thing more, on the score
of reciprocal mavigation. than has been offered
by our Government in time past, again, and
again, and sanctioned by Congress. This
will be seen by the following extract from a
letter of Mr. Buchanan, onr late Seeretary of
State, to Mr. Crampton, British Minister at
Washington. Mr. Buchanin says:

“The United States, so far from having
waited *lo aceept advances made on the part
of Great Biitain, for placing the ships of the
two countries on a fooling of equality, with
the single reservation of the coasting trade,
had themnselves, more than twenty years ago,
by an act ot Congress, made advances for this
very purpose to Great Britain and all other
nations. I might add, that the President, in
accordance with the gpirit of this aect, has al-
ready made a specifie proposal to Great Bri-
tain, by a note from Mr Banecroft, onr Minis-
ter at London, to Lord Palmerston, dated 3d
November, 1847, 1o conclude a treaty; provi-
ding *that British ships may trade from any
port in the world. to any port in the United
Siates, and be received, protecied, and, in re-
spect to charges and duties, treated like Ame-
rican ships; if, reciprocally, American ships;
may in like manner trade from any part of the
world to any port under the dominion of her
Britunic majesty.” Of coorse this proposal
was not intended to embrace the coasling
trade of either counltry.”

Mr. Crampton, the British Minister at
Washington, writes to Lord Palmerston us
follows :

s All the alterations in the British naviga-
tion laws enumerated in the printed memoian-
dum which aceompanies your lorpship’s des-
pateh of the 22d December last. can be met
with entire reciprocity by the United States,
as the laws of the United Siates now stand,
and withoul recourse being had to Congress,
with the exception of the last poirt mentioned
in the memorandum, which relates to the pro-
posed change in the definition snd qualifica-
tion of British and foreign vessels.

* The present administralion of the United
States, as your loidship will preceive from the
conclnding part of Mr. Walker’s report, ie de-
cidedly in favor of meeting this’change also
by reciprocal legisiaticn. Mr. Buchanan,
however, has informed me that it is probhable
that some difference of opinion would mani-
fest itself in Congress upon this gqrestion,
from the unwillingness felt in somie gnarters
to throw open the ship-building business in
the United Siates, to the formidable eompeti-

i tion of British ship-builders, and more partie-
nlarly 1a that of the ship-huilders of the Brit-
[ish North American colonies.”
