His long, thin legs, about as thick as a
walking-cane and of much such a shape, were
encased in a pair of light, small clothes, so
tight that they seemed part and parcel of the
wearer.

His waist was so
remarkably slender that, as he stood with his
arms akimbo, he could easily, as I thought,
with his long boney fingers, have spanned a-
roond it. Around him, h1s eoat, which was
very tight, was held tegether by one bulton,
and in consequence, an inch or more of tape,
to which the button was attached, was per-
ceplible where it was pulled through 1ihe
clotn. About his neck he wore a whiie cra-
vat, in which his chin was occasiorally bu-
ried as he moved his head in eonve-rsation; no
shirt collar was percepuble ; every other per-
son seemed 10 pride himselfon the size of his,
as they were then worn large. Randolph’s
complexion was precisely that of 8 mummy—
withered, saffron, dry, and bloodless; you
could not have placed a pin’s point on his
face, where you would not have wuched a
wrinkle. His lips were thin, compressed
and colorless; hLis chin, beardless as a boy’s,
was broad for the size of his face, which was
emall ; his nose was stra:ght, with nothing
yemarkable in it, exeept it was too short. He
weore a for cap, which he took off, standing a
‘few minutes uncovered. Fancy a dead man
siruck inwo life by lightning, and all his life
in his eye, and you have a picture of John
Randolph.—Magoon's Orators of the Revolu-
tion.
