trol now exercised, on like estimates or ac-

counts, by the First Auditor and First Comp-
troller of the Treasury.

Sec. 5. And be it further enacted. That the
Secretary of the Interior shall exercise the su-

pervisory and appellate powers now exercised
by the Secretary of the War Depattment, in
relation to all the acts of the Commissioner of
Indian Affairs; and shall sign all requisitions
for the advance or payment of money out of
the treasury, on estimates or accounts, sub-
ject to ihe same adjustment or control now ex-

ercised on similar estimates or accounts by
the Second Auditor and Second Comptroller
of the Treasury.

Sec. 6. And be it further enacted, That the
Secretary of the Interior shall exercise the su-

pervisory and appellate powers now exercised
by the Secretaries of the War and Navy De-

partments, in relation to all the acts of the
Commissioner of Pensions: and shall sign all
requisitions for the advance or payment of
money out of the treasury, on estimates or ac
oounts, subject to the same adjustment or con-

trol now exercised on similar estimates or ac-

counts by the Third or Fourth Auditors and
Second Comptroller of the Treasury.

Sec. 7. And be it further enacted. That the
Secretary of the Interior shall exercise all the
supervisory and appellate powers now exer-
cised by the Secretary of State, in rela-
tion lo all acts of marshals and others in tak-

ing and returning the census of the United
States ; and shall sign all requisitions for the
advance or payment of money out of the trea-
sury, on estimates or accounts, subject to the
same adjustment or control now exercised over
similar estimates and accounts by the Fifth
Auditor and Firsl Comptroller of the Treasu- -

Sec 8. And be it further enacted. That the
supervisory and appellate powers now exer-
cised by the Secretary of the Treasury over
ihe lead and other mines of the United States,
and over the accounts of the agents thereof,
shall be exercised by the Secretary of the In-

terior; who shall sign all requisitions for the
advance or payment of money out of the trea-
sury, on estimates or accounts, subject to the

nothing in this act contained shall be'so con-

strued as to affect or impair any of the powers
conferred, or duties devolved, on the Secreta-
ry of the Treasury, in relation to the transfer,
safekeeping, or disbursement of public mo-

neys, by the act of the sixth of August, one
thousand eight hundred and forty-si- x, entitled
" An act to provide for the better organization

Public No. 40 An Act to authorize the
coinage of gold dollars and double eagles.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of

Representatives of the United States of Amer-

ica in Congress assembled, That there shall
be, from time to time struck and coined at the
mint of the United States, and the branches
thereof, conformably in all respects to Jaw,
(except that on the reverse of the gold dollar
the figure of the eagle shall be omitted,) and
conformably in all respects to the standard for
gold denominations an I values, viz: double
eagles, each to be of the value of twenty dol-

lars, or units, and gold dollars, each to be of
the value of one dollar, or unit.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted. That for
all sums what ever the double eagle shall he
a legal tender for twenty dollars, and the gold
dollar shall be a legal tender for one dollar.

Sec. 3. And be it further enacted, That all
laws now in force in relation to the coins of
the United States, and the striking and coining
the same, shall, so far asapplicable, have full
force and affect in relation to the coins herein
authorize!, whether the said laws are penal
or otherwise ; and wether they are for pre-

venting counterfeiting or debasement, for pro-

tecting the currency, for regulating and guard-
ing the process of striking and coining, and
the preparations therefor, or for the sucurity
of the coin.'or for any other purpose.

Sec. 4. And be it further enacted. That in
adjusting the weights of gold coins hencefor-
ward, the following deviations from the stan-
dard weight shall not be exceeded in any of
the single pieces namely, in the double ea-

gle, the eagle, and the half eagle, one half of
a grain, and in the quarter eagle, .and gold
dollar, one quarter of a grain ; and that, in
weighing a large number of pieces together,
when delivered from the chief coiner to the
treasurer, and from the treasurer t the depos-
itors, the deviation from the standard weight
shall not exceed three pennyweights in one
thousand double eagles ; two pennyweights
in one thousand eagles; one and one-hal- f

pennyweights in one thousand half eagles;
one pennyweight in one ihousand quarter ea-

gles; and one half of a pennyweight in one
thousand gold dollars

betrayer of your confidence. Other journals,
however, which circulated among the masses,
hailed this letter with unqualified approval,
and plsxed it at the head of their columns as
" the ereat creed and watchword of the Tay
lor party."

