My Dear Sir— Although many of our friends
have requested me o address them and the
good people of Wilmington, on the suhject of
the field culture of the Grape in North Caro-
lina, which [ did, not many days ago, but as
many individuals interested in the success of
this national undertaking could not he pres-
ent, you suggested the propriety of embodying
some of the [acis contained in the lecture, to
appear in the Commercial for their rake. |
now cheerfully comply with your just and
reasonable request, in a series of short letters.

That the grape vine can be cultivated in
this country as a staple produce, | bave long
entertained, as youand many other gentlemen
with whom 1 conversed on this subject, have
long considered perfectly feasible, il practica:
knowledge and tyme could he given to its cul-
ture. The people most interesteld, will per-
ceive that I do not stand alone in this opin-
ion ; but on the contrary, I am supported by
the experience and ohservation of many of
the inhabitants of this region, who have pre-
ceded me in this branch of industry. [ only
mention Laspier's success in Bladen county,
and Capt. 8. Polter, of Snow's Point, near and
below Wilmington, which no one will pretend
to deny ; nor the present success of Mr. Mal.
lett, near Fayettevillee ; nor that of that wor-
thy of worthy and pink of usefuw/ men, Long-
worth, of Cincinnati ; and last, not least, my
excellent friend Pizzini, of Richmond, Va.

What has been once done successfully, can
be again performed. The misfortune has been
that the intelligent farmers and planters who
have begun this business, at their demise, the
vineyard left by them was surrounded by a
community incapable of appreciating the value
of that kind of property, for want of the pro-
per practical knowledge that would enable
them lo continue, to advantaze, the culture of
the grape and the making of the wineasa
staple produce.

“The jewel that we find, we sfoop and t<ke it,
Because we see 1t ; but what we do nof see
We tread upon, and never think of it.”

The poor farmer thinks that he cannot spare
the time to raise any kind of fruit, much less
grape vines, of which he does not undesstand
the management. The rich spend every few

ears large sums of money, lo procure kot
house vines from nurzery men at the north,
which are no sooner planted than they are
destroyed, by neglect and by want of practi-
cal knowledge, both in the master and still
more go in the neglect of the slave, who hates
the very sight of anything on the farm, un-
less it be corn, pumpkins, sweet potatoes,and
field beans, because he thinks he knows how
to take care of them, and is frightened at the
sight of any new staple or improvement which
shall call upon him either to greater exertion
or closer attention, or that shall fask, in the
Jeast, bis moderate intelligence.

With these evils before us, we must seck
for remedies, and they may be found both for
the master and for the slave, where they shall
both learn practically every detail of this
branch of profitable industry, and in sucha
school as | have proposed lo establish near
Wilmingtlon, and on a healthy spot, which
will be attractive to all by the many comfoits
it will afford, and the solid iuformation the
public will be able to acquire. For further
intormation on this poiunt, 1 refer the reader to
my advertisement.

But the advocate of the
importance, utility and profitableness of the
culture of the grape has to contend, with ill
founded prejudices among the higher classes
of our educated young men, that is dificult to
break down, and which is that any calling
that requires the least manual operations on
their part is unbecoming a gentleman. | wish
our governor would, like the Emperor of
China, follow, a! least oncea year, the plough,
to ennoble it, by showing thatitis not beneath
any gentleman’s dignity to do likewise,

It is unfortunately too common for those
who have been bred to scholastic professions
or even mere academic honors, to consider ev-
ery manual art as too degrading, and there-
fore such an individual is paturally dispose |
to disregard every other merelyuseful qualifi-
cation.

To lessen this foolish and ruinous disdain
with which many of our young men, and es-
pecially our scholars, are inclined to look up
on \he common business of the worid, and the
evident unwillingness with which they ever
condescend to learn whatever is not found in
some system of philosophy or course of belle
letters studdy, it would be well for them to
consider that the Watts and the Fultons,
Franklins and the Monthyon, the Whitney
and the Chaptal, bave been the great benefac-
tors of mankind, solely because they were
useful men; and therefore, no one should
think unbecoming and unnecessary to learn
those arts by which the sccial ties are sirength-
ened and improved.

Though American Artists have produced
admirable works in the fine arts, and the
Americans have shown great capabilities in
the higher walks and the excellencies of arts,
sciences and civilization, to compete even with
the lore and wisdom of Greece and Romej still,
it is in the useful arts, that the people of this
country have excelled, and even surpassed the
most learned and scientific nations of Earope.

