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ANSWER OF GREAT BRITAIN,
To the application ‘of the Pope for ussistance
in re-establishing the Papal authority at
Rome.
The following letter was addressed by the
British Minister of Foreign Affairs to the Brit-
ish Minister at Rome :—

Foreron Orrice, March 27, 1849,

My Lord—I have received your Excellen-
cy's dispatch of the 18th instant, transmitting
to me the copy of a note which your Excel-
lency had received from the Apostolic Nun-
cio, enclosing the copy of a note which had
been addressed by Cardinal Antonelli to the
representatives of all friendly powers, request-
ing them to eco-operate for the purpose of re-
establishing the Papal authority at Rome.

I have to instruct your Excellency to say
to the Nuncio that her Majesty's Government
have received. and have attentively consider-
ed, the communication which he has made to
them through your Excellency, and that youn
are instructed to express to him the deep re-
gret with which her Majesty's government
have witnessed the differences which have
arisen between the Pope and his subjects, the
assassination of Count Rossi, thedeparture of
the Pope from his capital and states, and the
proclamation of tiie republic at Rome.

The British government is, for many obvi-
ons reasons, not desirous of taking an active
part in any negotiation, which may result from
the application which the Pope has addressed
to some of the Catholic Powers of Europe,
whose territories are nearer than Great Britain
in geographical proximity to the Italian pe-
ninsula. But the British government will be
much gratified if the result of those negotia-
tions should be, such a reconciliation between
the Pope and his subjects as might enable the
former, with the free good will and consent of
the latter, to return to his capital, and there
to resume his spiritual functions and his tem-
poral authority.

But it is the opinion of her Majesty’s gov-
crnment that such a reconciliation could
scarcely be effected, or if effected for the mo-
ment, could never be permanent, unless the
basis upon which it was founded were to be,
that the Pope should engage to maintain the
constitutional and representative system of
government which he granted last year to his
subjects, and unless the separation between
the spiritual authority and the temporal pow-
ers and institutions of the State were so clear-
ly and so distinctly established as fo put an
end to those manifold grievances which the
mixtare of the spiritual with the temporal
power has for so long a period of time produ-
ced in the Roman States.

G8d gave us this land, and
no foreigners can live amongst us, for if any
live here they will trouble our women, and
we shall be jealous of them, and soon there
would be disturbance and bloodshed ; for God
made all nations their own women and not to
trouble ours. We are glad to see all trading
ships as [riends, and we will buy their goods
with our produce. Any friendly vessel can
trade with us, but not make any of us traitors
Your nation have their road 1o cross the Isth-
mus at Chagres, and must not make a road
through our country. We want no steamers
to visit our country, unless in want of wooll
or waler; so do not destroy this letter, and
please send a copy te your couuntry, and send
1o us an answer to the River Diablo.

F. Smith, in the late news from California,
while Gen. Riley appears 10 be acting a very
prominent part in the governmental affairs of
that region, we were at a loss to understand
how matters stood, unless, indeed, the rumors
which had reached us were true, and General
Smith had in’ reality been forced to seek ref
on board the shipping in the harbor.

Assaying Melals.—The assaying is the
most curious and scientific of all the business
in the mint. The melters take the gold dust,
melt it, and cast it into a bar, when it is
weighed accurately, and a piece is cut off for
the assayer. He takes it, mel's it with 1wice
its weight of silver, and several times its
weight of lead. Itis melted in small cnps
made of bone ashes which absorb all the lead ;
a large past of the silver is extracted by anoth-
er process, and the sample is then rolled out
to a thin shaving, coiled up, and put in a sort
of glass vial called a maltrass, with some ni-
tric acid. The maltrasses are put in a fur-
nace, and the acid is boiled some time, poured
off, a new supply put in and boiled again.—
This is done several times, till the acid has
extracted all the silver and other mineral sub-
stances, leaving the sample pure gold. The
sample is then weighed, and by the difference
between the weight before usa{lm;.nnd after,
.the true value is found. All the silver over
and above five pennyweights for each lot, is
id for by the mint as its trae value.
