[Here
he convulsively grasped the railing:] On my
way North, in passing, T thought I'd stop
here to night, and go along in morning. [A
pause ] On my return, I shall be happy to
meet the citizens of Baltimore, and 1ake as
many of them by the hand as I can. [Here
he rubbed his forehead.] But I thought it
better to avoid bringing together any crowds
on my way, as the disease might be thereby
increased, and I should afterwards reproach
mysell with being the cause.”

We learn that great excitement existed in
Havana, in regard to the abduction. of the
Spaniard Rey from New Orleans, by the in-
tervention and direct agency of the Spanish
Consul in that cily, in smugeling that man on
board a ship and conveying him foreibly to
Cuba, to answer to the authorities for offences
commitied on that island. From what we
bave learned of the matter, the American Con-
sul suspected there was something wrong, and
as soon as the vessel in which he arrived had
reached Havana. that official demanded per-
mission of the Cuban authorities 1o visit the
vessel and have a conference with Rey. At-
ter some little delay the request was granted,
but the Consul was accompanied by a Span-
ish officer and a file of soldiers, to the ship.
As soon as all had appeared on thedeck, Rey
was interrogated as to whether he left New
Orleans voluntarily, and of his own free will
or not? He replied, under the influence of
fear, that he did leave that city voluntarily,
The Consul then remarked that he bad no-
thing further to say, and withd ew and went
on shore.

Soon afterwards Rey was removed from the
vessel and placed in prison, but in the mean-
time he managed to send two letlers to the
American Consul, stating that he was forced
to admit he left New Orleans veoluntarily, un-
der threats, and he wished to retract his state-
ment. Instead of leaving New Orleans volun-
tarily, he was forcibly abducted therefrom
and conveyed to Havana, and he prayed the
protection of the American government. As
soon as our Consul received this startling in-
telligence, he applied to the authorities for
permission to see Rey again. Three days af-
ter his application was made, be was inform-
ed by them that Rey was in prison, and that
the Consul could have no interview with him.
Such was< the position of this extraordinary
matter at th- time of the starting of the Fal-
con. The excitement which grew out of the
matler was heightened by the appearance of
the 1. 8. ship of war Germantown on the
Havana waters, As soon as she came to an-
chor, she was boarded by the Cuban authori-
ties, who made many inquiries, and manifes-
ted much anxiety to know the object of her
visits, They seemed much pleased when in-
formed that it had no reference to any special
subject. The Germantown remained only
twelve hLours, and then sailed for the United
Stales.

The Falcon broughta large pile of des-
patches from the American Consul, connected
witl the subject, which we hope the govern:
ment will place before the public as soon as
possible.

The diseases most prevalent at Havana in
the month of luly, were yellow fever, dysen
tery, diarrhea, and simple intermilient fever,
OF yellow fever, 1305 cases were reported du
ring the month, of which only 71 terminated
fatally.

the day previous, was assembled, 10 the num-
ber of a hundred or a hundred and fifty, at the
Consul's honse, had drawn a poinard on the
guard. A patrol, passing at the time, entered
the house, not heing apprised of its character,
and made prisoner of the individual in gies.
tion, and of another who was recoznized as &’
deserter trom the French army. They then
withdrew with the prisoners. It was in evi-
dence upon oath that the patrol deported them-
selves without menace, and were uninformed’
of the character of the premises until they
were on the point of retiring.

Mr. Brown left the city with his family
while this examination was in progress, leav-
ing Mr. Freeman (our Consul at Ancona,) in
the temporary discharge of the duties of the
Roman consulate. In consequence of Mr.
Brown’s ahsence. and under the impression
that the consulate was left without an agent,
we understand that Gen. Oudinot addressed a
communication to Mr. Cass, our charge d'aj-
faires, in which he recapitulated the result of
the examination, substantially as we have
given it above, and expressed the profound
rezret which he had experienced at the error
that had been commilted, which bad been pre-
viously expressed in person to the American
Consul and Vice Consul. He also renewed to
Mr. Cass the assurance that no one in the
French army hed harbored the design of dis-
vegarding the rights of his country, or ques-
tioning the inviolability of domicil of diplo-
matie functionaries.

Gen. Oudinot further stated, we understand,
that the two prisoners had been released, and
expressed the hope that the communication
which had been made wonld be a sufficient
satisfaction for the error which had been com-
mitted, and which could not occur again.
