There are those who think
the mere mention of national bankruptey trea-
con and rebellion, and who feel a patriotic
shudder at the word *“ sponge.” \We own to
a degree of this antipathy ourselves, and can-
didly confess that, had we read the passage
above guoted without knowing its author, we
should have conceived an unfavorable opinion
not so much of his julgment as of kis delica-
ey end tact. But the name of the oot of the
letter is a sufficient reply to any such suspi-
cions. It is Samuel Guiney who tells us
that, if we persist in oar present counfse, and
do not avail ourselves of our comparalive
prosperity 10 pay off our debt, a time of ad-
versity will come when weshall be bankrupt

It is 2 hard saying, bul nevertheless a true
one; and however we may dislike the obtru-
sion of such unpleasant thoughts, we canuot
dispel them. Indeed our readers will remem-
ber that we have repealedly said the same in
substance ourselves. Not to reduce debt, we
have said, is to increase it. Debt is nitimale
insolvency. Bankrupicy is revolution. These
are topics we have often urged and we ap-
plied them to France and her desperate finan-
ces long before the starving inhabitants of the
faubourgs set Europe in a flame. The French
revolution 1s a very near event. FProximus
ardet. 1tis evident that France has hitherto
only aggravated her financial difficnities by
revolution. She has only widened that gap
between her income and herexpenditure. She
has * put on the serew ” but in vain. A large
military lorce, we read to-day, is employed in
collecting the 45 centimes additional m}dcd
Jast March twelvemonth 1o the direct taxation ;
while Government is endeavoring to borrow
on a high rate of interest. But France is on-
ly before us on the same path. Within three
years we have added twelve millions to our
debt, and have barely attained, if we h.:u‘q at-
tained, an equilibrium belween our incomings
and our outgoings. At the present moment,
therefore, we are al a stand still, with a debt
the interest of which is about £28,000,000
per annum. But is it reasonable, is it possi-
ble to suppose that we can maiutain this equi-
librium 2 Any one of many very probable
casualties may compel a sudden increase ol
expenditure, and harl the state another step
in the downward course to bankruptey. War

is not the only danger, nor is increased ex-|

penditure. ‘Fhere are other less violent char-
ges which might render the preseut taxation
ntolerable.

Of course there is a bright side as well as
a dark side to the prospect before us, The
embarrassed trader hopes for a god send, and
pethaps it comes. We may have our wind-
falls.
depreciation of the valuable metals would pro-
portionately reduce the prescure of our debt,
which is a metallic undertaking. After bor-
yowing in a dear market, we may pay in a
cheap ope. But such a result is much too
problematic, not to say romantic, to be ailow-
ed a place in our financial speculations. Tle
mosl rational supposition is, that the eurren-
cy will remain all our time much as it is pow,
and that there will be no change of any kind
in our favor. In other respecis, experience
teaches us to expect a change for the worse.
Changes gencrally are for the worse. Should
the year 1850 produce any great event, it will
most probubly be an. expensive one. Even
in private life, unexpected heguests, lucky
windfalls, profiiable discoveries, api sudden
promolions, are very rale, compeied with the
generally adverse tendency of events. States
are still less in the way of luck. Theirsisan
almost uniform pull against difficulties. It
would therefore be as imprudent, as it would
certainly be impious, to expect some exiraor-
dinary reliefl from eur national burdens. For

The first
is of forty, the second thirty, and the third fif-
teen horse power, ownel, taking them in the
order in which they oceur, by Holmnes, Farn-
hardt & Co. ; Heilig, Barnbardt & Co; Coffin,
Worth & Co. The first grinds 80 bushels of
oie per day, consumes 60 cords of wool per
month, and has a seven-inch force-pumyp con-
nected with it which raises water f[rom a shaft
260 ft. in depth. This water supplies the
boilers and mills, and meets the wanis ol
those who live contiguous. The second
grinds 50 bushels of oie per day, consumes 90
cords of wood per month, and has a pump
which raises water 300 fcet, The third grinds
125 bushels of ore per day, consumes 80 conls
of wood per month, and has a small pump by
whiclh the water, alier passing through the
axills and tubs, is forced back to the reservoir
fromn which it started. The three companies
have 160 laborers in their employ, whose
wares range from $5 to $40 per month,  Ex-
pc::ieucr:.l English miners who work under
ground receive $40 ; slaves whoattend them,
$13 ; hoys and others prices propertioned to
theit lakor. The wood consumed is deliver-
ed at the spot for §1 13} per cord. There
are four stores on-the Hill, a carriage manu-
factory and sadilery. Physicians 4, one lay-
yer, and one who has the care of sonls. The
population is 910 The amouni of gold taken
from the mine since its discovery, according
to the most reliable information, cannol ve
less than $800,000. The fee simple of the
land is held by Mys. Heilig, who has made
numerous leases to genllemen of eaterprise
and capital. Many of these have amased
opulent forfunes by theiroperations here. This
[ husiness cannot be snccessfully prosecuted

