‘113,000 persons have been swept from Lon-

on.

The tato disease is, beyond doubt, ex-
tending into several districts of Ireland, tho* it
has not, by any means, became general.

France.—A good deal of attention is direc-
ted to the Metropolitan Council of the Clergy,
which has its sittings at Paris. Almost all the
Bishops and distingunished clergy of France
are assisting at the Grand Council.

The cholera appears to have permanently
diminished in Paris.

The conspirators of June, 1849, are to be
tried at Versailles.

Hungary.—Comorn, though besieged, still
holds out and can defy its besiegers one entire

ear.
: The influence of Russia and Austria is be-
ing exerted to compel the Porte to surrender
the Hungarian chiefs, who have taken refuge
in Turkeﬁ. Letters from Constantinople state
that this has been positively refused.

The latest intelligence received by the Lon-
don Sun says that Pelerwardein surrendered
to the Imperial troops on the 5th uit. The
Magyars decided to still hold out, but the ma-
jor_'i!z overruled them.

e garrison of Comorn is well provisioned,
with 30,000 men in a state of complete dicip-
line. The officers held a meeting, and resol-
ved, by a large majority, not to surrender.

According to the Vienna journals, 80,000
men are to besiege Comorn. The bombard-
ment was to commence on the 13th, when
the Austrians occupied a great part of the
island, but without resistance. A part of the
Hungarians are strongly entrenched before the
fortress, and it was expecled would give the
Austrians battle.

It was rumored at Vienna that Gen. Bem
had fallen into the dands of the Russians.—
Since the 15th a number of rebel Huungarian
officers had been putto death al Arad and Te-
mesvar.

Italy —The Pope has quitted Gaeta, and |
proceeded to Naples. His reception was of |
the most striking and popular character., He
will not go to Rome for the present.

Spain.—The cholera was still committing
serious ravages at Trieate.

The newly appointed Ministers were assem-
bling at Madrid, but no notice seems to be la-
ken of events 1elative to Cuba,

Germany.—The papers received this mor-
ning announce (he unexpected resignation of
the Datch Ministry en masse. Afler deliber-
ation the King uccepted their resignations,
and gave instructions for the formation of a
new Cabinet. The circumstances which led
to this result have not transpired.

Turkey —All honor is proclaimed to Abdel
Mesipls and to the Turkish Ministry. They
have nobly done their duty and refused to be-
come panderers to the vindictive and bloody
measures of Joseph and Nicholas. The Rus-
sian Ambassadors at the Port demanded a sur-
render of the Hungarian officers, Kossuth,
Dembinski, Perezel, Mesmerosses and Lheir
COmMpanions.

The Russian General had arrived at Con-
stantinople. His mission being to bully the
Sultan into & compliance with the demand of
Austria. A council of the Turkish govern-
ment was immediately beld, and they unani-
mously resolved not 1o surrender the Hunga-
rian refugees to either the Russian or Austri-
an governments.

On this decision being communicated to the
Sultan, he declared in the most impressive and
determined manner that the refugees should
not be given up le! the consequences Le what
they might. e trust that Lord Palmerston
will do his duty as nobly as the Sultan has
done his—that Russia and Austia w'!l be giv-
en 1o understand that war with Turkey with
such a cause, means war with Engl. nd,

We are rejoiced to find that Kossuth and
his companions are furnished with passports
from the English Ambassador, and trust that
evcg assistance to their support will be ren-
dered by England. The independence of Tur-

key should be secured “against the attacks of
Russia and it vassal, Austria.

Morocco.—Inlelligence was daily expected
from Morocco, where the Spanish and French
Generals seemed likely to produce something
more than a mere demonstration. The Moors
were expected to make an attack on Mosilla,
having already cut off supplies.

A Steam Loom —A valuable invention has
been made in Belgium. It is destined to effect
a great reform in the manufacture of linen
cloths as the steam loom has been made in
that of woollens. It is nothing less than a
steam loom for linen fabrics. All the inge-
nuity and perseverance of manufacturers have
been tested to invent & machine of this kind ;
but the fabrics have been uniformly so poor,
that the machines have been thrown away, and
manual labor again resorted fo. The dif-

Swicide Statistics —A very curions state-
ment and calculation has been published in
Paris by M. Pairet, a medical professor, relgx-
tive 1o the number of suicides commiited in
France for thirty years. From the records of
the police, it appears that the total number of
suicides attempted to be committed were 6782,
and three-fourths of the individuals were un-
married. We subjoin the figures furnished to
him by the police, showing the relative num-
bers of male and female suicides: Crossed in
love, 97 males, 157 females; jealousy, 39
malee, 52 females ; mortified pride, 27 males,
27 females: calumny and loss of reputation,
97 males, 28 females; remorse, 37 males, 12
females ; disappointed ambition, 110 males, 12
females ; reverse of fortune, 283 males, 39 fe-
males; gaming, 141 males, 14 females; other
species of misconduct, 208 males, 79 females;
domestic chagrins. 524 males, 260 females;
misery, 511 males, 594 females; fanaticism,
1 male, 13 females.

It would, therefore, seem to follow that,
somewhere about five women died from love
for three men ; that the ladies have consider-
ably the advantage, or rather the disadvan-
tage, in jealousy ; that in pride they are on
a par with the lords of creation ; that in ca-
lumny and loss of reputation they bear with
three times the fortitude that men evince, that
they feel only about one-third of the remorse
which the other sex experience; and that to
the sorrows which flow from disappointed am-
bition, reverse of fortune, and gaming, they
are exposed in a very slight degree in com-
parison with their yoke-fellows. This cal-
colation, it will be remembered, applies but to
French ladies. In what light a similar cal-
culation would exhibit our own fair country
women, we presume not to conjeclure.
