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What Should the South Do?

We see it stated, that “a writer in the Nashville
True Whig asserts that there is not in Tennessee one
man in a thousand who favors disunion in any shape,
or under any circumstances.” Are we to understand
from this that the Tenunesseeans are ready to submit
to the prohibition, by Congress, of rlavery in all the
Territories, and to its abolition in the District of Co-
lumbia and in all the new States. rather than to dis-
union ? This is certainly not the sentiment of the
people of North Carolina, if the press may be taken
as an index of public opinion ; nor do we believe it
to be the sentiment of the le of Tennessee. The
mother and the daughter are both true and loyal to
the Union, but neither of them will submit to be rob-
bed of their cherished State institution—of their
rights and property—by Northern fanaticism. They
will resist such an outrage, at every hazard, and to
the last extremi

ty.
It is not to be iiugnised that we are on the eve of

a most fearful crisis in our national affairs. Nothing
bat 2 bold and united front, on the part of the South-
ern States, can arrest the torrent of Northern fanati-
cism, and lead to an honorable and amicable adjust-
ment of the slavery question. How can ﬁtrh; Soufth-
ring together T How can i~ 05 RAOWR preciscyy
where they stand. unless they first decide upon their
ad, and chalk out their lines! How can the
ﬁorth understand our position, when they are told
by one we will not submit to the Proviso in the Cali-
fornia Constitution ; by another that the people of
the Territories may prohibit at pleasure, but we
would not submit to interference by Congress; by
another, that we care but little about the Territories,
but the moment Congress touches the institution in
the District. we are ready to draw the sword and
throw away the scabbard : and by another, that there
# is not one in a thousand who favors disunion in any
shape, or under any circumstances ™ So long as
these contradictory and conflicting views are spread
before the North, we shall not be surprised if they
continue to doubt whether there is any point at all
at which the South would make a united resistance.
Hence, unless some definite ground is taken by {le
Southern States—some moderate, reasonable, consti-
tutional position be taken, upon which ALL will
unite—a standard be raised, around which ALL will
rally—the probability is that the North, deaf alike
to the voice of justice or interest, will push their un-
constitutional schemes of encroachment upon South-
ern rights, even at the risk of sundering forever those
sacred ties which first united. and have so long and
so happily bound together, this mighty and glorious
R:re?ub ie, until the South will find herself suddenly
uced to the necessity of choosing between dis-
ynicr'n and dishonor—between resistance and despot-
ism !
This melancholy state of things may be averted
% the timely, united action of the Southern States.

e regard a Southern Convention, with the view of
nscerta)nmﬁ and setting forth clearly the sentiments
0% the Southern people on this subject, the best and
only method of accomplishing this highly important
object. The action of such a body would, of course,
not be of a legislative character. Such a body would
be a constitutional assemblage of the people, met
# to consult for their common good, to instruct their
representatives,” *to petition the Government for a
redress of grievances,” and frankly to declare, when,
in their opinion, aggressions upon their rights will
beeome grievances too intolerable to be borne.

It is true, in this nunnatural contest the South has
no favors to ask. But it is time to demand of the
Government to be let alone in the enioyment of the
rights and privileges purchased by the blood and
treasure of our fathers, and guaranteed by the Con-
stitution, and which we cannot surrender without a
sacrifice of our liberty, * our fortunes, and our sa-
cred honor.” Thus taking our position upon the
broad and safe platform of the CoxsrrTurion, it
would be one of impregnable strength to the South.
Let her, then, take this position, let her maintain it
firmly, and she can never be thrown in the wrong.
Then, in the language of that able and moderate
Whig paper, the Charlottesville Advocate. “ upon
the North, and not upon us, will rest the responsi-
bility of the fearful consequences which may result
from an infraction of that instrument. She has the
power to pass measures obnoxious to us, but she can-
not force us to submit to them.”—Raleigh Star.

Puget's Sound.

The New York Tribune hasa letter from a corres-
ndent in Oregon, dated Fort Nisgually, August
8th, 1849, from which we make the following ex-
tract:
Nothing perhaps can exceed the beauty and safe-
fg of Puz;t.‘s Sound, Admiralty Inlet, and Hood's

anal. They are large enough to admit of all the
fleets in the world anchoring in them at the same
time. There is nothing to prevent them from being
navigated by the largest ships of war. A tide of
eighteen feet, with many other natural facilities,
render the construction of docks for the repair of ves-
sels easy and comparatively inexpensive. At sever-
al places along the shore there are narrow indenta-
tions, wide enough at their opening to admit of two
vessels entering at the same time, and having small
creeks flowing in at the head. The entrance being
saonrad hy a wall and gate, vessels could enter upon
the tide. Being once in, and the gate closed, the
water from the stream flowing into it would raise
the vessel to any required height.

