1 he eighth resolution declares that Congress has
no power to abolish the trade in slaves between the
States. This question, Mr. Clay said, had been de-
cided upon by the Supreme Court, and its decision
was generally submitted to, although some partial
difference of opinion existed.

These, Mr. Clay said, were all the resolutions he
had to offer. They were intended to cover the whole

round of controversy between the North-an- d the
outh, and he begged that they might be considered

together, as a whole and not separately. Mr. Clay
then went into a history of the Missouri compromise,
remarking, that although by some means he had got
to be looked upon as the author of that compromise,
he had in truth very little to do with it. The line
of 30 30, known as the Missouri compromise line,
originated in the Senate, and was proposed by Sena-
tor Thomas, of Illinois, he, Mr. Clay, being at the
time Speaker of the House. The only;portion of that
compromise which he originated was tha relating
to the admission of free colored people into the State.

Mr. Clay concluded with a review of the progress
of the country in all the elements of greatness. He
pointed to the prosperity under the Union to the
evils which disunion would inflict to the bloody and
desolating way which would ensue to the miserable
fragments into which this great country would be
split ; and finally, to the military despotism which
must eventually be the fate of a country weakened
by divisions, and soon by intestine strife. From all
these complicated evils, he affirmed that our only

Erotection is in Union, and in the constitution, which
heaven to preserve.

Immediately upon the conclusion of Mr. Clay's
speech, the Senate adjourned.

He was willing again to support any plan of ac-

commodation that would give equal rights to the
South. He would despond but for one reflection, to
wit : That these self same difficulties existed when
the constitution was made, and were overcome by

opinion that slavery was abolished by the Mexican
laws of the Territories, and was not likely to be in-

troduced. With this expression of opinion on the
part of Congress, he thought the North ought to be
satisfied without pressing for an enactment upon the
subject. He contended that the institution of slave-

ry had been abolished throughout Mexico previous
to the cession of this territory to the United States ;

and that, in the absence of any new enactment, the
Mexican law is still the law of the land, so far as the
territories are concerned. He denied that the ex-

tension of the Constitution of the United States over
the territory interfered with its local relations.

Mr. Clay contended that Congress has the fullest
power to legislate for the Territories, and either to
introduce or prohibit slavery by positive enactment.
In regard to the power of Congress in this respect,
Mr. Clay said he was forced to differ from his worthy
friend from Michigan, Gen. Cass, of whom he spoke
as being his friend in the best and most emphatic
sence of the term they having known each other
longer than either of them had known any other
member of the Senate.

if there was any who had come expecting to have

States is now possessed.

Mr. Clay took up the fifth resolution, which de-
clares it inexpedient to abolish slavery in the District
of Columbia, while that institution continues in Ma-
ryland, without the consent of that State without
the consent of the people of the District, and without
due compensation being made to the owners of slaves
within the District. He said that by the constitution
Congress has the power to abolish slavery in the Dis-tn- c

; the clause in the constitution giving the right
of " exclusive legislation in all cases whatsoever,"
over the seat of government ; but that the exercise
f such power would be the violation of the implied

faith under which Maryland and Virginia made the
session. Had cither of th States supposed that at
ATy future time the generous gift would be converted
f to a sword, to be turned against their own bosom,
that cession never would have been made. The por-t'o- n

of the District ceded by Virginia, Jias been re-
ceded, and Maryland is the only State properly eon-ccrne- d.

The Senate was occupied for a considerable time
in discussing the question of the reception of a peti-
tion presented by Mr. Hale for the dissolution of the
Union. The debate was participated in by Messrs.
Douglas, Hale, Foote, Underwood, Davis, of Massa-
chusetts, and others ; the question of reception was
passed over informally, and the Senate proceeded to
the consideration of Mr. Houston's resolutions on the
subject of slavery, which are as follows : .

Whereas the Congress of the United States, pos-
sessing only a delegated authority, have no power
over the subject of negro slavery witninthe limits of
the United States, either to prohibit or interfere with
it in the States, Territories, or District where, by
municipal law, it now exists, or to establish it in any
State or Territory where it does not exist ; but, as
an assuarancc and guarantee to promoto harmony,
quiet apprehension, and remove sectional prejudice,
which by possibility might impair or weaken love
