Early History.
Neither of the signers of the Declaration of Inde-

pendence from No. Carolina was born in this State.
Joseph Hewes was born in Kingston, N. J., 1730 !

William Hooper, in Boston, 1742, and John Penn, in
Caroline Co., Va., 1741.

Joseph Hewes only lived 3 years after the Decla-
ration of Independence was declared. William
Hooper about 14 years, and John Penn had the pleas-
ure of living through an ordinary generation, under
the blessings of that government, he had done so
much to originate. He lived 33 years after he sign-
ed the declaration.

In remarkable contrast with this, is the fact that
every member from Virginia that signed the Decla-
ration of Independence was born in that State. Two
oftheminone county Francis Lightfoot Lee, and
Richard Henry Lee.

It would
thus appear that the total amount of California gold
received into this country from the first consignment
in 1848, up to the present time, exceeds the truly
enormous sum of twelve millions of dollars ; but, enor-
mous as it is, still much below the popular estimate.

The coinage at the mint during the present quar-
ter lias been very heavy, as may have been inferred
from the number of certificates paid. About one
hundred thousand dollars of double eagles have been
coined and issued, and a still larger amount will be
coined in the course of a few days.

It will be seen that the receipts contin-
ue to fall off heavily, as compared with last year.
The estimates of the crop are now from 2,000,000 to
2,100,000 bales only. And yet, with this deficiency
of G to 700,000 bales tho price is falling. This is evi-

dently caused by the English consumers, who resist
high prices.

Burning of the H. S. Smith. A gentleman front

the West gives us some details of the burning of the
steamer H. S. Smith on the Chatahoochee river.
The steamer left Columbus for Apalachicola on Sun-
day, the 17th instant, with 1015 bales of Cotton.
About 10 o'clock the same night, when near Eufaula,
about fifty miles below Columbus, the boat was dis-

covered to be on fire, which spread so rapidly as to
prevent any efforts to run her on shore, and she drif-
ted down with the current, which was running with
great rapidity, there being a heavy freshet in the ri-

ver. Two of the passengers, and two negro hands
belonging to the boat, were drowned. Gen. Irwin,
one of the passengers lost, was a wealthy planter,
residing near Gainesville, and was returning home
with the proceeds of his crop eight thousand dol-

lars, in gold. When the alarm of fire was given, he
hastily seized the bag of gold, rushed to the side of
the vessel and jumped overboard, and almost instant-
ly sunk. Of the 1015 bales of Cotton, only three ba-
