Mzg. Eprtor—Glancing over the pages of the Wil-
mington Aurora, of June 1st, [ notice an article head-
ed “ Medical Society of North Carolina,” and on ex-
amination of the Editor's remarks, I find he entively
coincides with me in reference to what we should do.

I ask, through the columns of your paper, to insti-
tute the inquiry—Why does not North Carolina es-
tablish a Medical School within her own borders?
She has Medical men of the first talent; and as a
proof of this assertion, where has been a more intri-
cate case in Surgery than the one performed by your
Dr. Dicksox on Murray of Duplin, and where isa
more scientific practitioner in Medicine than your
McRee, Sen., and where are superiors to RosinsoN,
Strupwick, Camerox, Prrmax, and many others that
might be mentioned ?  And then, why is it that our
young men have to go abroad to get the necessary
qualifications for the practice of Medicine ? Reason,
common sense, says, establish a Medical School with-
in your own borders ; save your young men the trou-
ble and expense of going to other States for the ben-
efit of Medical Lectures ; and, above all, save within
your own State the means necessarily employed in
making this foretgn preparation.

While I am writing, another thought suggests it-
self. Why do we in North Carolina continue our
mock Courts of Justice ! I mean the Ccarts of Pleas
and Quarter Sessions. It is apparent to every strict
observer that no case of importance is finally dispo-
sed of in the County Courts, and by reference to your
financial accounts, you will perceive that they cost
quite as much as the Superior Courts, where final
adjudication of all matters of consequence is had. 1
am aware that the demagogue will say County Courts
are cheapest, and henee convenient and best for the
poor man, hut (without any disparagement to the
legal profession,) I ask the quostion, if the ignorant
eannot procure a motion made to & common magis-
tracy, by a friend, without paying an Attorney a for-
ty, yes, and sometimes a two hundred shilling bill ?

Believing in the position which I have taken, I
beg leave to submit to our next Representatives in
the Legislature, in advance of their election. the pro-
priety of establishing a Medical College in North
Carolina ; and also the propriety of abolishing the
County Courts, except so far as a Court of Probate,
&ec. In the latter case, [ am fully persuaded that
there would be a saving to the country. Establish
a Court of Appeals for the disposition of all matters
«cognizable by a single Magistrate, and even if you
have to pay that Court a heavy salary, it would be
less than the amount now cxpended to conduct the
County Courts, and, in most cases, justice better ad-
ministered.

Southern Convention—Thixd Day.

NasuviLLE, June 5—9 P. M.

The convention assembled according to adjourn-
ment, at 10 o'clock this morning, and after prayer
and the reading of the procecdings of yesterday. pro-
ceeded to business.

Several delegates were announced as having ar-
rived, and were admitted to seats in the convention.

The names of gentlemen comprising the committee
consists of two fromn cach State, and of cne from
such States as have but one delegate or representa-
tive in attendance in the convention.

Mr. McCrea. of Mississippi. submitted a series of
resolutions declaring that the spirit of the conven-
tion was conciliatory—that its object was to preserve
the Constitution and the Union. Further, that the
territory acquired by the United States belongs to
the several States. to be governed and controeled by
them through their representatives or agents in Con-
gress.

The resolutions further reccommend. or rather as-
sert, that if the North will not accede to the South
its rights as guarantied by the constitution, the for-|
mality of the association would be broken, and even-
tually lead to non-intercourse between the two dis-
puting and now apparently adverse sections of the
Union—theslaveholding and non-slaveholding States.

The resolutions further assert that Congress has
no right to diseriminate between the species of pro-

rty held under the constitution.

Mr. Campbell, of Alabama, took strong Southern
grounds, and was adverse to any compromise.

Mr. Erwin, of Alabama, denied, the right to re-
ceive resolutions or petitions from non-slaveholding
States having a tendency to effect the abolition of
slavery.

Mr. Benning, of Georgia, offered strong resolutions,
taking decided Southern ground in regard to slavery,
but he said they would accept as a compromise, the
Missouri line of 36 30.

Mr. Dawson, of Georgia, offered a resolution re-
commending a liberal ]iaatronage to the new Southern
newspaper, to be established at Washington, to ad-
vocate the interests of the South.

