In the first number on this subject, published some
short time since, the history of the Press was colla-
ted from its discovery in the 15th eentury down te
The Press of our own State, from

our Revolution.
its first introduction into the Province in 1749, by
James Davis, and the names and characters of the
different Editors were stated.

From that period to the presen® much information

is collected, yet much is needed to make its history

complete and satisfactory.

The ruling powers of England seemed, says Wil-

liamson. in his History of Nerth Carolina, vol. 1,
165. to have regarded knowledge as a dangerous plant
in the Provinces, else they would not have instructed

Lord Effingham, the Governor of Virginia, “ not to

suffer the use of a Printing Press on any oceasion
whatever.” It was a cause of gratitude, for which
Sir William Berkley gave thanks to Heaven, * that

there was not a Printing Office in any of the South-

ern Provinces.”

Surely, if such subjects afforded his Lordship any
cause of congratulation, the early history of our State

must have filled his loyal heart with happiness.

But, under the influence of free government, the
Presg, during the period which we are now consider-

ing, has attained in our Government position and
power hitherte unknown in the history of our race.

Tymperly, in Lis Encyclopeedia of Literary and
Typographical Anecdote, informs us that the United
States had. in 1834, with a population of 13,000,000,
more newspapers than all Europe with a population
of 100,000,000 !

Such are consequences of institutions and laws
that realize the idea of Locke's perfection of a Gov-
ernment. where every man may think what he pleas-
es and specak what he thinks.

At the eommencement of the Revolution of 17706,
the only newspapers in our State were at Newbern,
Wilmington. Halifax, Edenton, and Hillsborough.

In 1812, there were newspapers printed at New-
bern, Wilmington. Edenton, Tarborough, Murfrees-
borough, Fayetteville, Raleigh, and Warrenton.

It is to be regretted that no files are extant of this
period. or within the control of the writer of this
sketeh, which show * the form and pressure of the
times.” or the charaeters of the Editors.

We observe that the Legislature of Wisconsin, at
a recent session, has ordered that the County Court
Clerks of each County shall subseribe. in the name
of the County, for a copy of each paper printed in
the County, for rcference, to be bound up and pre-
served.

It would be a worthy enactment of our General
Assembly : and further. to direet the State Librarian
to procure a copy of each paper printed in the State,
to Ec preserved in like manner. Their value would
inerease with their years, and be a most useful and
reliable source of reference.

The Constitution. made at Halifax in 1776, was
printed, as well as the Acts of the Legislature, the
first that assembled under the Constitution, by James
Davis, at Newbern, in April, 1777.

James Davis was, as stated in a previous number
of these sketches, a Virginian by birth, and was ap-
pointed. under the Colonial Government, Post Master
at Newlbera, by Benjamin Franklin, and also held
the commission of a magistrate, from Gov. Tryon—
the last hut one of the Royal Governors.

The Private Aects of the General Assembly, from
1715 to 1790. were printed at Newbern, by Francois
X. Martin, in 1794,

The MG aud chasavlic: of Francois Xavier Martin
is full of interest.

The lesson it teaches is full of encouragement to
the industrious_pradent and persevering. IHe was a
Frenchmad Ly birth, as his name indicates, without

fortune and friends. but by application and industry
rose to the highest ranks of society. In 1791, the
Legislature afforded him aid in publishing the stat-
utes of England in foree and use in this State. In
1803 he was employed by the same to publizh a re-
visal of the acts of the Proprietary, Royal and State
Governments. In 1809, he was :1];1-”{1.{-_\.‘1 by Mr.
Madison fo a judicial office. first in Mississippi Ter-
ritory, afterwards Orleans ; and when the latter be-
came a Mate. Louisiana. he was appointed a Judge
of the Supreme Court of that State, in which office.
he re.a(‘-e‘ntll_y died. full of years, wealth and honor. In
1320, he published a History of North Carolina, in
two volumes.

Abraham Hodge, uncle of William Boylan, Esq..
of Raleigh, was a cotemporary, and was early an ex-
tensive printer in the State.  Of his life, character
and death. the writer is not informed.

The name of Joseph Gales appears in Tymperly's
]‘:l\(‘}'ﬁlf‘\\‘l‘fli:l. as the publishier of the Sheffield Regis-
ter No. 1, in England, in June, 1787. lHe fled to A-
meviea from the persecutions of tyranny in 1794, and
scttled in Raleigh, where in 1794, he established the
present Raleigh Register, now condueted by bis grand-
son, Seaten Gaules, Esq. Im 1801, the office of the
Register. with all its appliances. was burned to the
ground : but by the generous aid of friends with the
enterprize of the Editor, it revived, and took an ac-
tive part fur the country, in its perilous contest with
England in the war of 1812.