I must frankly tell you, that had you not
made the declaiation embraced in this letter,
I, forcne, could not have advocated your
election, nor given you my vote. Certain it
is. thai without this declaration, (soon follow-
ed by your Charleston letter,) you could not
have gained the vote of Pennsylvania, famous
for her old democratic majority of " twenty- -

five thousand."
What was the result of this letter, and of

the excitement immediately consequent upon
its publication The whig party in Pennsyl-
vania forthwith dropped the very name of
whig. They stored it away perchance tin-

der the sepulchre of Girard's squandered be-

quest, maybe under the ruins of some broken
bank but you well know, and every reader
of the papers knows, that in the late campaign
the battle was fought, not undertlie name of
whig, but nnder the united names of " Tay-
lor and Fillmore "

The democrats were asked to vote for you
as the independent candidate the candidate
of the people as the man who had no friends
to reward, no enemies to punish in lact, as
Zachary Taylor, who, in case of his election
would not be President of a party, but the
President of ibe whole people.

And with your letter in my hand, I address-
ed thousands of my democratic fellow-citizen- s,

and, on the security of your unbroken faith,
stated that you could not, in any event, be-

come the President, much less the creature,
of a party. Upon your own solemn declara-
tion. I honestly advocated you as " the Presi-
dent of the whole people."

I did not for a moment indulge the thought
that you could ever beccme the centre of a
mere party administration. Had I been told,
by you, that you would ever become the head
of an administration made up of whig politi-
cians, I could not, in any case, have advoca-
ted your claims, nor would you have received
the votes of a hundred democrats in Pennsyl-
vania.

Now, General, the smoke of the contest has
cleared away. You are theTresident. Elec-
ted upon the faith of your solemn pledges,
you are at the head of the government

Have you fulfilled these pledges? Ask
your own heart call back that iron purpose,
that clear-soule- d integrity, which bore you
through the carnage of Buena Vista survey
the faces of your cabinet, and the faces of
those partisans of your cabinet who now storm
the White House for the spoils of office. An-
swer me ! I have a right to ask an answer
You pledged your faith to me, an humble cit-

izen, and I believed you, and told my fellow-citize- ns

that you had never broken your word,
and could not forget what you
pledged to day

Was that letter of July 24, which 1 bore
through Pennsylvania, only a cunningly de-

vised faMe ? Was it your intention to send
me forth to the masses of the people with a
lie in my mouth ? To vouch for your " inde-

pendence of party" in October, in order to find
you in May at the head of a mete cabal of a
party ? D d you make a dupe of me. so thai
I might become your agent in duping and
swindling my fellow-citizen- s into the tram-
mels of the whig party?

You know that the whig party of itself, or
by its own issues, could never have accom-
plished your election. You know that the
whig leaders, fresh from the slaughter of Hen
ry Clay of that man who has for twenty-fou- r

years sacrificed to whigism the best in-

stinct which God implanted in his nature
could never have elevated you to the presiden-
tial chair.

You were elected by democratic votes.
These votes were secured to you by the force
of your independent position. They were
not bought with silver, gold, or the hope of
office, but won to you by your pledges.

And now, 6ir, you will allow me to ask
you one or two questions :

In what pari of your administration are
these democratic votes represented ?

Amon? the army of office-hunter- s who now
besiege the doors of the White House, how
many of your democratic supporters can you
discover ?

Sir, the truth must be told ; and as I sup-earnest- ly

prted you and sincerely, I will
speak the truth with most uncourtly frank- -

ne?s.
Your election has been fruitful only in dis-

content and dissatisfaction. Elected in the
name of the people, you are surrounded by
advisers chosen not even from the manhood
of the whig party, but from its veriest hacks
and trimmers. These advisers seek to entail
upon the country, on a colossal scale, a sys-
tem of error and misrule such as disgraced the
age in the shameless expenditure of theGirard
bequest by the whig corporation of Philadel-
phia.