It is therefore to a useful and profitable,
but neglected branch of agnculture, and to this
State, a most vital subject, which is ‘o con-
vert this region into the Bordelas of America,
that I ardently desire particularly to fix you
atlention,

THE MISSOURI RESOLUTIONS.
For the purpose of giving our readersan
idea of the nature of the contest now going
on in Missouri, and the audacions attempt of
Col. Benton to misrepresent the real issue, we
subjoin below the address to Lis constituents,
of C. F. Jackson, lisq, the author of the res-
olutions passed by the Legislature of Mis-
souri, and from wiich the appeal is taken by
Benten : [Georgta Telegraph.

MR. JACKSON'S ADDRESS.
To the People of Howard § Chariton counties:

You have all doubtless seen the resolutions

relating to the question of slavery, passed by
the last General Assembly of this State, and
the instructions given to our Senators in Con-
gress to obey them. Colonel Benton las ex-
cepted to these resuvlutions, and appealed to
the people of the State. He charges that the
legislatare have instructed him to dissolve the
Union ; that the resolutions are * fundamen-
tally wrong,” and that he will not obey them.
Nor does he stop here in his denunciations.—
He charges that the resolutions are the ** off-
spring of the Calhoun address,” as he calls it,
and they that have been moulded and fash-
ioned alter that address. DBut for these un-
blushing charges, [ should not now say a
word, but should bave waited until he * gave
liis reasons.”
Being the author of ihese resolutions, 1
should at least know as much of their origin
and paternily as Col. Benton, or any one else
The charge male by Col. Bentan that the re-
solutions are the “ offspring of the Calkoun
address,” is not only gratuitous, but is not
founded in fact, and is not made for the pur-
pose of giving the people any correet infor-
mation on this exciling and important ques-
tion, but to prejudice the public minl agzainst
the resolutions, and to create a false issue.—
| introduced these resolutions in fulfilment of
pledges and promises made to you last sum-
mer. They contain the sentiments you all
then entertained and all expressed upon this
guestion. There was but one opinion among
you, and that opinion was against the ** Wil-
mot Proviso,” and the doctrines of the * free
soil” party. These resolutions do not squint
at dissolution. There are no disunionists in
Missouri that | know of.  The Unionis in no
danger. The resolutions advocate the doc-
trine of non-inteiference, and stand by the
Missouri compromise. This is all they ask
Col. Benton to do, and yet he alleges that he
is instructed to dissolve the Union. The Ex-
ecutives of thie northern States, their legisla-
tures, and the Senators and Representatives,
may denounce the Union ; they may attack
the rights of the South ; and becanse the peo-
ple of the South shall remonstrate against
their aggressions, are they to be pronounced
as disunionists? Col. Benton says yes.

ing a part of their investments from agricul-
ture, and commencing manufactures at the
South. The stocks for building cotton and
woolen mills, are soon filled, and female op-
eratives from Lowell, of experience, are invi-
ted, by high wages, to instruct Southern girls
in the art and mystery of faacy spinniug; and
they are also laying the foandation [or educa-
ting the poor girls at the South, who never,
until now, had the prospect of realizing any
thing from practical industry. The experi-
ment is a great and profitable one, and will
go on, from article to article, until the South
will supply the market with eoiton goods,
ironware, and every article of domestic co -
sumption. Averse as the South is to white
labor, yet finding it dificu t to nnite white and
biack labor in mills, the slaves, released from
the fields, will be placed in the forges and
steam planeing mills, and in various out-door
labor. The North has fairly roused up the
South to a consideration ol her resources.and
the surest means for its development; bul the
re-action, while it will establish industrial
pursuits in the South, will deprive the North
and East of a valuable paying customer.—
The South, however, will never be able ef-
fectually to throw off all dependence on Yan-
kee industry.

We love humility. It disarms us likea
smile of affection on the lipsof vengeance. It
comes like evening sunshine upon the face of
the earth through the rent and drabbled petti-
coats of a rnde and noisy thunder-shower.—
We do not believe we can have too much of
it, even if a California full of it should turn
up in some western El Dorado or Utopia.