without the most ample means. The nature
1 of aperations is such that heavy expeaditures
are necessary o insure handsome prolits.

Charms of Rural Life.—Besides the beuefit
of mental discipline derived Trom the study of
nature, of which agriculture opens as wide a
field as any other pursuit, the charms of rural
life are unalloyed by the recollections of ill-
gotlen gains, and uncontaminated by immoral
influences. The farmer has no occasion to
review with remorse a life of injustice to his
fellow men, or mourn the loss of fortunes ac
cummulated by an occupation almost necessa-
rily dishonest. The lawyer looks upon his
briefs prepared for unjust causes; the physi-
cian upon the emaciated forms of his patients,
and the speculator upon thé wealth amassed
from the ruined fortunes of otliers, with the
humiliating consciousness that they have not
in_ all instances retarned an equivalent for
whiat they have receivel. But the cultivator
of the soil may pursue his calling with the
cheering reflection that an all bounteous Pro-
vidence has rewarded his efforts, and through

him bestowed more of happiness upon his fel-
low men.

Salt @ Preventive of Rust.—Sir John Sin.
clair, one of the best agricultural writers that
England has ever produced, has the following
remarks upon the subject:

* In the course of a most extensive inquiry
info the causes of the rust or blight in wheat,
and the means of its prevention, it appears
that Mr. Sickler, a farmer in Cornwall, was
accustomed to manure his turnip land with
the refuse salit from the Pilchard fishery ; and
that any ground thus treated, was never liable
to rust or blight, though it infested all the
neighberhood.

* This important circumstance is confirmed
in a recent communication to the author, from
the Rev, Robert Hoblyn. He used one ton of
old salt, with one ton of fresh fish, mixed
with earth,and from 20 to 30 tors of sea sand,
and his crops, he states, were always good,
and never infested with rust.

“It is probable that the salt is the only ar-
ticle in this compost that could be of material
service in preventing the rust, by its checking
putrefaction, the result of too frequent a repe-
tition of corrupted manures. It is well known
that the rust does not attack plants in a state
of perfect health. Iis general cause is, the
overfulness or over luxuriance of the plant,
from its being glutted with rank and unwhole-
some food.”

A New Agricultural Article—Baron de
Suarce has been enlightening the London So-
ciety of Arts upon a South American tubercle,
the culture of which he has undertaken on a
small scale. e says it possesses a larger de-
gree of nutriment than most of the farinaceous
planis which fenn the basis of haman food in
the Englhish elimate. The total weight of the
crop produced upon two acres and a half cul-
tivated by him, was ten tons, from which
thres tons of flour were obtained.

From the stems of the plant, which may be
cut twice a year, amd can be eaten as a salad
or spinach, ninety gallons of a strong acid
were obtained, which, when mixed with three
times ils bulk of water, was well adapted for
drink. The acid, if fermented and brought to
an equal degree of acidity with vinegar, is su-
perior to the latter, when used for curing or
preserving meat, as it does not render it hard,
or communicate to it a bad flavor.

The flour obtained from the Oxalis Crenata,
is superior to that obtained from the potato,
maize, or buckwheat, as it makes an excel-
lent light bread when:mixed in the proportion
of ene-fourth with corn flour; this is not the
case with potato, maize, or buckwheat flour.
It is har!y and unatfe:ted by change of tem-
perature, and grows readily in any soils, it
being difficult, when once introduced to eradi-
cale 1it.

_ Reclaiming Clay Lands—An English ag-
ricuitaral writer says that the present fillage
system, as practised by scientific men in Eng-
land, is doubtless an immense improvement

Tea in South Carolina —A correspondent

of the New York Herald, writing from Green-

ville, South Carolina, says :
“ The very first person I met in this place

was the somewhat celebrated Junius Smith,
the originator of Atlantic steam navigation.