An almost inexhaustable supply of cedar and fir,
of a superior quality, grow in the immediate vicinity.
There 1s likewise an abundance of good oak, for knee
timber. Added to all this, there are, at many pla-
ces alon%the shore, an unexcelled water power for
sawing ship lumber. In short, there is nowhere, on
the Pacific coast, a place affording so many impor-
tant facilities for buillc)ling and repairing ships as the
waters of Hood's canal, Admiralty Inlet, and Puget’s
Seund. They can be defended, likewise, with great
ease and little expense. The entrance to Puget's
Sound is by a place called the Narrows, which are
only one mile wide. A small fortification on each

shore would effectually command it. The entrance

tifications on each side would keep out the whole na-
vy of the British empire. The portage between the
south end of Hood's Canal and uget's is, perhaps,
less than three miles. The climate of the surroun-
ding country is pleasant, and the soil generally pro-
ductive.

With all these advantages, above those possessed
by the Bay of San Francisco, in Upper California, it
is remarkable that they should have attracted so lit-
tlo attention. The officers sent to the Pacific coast
by the General Government, previous to the discove-
ry of gold in California, and since the time of Com-
modore Wilkes' survey of Puget’s Sound, Admiralty
Inlet and Hood’s Canal, have confined their opera-
tions to California, where, during the Mexican war,
they purchased grazing farms and town lots, and
thus beeame directly interested in making such rep-
resentations res ng the Bay of San Francisco as
would probably induce the General Government to
build docks at San Francisco, and to establish a na-
val foree there.

NorroLx AND THE SEABOARD AND Roaxoxe Rarr-
roaD.—The committee of roads and internal naviga-
tion, of the Virginia House of Delegates, has repor-
ted favorably (five to three) upon the application
of the city of Norfolk, for the incorporation of a
railroad company to connect that city with the Sea-
hoard and Roanoke railroad, by means of bridges over
the southern and eastern branches of the Elizabeth
river. There is great opposition to the measure by
citizens of Portsmouth, and some in the country por-
tion of Norfolk county, and remonstrances against it
have been presented to the Legislature. They also
had legal counsel to oppose it before the committee.

MassacuuserTs,—The following beautiful picture
of the old Bay State is presented by Governor Briggs
in his message to the State legislature:
Massachusetts has an area of 7250 square miles,
and within its limits there are now in operation more
than eleven hundred miles of railroads, with a capi-
tal of fifty millions. We have a population of about
one million, who are engaged in every branch of bus-
iness, and of indnstrv —at home and abroad, upon
the land and upon the sea,—~which holds out the
rospect of a remunerating dproﬁt. The annual va-
fue of their products exceeds one hundred millions
of dollars. Her credit is unimpaired., and, on ex-
change. at home and abroad, her bonds are sought
The value of the school houses in the State in 1848,
was $2.700,000. More than two millions of that
sum was raised and expended within the twelve pre-
ceding years. In 1849, there were, in our three
hundred and fourteen towns, 3749 public schools, in
which were employed 8163 teachers, 2426 of whom
were males andp 5737 were females. The amount of
money raised for the support of the public schools
was $830,000. Add to this the amount paid for tui-
tion in academies and private schools, and the whole
sum expended for education during the year, exclu-
ding the three colleges, was $1,168,334. A thousand
convenient and tasteful houses of public worship,
erected by different denominations of christians, beau-

tify %e:-r city, town and village of the commonwealth,
and bear testimony tl.at our people have not forgot-

ten the God of their fathers. Our public charitable
institutions, for the benefit of the deaf, dumb, and
blind, the sick, insane, and the destitute, and for in-
structing and reforming juvenile offenders, are the
jewels of the State. In our public schools, the chil-
dren of the rich and the poor sii in the same seat,
and struggle for the prize of scholarship upon equal
terms. %Fere, honest industry, prudence, and econo-
my, are honorable ; idleness and dissipation a re-
roach. It may well be doubted whether labor is
tter fed, better paid, better educated, and more re-
spected, in any community on earth than in Massa-
chusetts. By our constitution and laws, all citizens
are placed upon a common level, and are eatitled to
the same civil and political rights, and all men are,
or may become, citizens.

rts. This law was
promulgated in Mexico on the 24th of November last,

and went into operation on the 24th of December fol-
lowing. Compared with the past Mexican tariffs it
is a most liberal instrument, since it opens a great
stretch of its coast to foreign commerce ; at the same
time that it removes the hitherto prohibitory charac-
ter of the duties imposed.