Mr. Chester, of Tennessee, offered a resolution
propusing the appointment of a committee on print-
ing, which was earried. and the Convention adjourn-
ed till 10 v'clock to-morrow morning.

Fourth Day.

NasaviLLg, June 6—P. M.

The convention assembled this morning, at the ap-
pointed hour, and proceeded to business.

There are now in attendance at the Convention ac-
credited delegates from the following States, viz:—
From Virginia 6 ; South Carolina 17; Georgia 12:
Alabama 21 ; Mississippi 11 ; Texas 1: Arkansas 2;
Florida 6 ; besides a large number from Tennessee.

Propositions from the different States were next
received. and referred to the select committee ap-
portioned from the several States.

The various propositions which have thus far been
offered in regard to the great leading subject for
which the Convention assembled, have been mild and
conciliatory, but firm and determined.

The general impression prevails that the Conven-
tion will eventually recommend a compromise, and
prabably decide upon the Missouri compromise ; then
adjourn to meet again in October next.

The secretary proceeded to call upon the several
States for popositions to be referred to the standing
committee.

Virginia being called. Judge Tucker, of that Satte,
proposed a series of propositions. He would not use
the word resolved, for it implies the opinion already
expressed, and would be regarded in a wrong light.
The propositions stated that conquered territory be-
longed to the several States colleetively—Congress
had no right to pass laws disposing of 1t—diserimi-
nating who shall buy, making it advantageous to
some and disadvantageous to others. Also declaring
the Wilmot proviso unconstitutional ; that the South
was justifiable in resisting it at all hazards and to
the last extremity; that those States opposed to the
Wilmot proviso are yet more bound to resist the
claim of sojourners not permanent residents to make
laws over new territory. Referred.

Mr. Campbell of Alabama, submitted resolutions
in regard to the reclamation of fugitive slaves, ta-
king strong grounds against the States which bad
refused or neglected to restore such fugitives. Re-
ferred. )

The same gentlemen presented a second series of
resolutions, declaring all the States on an equality,
without distinction ; that it is their duty to preserve
their domestic institutions ; that there is no power in
Congress to interfere with them ; that it was a gross
usurpation of power in Congress to diseriminate in
regard to the position States should occupy relating
to new territory without State privileges.

Mr. Duperent of Florida, submitted a series of res-
olutions, which were referred to the committee.

Messrs. MeClenand and Pearsons of Florida, also
submitted resolutions, which were referred.

Major W. H. Polk, of Tennessee, offered an amend-
ment to the following resolution of Mr. Cammel of
Alabama :

Reso'ved, Thatin the event of the dominant majority refus-
ing to recognize the great constitutional rights, we asgert, and
shull continue to dony the obligation of the Federal govern-
ment to maintain them. It isthe sense of thisconvention that
the territorics might be treated mt{;rnperl.y_. and divided be-
tween tho scctions of the Union, so that the rights of both see-
tions might be adequately secured in their respective shares.
That we are aware this course is open to give objection, but
we are ready to acquiesce in the adoption of the line“of 36
dog. 30 min. North latitnde, to the line of division, a8 we did
on & former occagion. Tpon consideration of what is due to
the stability of our institutions.

Mr. Polk’'s amendment was as follows, which is to
be inserted at the words, event of petitions proposed
cannot be secured in the line of 36 degrees 36 min-
utes north latitude. This Convention does not intend
to be understood as expressing an opinion adverse to
the plan of adjustment, presented in the U. States
Senate, by the committee of thirteen, with Buch.a-
mendments thercto as may be in accordance with
the rights of the Southern States.

Mr. Walker, of Alabama, moved tolay the amend-
ments on the table, declaring it out of order. The
resolution desired to be amended was not before the
Convention, but sent into the committee. Thisques-
tion created great confusion.

Major Polk having obtained the floor, asked the
gentleman from Alabama if he desired to keep out
of the committee the consideration of the compromise
question put before Congress to pamper the commit-
tee—the Convention being of opinion that the amend-
ment was out of order.