An nccurate account of his typographical labors.
by a faithful and familiar hand, wuultr fill the peri-
od now alluded to, and is most desirable to the conn-
try. To those who have the material at hand, and
more ability than the writer of this, this daty is con-
fided. By many now alive, Le is remembered with
pleasure. His life was inoffensive and full of gen-
tleness, and his talents and his virtues have left be-
hind a character worthy of regard and emulation.

A Good Plain Coak.

Young ladies of the leisure classes are educated
to become uncommonly acute critics of all that per-
tains to personal blandishment. They keep an un-
compromisingly tight hand over their milliners and
ladies’ maids. They can tell to a thread when a
flounce is too narrow or a tuck too deep. They are
taught to a shade what colors suit their respeetive
complexions, and to a hair how their coiffure onght
to be arranged. Woe unto the seamstress or hand-
maiden who sins in these matters! But her * good
plain eook "—when a damsel is promoted to wedlock,
and owns one— s unreproached for the most
heinous offences. Badly seasoned and ill-assimilated
soup ; fish, without any fault of the fishmonger, soft
and flabby : meat, rapidly roasted before fierce fires,
burnt outside and raw within ; poultry rend-ved by
the same process tempting to the eye, till di. ection
reveals red and uncooked joints! These erimes, from
their frequency and the ignorance of * the lady of
the house,” remain unpunished. Whereupon, hus-
bands, tired of their Barmecide feasts—which disap-
point the taste more hecause t-be{ have often a pro-
mising look to the eye—prefer better fare at their
clubs: and eseape the Seylla of bad digestion to be
wrecked on the Charybdis of domestic discord. All
this is owing to the wife's culinary ignorance, and to
your “Geod Plain Cooks.™

We do not say that the daughters of the wealthy
and well-to-do should be submitted to regular kitch-
en apprenticeships, and taught the details of cooke-
ry, any more than that they should learn to make
shoes or to fit and sew dresses. But it is desirable
that thej should acquire principles—such principles
as would enable them to apply prompt correction to
the crrors of their hired cooks. lr; is no very bold as-
sertion that were such a knowing and judicious su-
pervision generally exercised, the stomach diseases.
under which half our nation is said to groan, would
be materially abated.

Let us take a step or two lower in the ladder of
English life, where circumstances oblige the Good
Plamn Cock and the wife to be one and the same per-
son. Many a respectable clerk, and many a small
farmer, is doomed from one year's end to another to
a wearying disproportion of cold, dry, uncomfortable
dinners, because his wife’'s knowledge of cookery
takes no wider range than that which pertains to the
roasted, boiled, and fried. Thousands of artisans
and laborers are deprived of half the actual nutri-
ment of food. and of all the legitimate pleasures of
the table, beeause their better halves—though good
plain cooks, in the ordinary acceptation of the term
—are in utter darkness as to economising and ren-
dering palatable the daily sustenance of their fami-
lies.  * If we could see,” says a writer hefore quoted.
** by the help of an Asmodeus what is going onat the
dinner hour of the humbler of the middle class, what
a spectacle of discomfort. waste, ill-temper, and con-
sequent ill-conduet it would he! The man quarrels
with his wife because there is nothing he can eat,
and he generally makes up in drink for the deficien-
cies in the article of food. Gin is the consolation to
the spirits and the resource to the baulked appetite.
There is thus not only the direct waste of food and
detriment to health, but the farther consequent waste
of the use of spirits, with its injury to the habits and
the health. On the other hand, people who eat well,
drink moderately; the satisfaction of appetite with
relish dispensing with recourse to stimulants. Good
humor, too, and good health follow a good meal, and
by a good meal we mean anything. however simple,
well dressed in its way. A rich man may live very
expensively and very ill, and a poor man very fru-
gally hut very well, if it be his good fortune to have
a good cock in his wife or his servant; and a minis-
tering angel a good cock is, either in the one capaci-
ty or the other, not only to those in humble circum-
stances, but to many above them of the class served
by what are self-termed professed cooks, which is too
frequently an affair of Frofessinn purely, and who
are to be distinguished from plain eocks only in tlis,
that they require larger wages for spoiling {ood, and
spoil much more in quantity, and many other arti-
c{es to boot.