Had you been elected as a whig, and upon
the strength of any known whig creed, I
would not complain. Is it nota painiul thought
that you, the man of the people, should sit
there in Washington as the leader of the mere
fragment of a party as the embodiment not
of a whigism like that of Henry Clay, which
states its principles and fights its battles in
the sun, but of a whigism which works in
darkness, gathers strength by unholy coali-
tions, and builds its power upon broken
fledges?

And now, sir, as I wash my hands of the
last traces of political Taylorism, as I state
my regret that I ever acted the part which
your pledges made me aqt, you at least must
admit lhat I never served you with the hope
of office that I have always been among that
humble band who, working well and long for
you, under the impression that they also work
ed for the good of their country, could neither
ask nor accept office at your hands; for those
hands which were free at Buena Vista free
in the late campaign are now tied by the
trammels which have been fashioned from the
very ruins of the whig party.

Session of lbe Thirtieth Congress.

Public No. 38.- - An Act to carry into ef-

fect certain stipulations of the treaty be-

tween the United States of America and the
republic of Mexico, of the second t'ay of
February, one thousand eight hundred and
forty-eigh- t.

Be tt enacted by the Senate and House of
Representatives of the United States of Amer-
ica in Congress assembled, That the President
of the United States, by and with the advice
and consent of the Senate, shall appoint three
persons, who shall constitute a board of com-

missioners, to meet at the city of Washington,
at some early day to be designated by the
President, whose duty it shall be to receive
and examine all claims of citizens of the Uni-

ted States upon the republic of Mexico, which
are provided for by the treaty between said
governmrnts of the United States and Mexico,
concluded on the second day of February,
eighteen hundred and forty-eight- , and which
may be presented to the laid board of commis-
sioners, and to decide thereon according to the
provisions of the said treaty, and of the first
and fifth articles of the unratified convention
concluded at the city of Mexico, on the twen-
tieth day of November, one thousand eight
hundred and forty-thre- e

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted. That the
said board of commissioners shall have a sec-

retary, versed in the English and Spanish lan-

guages, to be appointed by the President, by
and with the advice and consent of the Sen-

ate ; and the said board is hereby authorized
to appoint a clerk, and to make all needful
rules and regulations, not contrarj to the laws
of the United States or the provisions of said
treaties, for carrying their said commission in-

to full effect
Sec. 3. And be it further enacted. That all

records, documents, and papers, which now
are or hereafter, until the close of said com-

mission, may come into the possession of the
Department of State, having relation lo said
claims, shall be delivered to the said board ;

and when the said commission shall be con-

cluded, the journal of its proceedings, togeth-
er with all the records, documents, and papers
which shall have come into its possession re-

lating to the business of said board, shall be
deposited in the office of the Secretary of
State ; and the pe" riod of one year from and
after the organization of said board is hereby
designated, within which said commissioners
may, at the instance of any claimant or claim-
ants, apply, through the Secretary of State of
the United States, to the Mexican minister of
foreign affairs, for all such books, records, or
documents, in the possession or power of the
government of the Mexican republic, as shall
be deemed necessary to the just decision of
any claim or claims submitted to said board,
in conformity with the provisions of said
treaty.

Sec. 4. And be it further enacted, That the
Secretary of Slate is required, as soon as ihe
Preside;.! shall have designated the day for
the meeting of the said board, to give public
notice thereof, and to cause said notice to he
published in such newspapers as are authori
zed to publish the laws of the United States.

Sec. 5 And be it further enacted. That the
compensation of the respective officers for
whose appointment provision is made by this
act, shall be as follows, namely : To each of
said commissioners at the rate of three thou-
sand dollars per annum ; to the serretary of
the board at the rate of two thousand dollars
per annnm; and to the clerk at the rate of fif
teen hundred dollars per annnm. And the
President of the United States shall be, and he
is hereby, authorized to make provision for
the contingent expenses of said commission as
to him shail appear reasonable and proper.
And the said salaries and expenses shall be
paid out of any moneys in the treasury nut
otherwise appropriated.