But while we love the Simon-pure article,
there is a counterfeit which is worse than
spurious Lee’s pills—a humility which casts
a shadow upon the spirt and robs it of its re-
| freshing dew : such as the Quaker had, and
which cavsed Dr. Franklin to say, ** Friend,
| I believe thou art proud of thy humility.”

The aristocratic leaders of party, especially
of the white-horse party of our country, pre-
tend to great humility at the present day ; and
then they are so honest—so just to all other
nations—so anxious to avoid war and to stand
well with all foreign relations in time of
peace, that they are ready to break individual
contracts, withdraw the lizht of their coun-
tenances from sympathizing frierds, and aid
the tyrants of Europe in fastening on the fet-
ters of nations by worl, act, and deed. And
when this interference with liberty, at the
request of tyranny, is accomplished, they
justify it by quoting the First Washington's
sayings, when our nalion was a creeping in-
fant, protected by a few brave men in the
heart of a mighty country.

Now the First Washington never had blood-
hounds to fight for him—never went into the
everglades over his boots after wild Indians
and swamp raltlesnakes—uever ate ** sax-a-
fax” and * chick-a-dee-dee” soup for break-
fast—and never got anybody else to cuss his
life-zuards when be had a religious feeling !
upon him. Had Washington lived to see
what an all-sufficient great country this is,
stretching from breakfast to early caundlelight,
with a people so prolific that they heat the
Polomac shad in spawning time, we think he
would have revised his Farewell Address,
and, like Jefferson, given Europe the choice
of hard knocks in times of refreshing revolu-
tions. Buat humility becomes us now, afler
the commencement ol the heroic age. The
Preshytery of the District of Columbia, at a
late session in this city, decided to havea gen-
eral fast, to pray for the [rozen state of Zion ;

HOW THEY CROSS RIVERS IN MISSIS-
SIPPI.

The following amusing little sketch is from
the Kosciusko (Miss.) Chronicle :

Sowe of his
hot houses are over 100 feet in length, and
1ipe grapes of the choicest varieties are hang-
ing on the vines every month in the year. His
produce this year will be about 5000 lbs., and
his arrangements promise to double the yield
~—for market, of course. Peach trees and apri-
cols are cultivated in the same way.

Flour Mills in Chili —A late Yalparaiso
letter in the Philadelphia Bulletin says :—

* There are thirteen mills in Chili, all con-
ducted by American millers. They produce
between 300,000 to 400,000 barrels of flour
annually. The wheat and flour are as good
as they are in the United States. Oue mill at
Santiago has recently purchased 35,000 fane-
gas of wheat, at from $1 25 1o $1 374 per
fanega of about 2} bushels. DBesides the
American mills, there are a great many con-
ducted by Chilians, which produce a large
quantity of flour, though not so much as the
American. Sales of wheat have been made
at §1 25 per 2} bushels, and these are the six
months prices.”

A New Outlet for Yankee Produce. —The
Boston Times tells of ashipment from Charles-
town (Mass.) of large quantities of boiled lob-
sters, packed in ice, preparing to be shipped
for Barbadoes. This is certainly a new fea-
ture in trade, and shows uneguivocally that
the loss of a home market is no obstacle to
the determination to do business, which eve-
1y Yankee seems to inherit, and exert the
more energetically the greater the obstructions
placed in his path.

The U. 8. Mint at Philadelphia is overrun
with work, and deposits of coin and bullion
are not available in new coin without material
delay.

A Novelty.—We saw yesierday, lying in
the harbor at the foot of Thames street, a boat
so curiously and novelly constrocted, as to
excite the attention of all who see it. It is
formed of an ordinary sail boat, of about 20
feet in length, splitin two lengthwise. Each
half is boxed up and made air tight, and the
twe are strongly connected with each other
by timber knees, with an open spaca of about
four feet beiween them. The two halves of
the boat thus connected present something
of the appearance of a sleigh; on the top of
the boats, or runners, as they may be termed,
are placed boxes with seats for the accom-
modation of passengers, whilst from the wood
work which conneets thein the sails are sus-
pended. The boat has a double steering ap-
paratus, made by a conneeling rod, to work
simultaneously. Iihasalready been tried and
found to sail admirably. The objects gained
by its ~onstruction are greal buoyancy, light-
ness of draught and speed, with an ability to
carry a heavy press of sail without the possi-
bility of being upset.— Baliimore American.