He is now seventy years old, and as active as
a boy. Hehas bought a plantation here, and
has planted it with tea, As the first tea plant-
er, and the experiment in the United States
will possess some interest, I will devote my
next letter to the subject, merely saying now
that the tea plant has been introduced into
this region with success, and | have no doubt
will prove of as great advantage as the coiton
plant has been.”

Fects in the Growth of Plants.—We make
the following interesting scientific extract
from papers re%ared by Judge Meigs, to be
read before tEe armers’ Club of the Ameri-
can Institute :

¢ Silica, from a Greek word signilying peb-
ble, is the characteristic ingredient of a varie-
ty of siliceous minerals, among which rock
crystal, quartz, chalcedony, and flint, may be
deemed nearly pure silica. Rock crysta! heat-
ed red hot and then quenched with water, be-
comes friable and opaque. Reduce this to
powder, and we have one form of the pure
silica. In this state it is insoluble in water.
But when melted with three parts of carbonate
of potash, it forms a glass, which is soluble
in water. From this solution (formetly called
liguor of flints,) the concentrated acids throw
down the silica in the form of a gelatinons
hydrate. Silica presents another very remark-
able character, which is, that if we reverse the
above proportions, and fuse together a mixture
of one part of carbonate of potash and three
parts of pulverized rock crystal or of calcined
flint, we then obtain a fransparent fusible
compound insolyble in water—simply glass.

“ Now, plants use silica more especially for
the external coats of their stem, [ruits, shells,
&c. Straw is beautifully coated with the
crystal. By close observation, it will be seen
that by the various motions of the straw, from
winds or other causes, the crystal surface 3
broken into minunte rings. This is oliservable
more especially in wheat straw and on rattan,
The rings are larger or smaller in proportion
to the forces which have bent or twisted the
stems during their existence in the field.

* Sillica has heen dissolved by heat and
steam,and thus carried up as a vapor, and then
fallen like hoar frost. Plants, besides this
power of using crystal to cover their slems,
Iruits, nuts, petals, (as in the flower ** Eter-
nal,”) also use the metals to color their flow-
ers., We imitate the flowers in our stained
glass, as seen in our churches.  Violets have
been subjected to chemical anulysis,and found
to contain gold. The analogy between the
art of man in elaborating colors in erystal from
metals, and the power of vegetables o elabo-
rate their colors from inetals, is wonderfully
striking.”

Raising of Cualves.—The lest method of
raising calves, we thiuk, is to do se by hand.
If taken from the cow as soon as dropped,
there will be no difficulty in teaching it to eat.
Loblolly, made of half a pint of corn meal and
a pint of new milk, given to it about three
times a day, will be sufficient to keep it. Itis
the easiest thing imaginable to teach the call
to suck up its food ; by simply pressing ils
head into the pan containing the mixtare, with
one hand, and inserting the fore-finger of the
olher into its mouth, it will iustinctively suck
up its beverage. If it is desirable to hushand
your milk, you may begin to decrease the
quantity which you add to your loblolly, when
the calf is about three weeks old, putling in
less milk each day, until the calf impercepti-
bly forgets its taste altogether. When the
calf is six weeks old you may turn it out in a
grass lot; but if you desire to push its growth,
continue its loblolly twice a day; by doing so
you will increase its size fully one-third.

Use of Guano.—The Rockville (Md.) Jour-
nal says :—Several hundred tons of Peruvian
guano have already been brought nto this
county for present use. The statement we
made some lime since, of from four to five
hundred tons, will fall short of the quantity
that will be used ; besides this, other fertili-
zers have been liberally ordered. This increase
every vear, in the use of guano and other im-
proving substances in this county, shows that
a heaithy state of feeling exists here upon the
subject of improvement. In a few years more,
we have not a doubt that Moutgomery will be
classed among the most fertile and productive
counties of the State,

Cotton'—The Huntsville (Texas) Banner
says:

“It is now reduced 1o a certainty that the
colton crop of this State is 1o be taken by the
worms. They have probably appeared in ev-
ery section of the country by tlus time. All
the crops upon the Trinity below this, were
destroyed last week ; so were also the crops
on Lake Creek, and in the neighborhood of
Montgomery. The worms dld not make
their appearance in this county until a few
days ago. They have by this time finished
the work of destruction here.”