Mr. Polk submitted this in the form of a distinct

Gen. Pillow; of Tennessee, submitted a series of
amendments to the document, which were read. and
the address was recommitted, with the amendments,
to the committee.

Many other gentlemen offered ameadments, all of
which went to the committee.

Mr. Gordon, chairman of the committee to whom
the resolutions and propositions were referred, read
the number which the committee had adopted since
makmg the report, which was laid on the table and
ordered to be printed, in order to give the committee
time to reconsider the address. The convention then
adjourned until to-morrow.

Good fecling and a conciliatory but firm spirit
characterises the convention.

The committee has reported unanimously in favor
of the compromise line of 36 30 to the Pacific ocean,

and jt is believed that the Convention will adopt it
unanimously.

From the Telegraphic Corr. of the Balt. Clipper.
Forclgn News—Arrival of the Steamer Atlantic.
Four Pays Later from Europe.

New Yorxk, June 9—P. M.

The new American ocean steamer Atlanticarrived
here this afternoon, brin ing Liverpool dates to the
20th ult., being four da}'sﬁater than the accounts by
the royal mail steamer America.

The Atlantic made her passage from Liverpool to
her wharfin this city in preciser eleven days and
four hours, which, though a short time, is not up to
her speed. She brings seventy-three passengers, all
of whom speak in high terms of her management,
comforts, capacities, &e.

The withdrawal of the Russian Minister from Eng-
land is bourly anticipated; and it is believed that
trouble will follow. ~This eircumstance is producing’
much speculation in the political circles. :

The Eing of Prussia, who, it will be recollected,
was shot through the arm with a pistol ball ured at’
him by a Lieutenant of the Artillery, with the purpose
of assassination, is in & very critical condition. His
arm is greatly swollen from the wound, and at the
latest accounts his pain was so great that he had
been unable to sleep for several nights. It is feared
that mortification may ensue, and cause either the
necessity of amputation or death.

France.—Tt 1s expected that the electoral law will
undergo extensive alterations. The French Presi-
dent has stopped the publication of the newspaper
ealled * The k’apolcon,“ on account of the appear-
ance in it of articles ealeulated to envenom the ne-
gotiations pending with England relative to tiie set-
tlement of the Greek question.

New Yorxk, June 9—0 P. M.
Arrival of the Hermann.

The steamer Hermann arrived here to-day from
Southampton, whence she sailed on the 20th May.
Her news, of course, is superceded. She was delay-
ed by an accident to her larboard engine after being
four days out. She brings 135 fpassengers and a ve-

ry large and valuable cargo of French and other
goods.

Thyee Days Lnl—er from Europc.

The Steamer Canada arrived at Halifax on the
11th inst., with news from Liverpool to the 1st inst.
There is no political news of much importance to
our readers. The Russian ambassador has been or-
dered from St. James. Cotton has adyanced §c. per
1b. on the quotations of the 29th ult,
lower. Not a word said about Naval Stores. [We
do wish that our Northern exchanges would pay a
little more attention to the Naval Store market.]

Interesting Correspondence—Instructions to thoe A=
mevican Consul at Havana.

The New York Herald containsseveral official doe-
uments laid before Congress by President Taylor, in
relation to the invasion of Cuba. Mr. Clayton, Sec-
retary of State, in a letter addressed to Mr. Camp-
bell, the American Consul at Havana, under date of
the 31st ult., says:

‘*The duties devolving upon you in consequence of
the fate of the hostile expedition against Cuba will
require the exercise of all the prudence and firmness
which you cun command. It is the President’s de-
termination to sustain the honor of this government
by the faithful discharge of our obligations towards
Spain. For this purpose, prosecutions will be com-
menced against any persons within our jurisdiotion,
who may have been concerned in the expedition,
contrary to the existing laws.
this spirit of good faith towards our neighbor, how-
ever, the President expects that the Spanish author-
ities will not allow themselves to be misled by exul-
tation or vengeance, to injure in the persons or pro-
perty. of any of our citizens in Cuba, against whom
no probable cause of proceeding may exist ; and he
demands that those who may be charged with guilt
shall have a fair trial. A different course would be
sure to rouse a feeling in this country which might
defeat the administration of justice towards such per-
sons as may be arrested for offending against the
laws, and indeed, might render it impracticable to
permit further violation of those laws to an extent
much more likely to result in peril to the Spanish
dominion in that [sland.