Great would be the advantage to the community
if cookery were made a braneh of female education.
To the poor, the gain would be incalculable. “A-
mongst the prizes which the Bountifuls of hoth sexes
are fond of bestowing in the country,” we quote the
Examiner, *we should like to sce some offered for
the best boiled potato, the best grilled mutton chop,
and the best seasoned hotch-potch soup or broth. In
writing of a well-boiled potato, we are aware that
we shall incur the contempt of many for attaching
importance to a thing they suppose to be so common :
but the fact is that their eontempt arises, as is often
the origin of contempt, from their ignorance, there
not being one person in ten thouzand who has ever
scen and tasted that great rarity—a well-boiled po-
tato.”

This is scarcely an exaggeration. The importance
attached to the point by the highest gastronomie au-
thorities, is shown by what took place, some years
sinee, at the meeting of a Pall Mall Clab Commitiee
specially called for the selection of a cook. The ean-
didates were an Englishman, from the Albion Tav-
ern, and a Frenchman recommended by Ude. 'The
eminent divine who presided in right of distinguish-
ed connoisseurship put the first question to the candi-
dates. It was this :—* Can you hoil a potato ?”

Let us hope that these hints will fruetify and be
improved upon, and that the first principles of cook-
ing will hecome. in some way, a part of female edu-
cation. In sehools, however, this will be difficut —
ft ean only be a branch of houschold education ; and
until it does so hecome, we shall continue to be afflie-
ted with Good Plain Cooks.— Household Words.

‘Not a great deal. I undertook to settle up a
business at the Desmoins Rapids awhile ago, but the

corn house. Light-wood is the wood of the long-
leaved pine, and is so called, not heecause it is light,
for it is almost the heaviest wood in the world, but |
because it gives more light than any other fuel.

The
abundance of light-wood is one of the boasts of |

chilly, you may have a fixed extempore; a hit of
light-wood and a coal give you a bright blaze and a
strong heat in an instant. The negroes make fires
of it in the fields where they work: and, when the |
mornings are wet and chilly, in the pens where they
are milking the cows. At a plantation, where [
passed a frosty night, I saw fires in a small enclosure,
and was told by the lady of the house that she had
ordered them to be made to warm the cattle.

The light-wood fire was made, and the negroes
dropped in from the neighboring plantations, singing
as they came. The driver of the plantation, a col-
ored man, brought out baskets of corn in the husk,
and piled it in a heap: and the negroes began to
strip the husks from the ears, singing with great
glee as they worked, keeping time to the music, and
now and then throwing in a joke and an extrayvagant
burst of laughter. The songs were %enerally of a
comic character ; but one of them was set to singu-
larly wild and plaintive air, which some of our mu-
sicians would do well to reduce to notation. These
are the words:

The song of “* Jenny gone away,” was also given,
and another, called the monkey song, probably of
African origin, in which the prinei 1 singer Ferson-
ated a monkey, with all sorts of ogg gesticulations,
and the other negroes bore partin the chorus, ** Dan,
dan, who's de daddy!” One of the songs. commonly
sung on these occasions, represents ghe various ani-
mals of the woods as belonging to some profession or
trade. For example—

“ De cooter is de boatman—""
The cooter is the terrapin, and a very expert boat-
man he is.
** De cooter is de boatman.
John John Crow.
De red-bird de soger.
John John Crow.
De mockinf-bird de lawyer.
ohn John Crow.
De aligator sawyer.
John John Crow.”

The alligator's back is furnished with a toothed
ridge, like the edge of a saw, which explains the last
line.

When the work of the evening was over, the ne-
groes adjourned to a spacious kitchen. One of them
took his place as musician, whistling and beatin
time with two sticks upon the floor. Several of the
men came forward and executed various dances, ea-
pering. prancing, and drumming with heel and toe
upon the floor, with astonishing agility and perse-
verance, though all of them had performed their
daily tasks and had worked all the evening, and some
had walked four to seven miles to attend the corn
shucking. From the dances a transition was made
to a mock military parade, a sort of burlesque of our
militia trainings, in which the words of command
and the evolutions were extremely ludicrous. It be-
came necessary for the commander to make a speech,
and confessing his incapacity for public speaking, he
called vpon a huge black man named Toby to ad-
dress the company in his stead. Toby, a man of
powerful frame, six feet high, his face ornamented
with a beard of fashionable cut, had hitherto stood
leaning against the wall, looking upon the frolic with
an air of superiority. He consented, came forward,
and demanded a bit of paper to hold in his hand, and
harangued the soldiery. It was evident that Toby
had listened to stump speeches in his day. He spoke
of * de majority of Sous Carolina,” “de interests of
de State,” *de honor of ole Ba'nwell district,” and
these phrases he econnected by various expletives.