Sec. 6 And be it further enacted. That the
said commissioners shall report to the Secreta
ry of State a list of all the several awards
made by them ; a certified copy thereof shall
be by him transmitted to the Serretary of the
Treasury, who shall thereupon distribute, in
ratable proportions among the persons in
whose favor the awards shall have been made,
the amount stipulated in the fifteenth article
of the said treaty, (being three and one fourth
millions of dollars,) according to the propor-
tions which their respective awards shall bear
to the said three and one-fourt- h millions of
dollais, first deducting such sums of money as
may be due the United States from said per-
sons in whose favor said awards shall be made ;
and the said Secretary shall thereupon cause
certificates of stock of ihe United States to be
issued to the said parties, respectively, or their
legal representatives, for the amount to which
they may be entitled, which stock shall bear
an interest of six per cent, per annum until
paid, and redeemable at any time at the plea-
sure of the United States, or pay the same in
money, at the option of the United States.

Sec. 7. And be it further enacted, That the
said board shall terminate its business within
two years from the day of its organization.

Sec. 8. And be it further enacted. That in
ill cases arising under this act where any per-
son or persons, other than those in whose fa-

vor an award has been or may be made, shall
claim the amount so awarded, or any part
thereof, and shall within thirty days from the
passage of this act, or from the date of the
said award, notify the Secretary of the Treas-
ury of his, her, or their intention to contest
the payment of the same as awarded, and shall
file with the district attorney of the I'nited
States a bond, wilh good and sufficient secu-
rity, to be approved by him, for the payment
of the costs and damages arising therefrom,
the amount so awarded, and the payment of
which is contested as aforesaid, shall be and
remain in the treasury of the United Slates,
subject to the decision of the courts of the
United States thereon ; and ihereupon the
6aid party so claiming the sum so awarded, or
any part thereof, shall be at liberty to file his
bill lor relief and injunction in the circuit court
of the District of Columbia, upon the princi-
ples which govern courts of equity ; and any
injunction thereupon granted by the court
shall be respected by the Treasury Depart-
ment; and the said case in equity shall there-
upon be conducted and governed in all respects
as in other cases in equily.

Sec. 9. And be it further enacted, That this
act shall not go into effect until from and after
the tenth day of March, eighteen hundred and
forty-nin- e.

THE APPEAL or A TAYLOR DEMOCRAT.
In compliance with Mr Li ppard'5 request,

we lay the following communication before
oar readers. It is a hold, animate!, and stir-
ring appeal lh President. We have no
doubt, with its author, that thousands of dem-

ocrats wer induced to vote for General Tay
lor in consequence of his pledges; and we
douhl not that almost all of them will aban-

don his administration in consequence of bis
having violated these pledges.

The following letter carries force with it,
because its main statement is true General
Taylor could ni ver have been elected without
the vote of the Taylor democrats, and he could
never have obtained their votes without the
pledges he gave. We call the Trader's atten-
tion particularly to the correspondence which

Itassed between Mr Lippard and General
the campaign. The General'R let-

ter to Mr. L has been frequently published,
bnt Mr L s letter to the General is now for
the first time given to the world. This letter
sheds light apon the General's. It shows
why the General wrote his letter, and how it
is to be interpreted :

Philadelphia. May 22. 1849.
Will you pardon me if I make hold to say

a few words with you in explanation of the
reasons whir h induced me to support you for
the office of President of the I'nited States
These reasons mav also give some idea of the
motives which swayed hundreds of thousands
o yi ur fellow citizens.

I am no politician. I never yet asked for
an office, and certainly shall not ask one at
your hands. In speaking to you, I do not lay
claim to any political influence. I am hacked
by no clique ; I control no body of vpters ; I
only speak to you as a citizen of the United
States, having no influence beyond my vote,
and the truth which I utter.

In the year 1847, while a member of the
Democratic Association of the county of Phil
adelphia, I began the first of a series of four
works upon the history of Mexico. That first
book of the series was intended to comprise a
nistory of your campaigns in Mexico. v hue
writing that work, I became vividly impress-
ed with the frankness, the iron common sense,
the unswerving sincerity of your character.
Sick of the warfare of parties, 1 looked to you
as the man who had been called by Providence
to put an end to the mercenary bitterness of
this warfare, by assuming the position of
Washjkqton not with parties, buMnthe
hearts of the people.