But, although your duties will be at once arduous
and delicate, you will bear in mind that they must
be such as strictly belong to the Consular character
under the law of nations. The Spanish government
has refused to consider your functions as in any re-
spect diplomatic. You will, however, be vigilant in
ascertaining who, among your countrymen, in your
Consular district, are charged with crimes against
the sovereignty of Spain. You sec that they have a
fair trial, and if, in any instance, this shall he refu-
sed, you will report the fact to the Departrient, in
order that the Spanish government may be hcld ac-
countable,

“ Foreigners detected on board an American vessel,
equipped and armed for an invasion of the territory
of a friendly nation, cannot be allowed to use our
flag as a fraud to conceal their purpose, or to protect
them in the act of invasion.

‘It is true that the 15th article of our treaty with
Spain, of 1795, declares, * It is also agreed that the
same liberty be extended to persons who are on
board a free ship, so that, although they may be en-
emies to either party, they shall not be made prison-
ers, or taken out of that free ship, unless they are
soldiers, and in actual service of the enemy.” This
stipulation expressly acknowledges the right of Spain
to take armed enemics out of the United States ves-
sels. Inasmuch, however, as this right may be abu.-
sed, in the event of any abuse of that character com-
ing to your knowledge, you will take suitable steps
for obtaining redress. .

“In general, the protection of the governmentis
due to those only who owe their allegiance. If, there-
fore, any persons, not citizens of the United States,
shall have been arrested upon a charge of being con-
cerned in the expedition, they will have no right to
your interposition in their belmlf.

preference to that offered by Mr. Clay, but evincing
a fervent desire for a compromise of the exeiting
question on some favorable terms that would preserve
the Union. .

All the resolntions were referred to the Committee
appointed to take these matters into consideration,
a.lf)ter which the Convention adjourned until Satur-

day.

“ The President means to claim, for the American
occupants of the Mexican island, that they are not
guilty of any crime, for which, by the laws of civili-
zed nations, they should suffer death. They may
have been, ard probably were. guilty of erimes, for
which this government ought, in good faith. to pun-
ish them under the act of Congressof April 20, 1818.
But supposing the facts relating to their capture to
be as they are represented to us, the President has
resolved that the eagle must and shall protcet them
against any punishment but that which the tribunals
o%their own nation may award. Tell the Count of
Alcoy to send them home, to encounter a punish-
ment, whieh, if they are honorable men, will be
worse than any he could irflict, in the indignant
frowns and denunciation of men in their own

¢ | country. for an attempt to violate the faith and hon-

or of ® nation which holds its character for integrity
of more value and higher worth than all the Antil-
les together.

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SLAvETRADE ABoLisHED OX THE WHOLE WINDWARD
CoasT or Liperia.—The subjoined extract of a letter
from Goyernor Roberts, of Liberia. to Anson G. Phelps,
of New York city, published in the Journal of Com-
merce, gives intelligence of an important extension
of the territory of the African republie, by which it
will be enabled to root out the slave trade from the
whole windward coast of Africa. The letter is dated
Monrovia, April 20th, 1850 :—

*“I am happy to inform you that nothing has oc-
curred since my last letter to you, to interrupt the
even progress of our public affairs. By the Liberia
Packet and bark Chieftain, Mr. McLain sent usa
small amount of funds, to aid in the purchase of ter-
l'ltorgr——and which we have tarned to good account.
We bave just purchased three tracts of country in
the neighborhood of Gallinas, and paid the first in-
stalment. I am now about to visit Gallinas myself,
to conclude the purchase of that famous spot and
two other tracts, which will give us all the territory
lying between our present Northwest boundary line
and the Bar; and which will enable us to extirpate,
effectually, the slave trade from the whole Windward
Coast. For Gellinas we shall have to pay several
thousand dollars; thercfore, we look with deep con-

cern for assistance from Mr. McLain, by the return
packet.”