And this idea of your character, embodied
in the work to which reference is made, was
diffused by its pages among a class of voters
entirely distinct and separate from the whig
party : a class of voters who, imbued with
the progressive spirit of Christianity, are op-

posed to the principles of the whig party, as
embodied in the history of the whig corpora-
tion of Philadelphia, and who are in favor of
judicial and national reform who advocate
the freedom of the public domain and the right
of labor to the harvest of its toil. This idea
induced me to desert my party associations,
break party lines, and advocate Zachary Tay-
lor as the candidate of the people.

In the month of April, 1848, your chances
for the presidency were vague and uncertain.
The whig politicians in Philadelphia a: least
the most prominent of them all fairly laugh-
ed at the mention of your name in connexion
with tha high office. When the Baltimore
Convention assembled, it was the earnest hope
of thousands of the democratic masses that

u would receive the nomination at the
hands of the representatives of the democratic
party This hope proved fruitless. But at
the whig convention, assembled in Philadel-
phia in June, 1848, party lines were finally
broken : the very spirit and front of the whig
party were crushed Henry Clay, balloted
for in thp name of the whig party, failed to
receive its votes, and Zachary Taylor, nomi-

nated " IN THE NAME OF THE PEOPLE." was
presented to the people without any other
platform than his independence from the spirit
and trammels of party.

Doubtless, you have often had deecribed to
you the scenes which maiked the history of
this June convention the dismay of the whig
politicians of the veritable whig school the
curses, both loud and deep, with which they
breathed your name the three-fol- d sacrifice
of whig principles, whig platforms, and Hen-

ry Clay, at the feet of Zachary Taylor.
Nomina ed at this convention amid the ru-

ins of whigism, and nominated in the name of
the people, the whig party did not dare to
claim you as a ver table whig, of the true
whig stamp, until about the 5th of July, 1843,
when news came to Philadelphia that Hon.
Bailie Peyton had, in New Orleans, solemnly
endorsed you as a whig, and placed your feet
somewhere amid the ruins of the demol shed
whig platform.

This statement gave inexpressible pain to
thousands of your friends in Pennsylvania
Well aware that you had not been nominated
as the candidate of any parly, certain that
vou conld not bv any chance be elected in ihe
name or on the platform of the whig parly,
your friends I speak of the masses, who
loved you for and for your indepen-
dent position received the statement of Mr.

Gkhkhal Will you regards word from a

friend as impertinent or obstrusive ? It is a'ter a
great deal of reluctance that I am induced to trou-

ble you again ; but having faith in you now, as I

have ever 6ince I pledged what literary reputation
I possess to you in my txok ' The Legends of
Mexico, or Battles of Baylor" I make bold to say
a frank word to the General of the people.

This is the case. Wilh thousands e-- demo-

crat in this State, I depend upon jour declara-
tion "that you would in no case bo the Presi-

dent of a party, but the President of the people."
On this ground the democrats of Pennsylvania
Will vote for you by hundreds and thousands.

But we are now told that you are exclusively
the whig candidate, to be run as a whig, elected as
a whig, and under whig issues.

If this be the case, the SHale of Pennsylvania
will le lost to Taylor and the country.

I do not believe this to be the case. Those
who think with me in this county do not believe

it. But to set the matter at rest, will you an-

swer this letter with one line t and with that line
the democratic hundreds and thousands of Penn-

sylvania will move in a body for you.
General, do no reject this appeal from a man

who loves you for your battles, and ihe nigral

crrardeur displayed in them ; but loves you. first

and last, because you have taken the position of
Washingtonnot with parties, but in ihe hearts
of the people.

And as for the line, say simply: "I am still
ihe candidate, not of a party exclusively ; but if
a candidate at all, the eunaiaaie ojine wnoie peo-

ple." GEORGE LIPPAKD.

similars estimates or accounts by the Second
Auditor and Second Comptroller of the Trea-
sury.

Sec. 9. And be it further enacted. That the
supervisory and appellate powers now exer-
cised by the President of the United S:ates
over the Comm ssioner of Public Buildings,
shall be exercised by the Secretary of the In-

terior; who shall sign all requisitions for the
advance of payment or money out of the trea-
sury on estimates, or accounts, subject to the
same adjustment or control now exercised on
similar estimates or accounts by the First Au-

ditor and First Comptroller of the Treasury:
Provided, That nothing in this section con-
tained shall be construed to take from the
presiding officers of the two houses of Con-

gress the power now possessed by them to
make and enlorce rules and regulations fur
the care, preservation, orderly keeping, and
police of the Capitol, and its appurtenances.

Sec. 10. And be it further enacted. That
the Secretary of the Interior shall have and
exercise a supervisory power and control over
the hoard of inspectors and warden of the
penitentiary of the District of Columbia ; and
shall sign all requisi.ions for the advance or
payment of money out of the treasury on es-

timates or accounts, subjeot to the same ad-

justment or control now exercised on similar
estimates or accounts by the First Auditor and
First Comptroller of the Treasury.

Sec. II. And be it further enaijed. That
the Secretary of the Interior is hereby author-
ized to appoint a chief cieik of his department,
who shall receive a salary of two thousand
dcdlars per annum : and that the President of
the United States, on the recommendation of
the said Secretary of the Interior, may trans
fer from the Treasury Department proper, to
the Department of the Interior, such clerks in
the office of the Secretary of the Treasury as
perform the duties over which the supervision
and control are given by this act to the Secre-
tary of the Interior, which said clerks shall be
hereafter subject to the appointing and remo-
ving power of the Secretary of the Interior,
as also the clerks in the several bureaus here-
tofore appointed or removable by the heads of
departments, which bureaus are transferred by
this act to the Department of the Interior.

Sec. 12. And be it further enacted,Thtit an
officer shall be appointed by the President of
the United Mates, by and with ths advice and
consent of the Senate, in the Department of
the Treasury, as one of its bureaus, to be call-
ed the Commissioner of Customs, who shall
perform all the acts and exercise, all the pow-
ers, now devolved by law on the First Comp-
troller of the Treasury, relating to the receipts,
from customs and the accounts of collectors
and other officers of the customs, or connected
therewith ; who shall hold his office by the
same tenure, and receive the same amount of
salary as the First Auditor of the Treasury,
and payable in the same manner. And the
Secretary of the Treasury shail transfer from
the office of the First Comptroller such clerks
as may be necessary to the bureau of the
Commissioner of Customs, for which the said
Secretary of the Treasury shail also appoint
one chief clerk, at a salary of seventeen hun-
dred dollars per annum.

Sec. 13. And be it further enacted, That
an officer shall be appointed in the Treasury
Department by the Secretary of the Treasury,
to be called the Assistant Secretary of the
Treasury, w&ose salary shall be three thou-
sand dollars per annum, payable in the same
manner as that of the Secretary of the Treas-
ury, who shall examine all letters, contracts
and warrants, prepared for the signature of
the Secretary of the Treasury, and who shall
perform ail such other duties in the office of
the Secretary of the Treasury, now per-
formed by some of his clerks, as may
be devolved on bim by the Secretary of the
Treasury, who shall also appoint a clerk at a
salary of seventeen hundred dollars per an-
num, who shall perform such duties as a clerk
in the Treasury Department, in aid of said
Assistant Secretary, as may be assigned to
him by the Secretary of the Treasury.

Sec. 14. And be it further enacted, That
the Secretary of the Treasury shall transfer
from the office of the First Comptroller one of
his messengers, to perform the same duiies in
the office of the Commissioner of Customs, as
also f.ucb poiion of the contingent fund of the
office of the First Comptroller as may be re-

quired in that of the Commissioner of Cus-
toms, in consequence of the transfer of clerks
from one office to another, or the transfer of a
messenger from that office to another. And
the Secretary of the Treasury shall transfer
one of his messengers to the office of the Sec-
retary of the Interior, as also such portion of
the contingent fund of the office cf the Secre-
tary of the Treasury as may be required in
the office of the Secretary of the Interior, in
consequence of the transfer of clerks from one
department to the other.
