The Nashville Conventlon—Dissointion Strongly
Recommended.

This body re-nssembled on the 11th inst. Judge
Suarkey, the former President, having backed out,
the meeting was organized by Ex-Gov. McDoxawrp,
of Georgia. taking the Chair. Gov. McDoxaLp was
Vice President at the former meeting. The Presi-
dent made a strong Southern rights speech. Very
few delegates had arrived, and no further business
was done on the first day.

On Tuesday, the second day, the meeting was per-
manently organized, by the election of Gov. McDox-
aLp, of Georgia, as President, and Gov. Caapmax, of
Alabama, as Vice President. Committees appointed.

On Wednesday, the 13th instant, several addition-
al delegates arrived ; the Convention numbering in
all about sixty members. The following States were
represented : Tennessee, Alabama, Mississippi, Geor-
gia, South Carolina, Virginia, Florida—seven States.
Resolutions were offered by Gov. Crax of Alabama,
and Mr. Durost of Florida. Those of Mr. Cray
very decidedly pointed to dissolution as the only rem-
edy. Of the remaining days. we give the telegraph-
ic reports in full, taken from the Baltimore Sun and
other exchanges. It will be seen that the Conven-
tion was far from unanimous.

NasuviLie, Nov'r 14.—The Convention, agreea-
bly to adjournment, assembled this morning at ten
o'clock.

The President asked the Secretary to read a letter
received from Mr. Roules, an absent member of the
Tennessee delegation. The letter is written in strong
terms of secession.

The States being ealled, resolutions were offered
by Messrs. Jones and Hunter of Georgia ; Davenport |
of Mississippi: Pillow and Donaldson of Tennessee ; |
and Cheves of South Carolina.

Mr. Cheves's resolution is as follows :

HResolved, That seeession by the joint action of the slave-
holding States, is the only efficient remedy for the aggrava-
ted wrongs which they now endure, and the enormous evils

which threaten them in the future, from the usurped and now
unrestrained power of the Federal Government.

Mr. Cheeves then delivered a written speech,
which occupied three hours. The speech fully and
ably reviews the subject of secession, and recom-
mends it as the only alternative. It had already oc-
curred—the Rubicon was passed, and the Union was
virtually dissolved. What was the Union? It was
a bond of fraternity—it had now become one of hos-
tilities. We could not expeet to live with a people
who. on every occasion, and in the halls of legisla-
tion, denounced slavery as a crime. and its partici-
pants as criminals. Was not the face of every Soath-
ern man suffused with shame at such insults? He
said that we could hope for nothing from any change
that the North could give. It would only bring an
increase of their power and our danger. Our dis-
grace and shame would follow. We should. as a
arty. unitedly contend for the interests of cur bleed-
Ing country.

If Virginia would lead in the matter, no blood |
would be spilled, and he had no doubt that in a lit-
tle time every Southern State would follow, except, |
perhaps, Delaware, whose interest would deter her.
And even in the possibility of an invasion from the |
North, to coerce us, where was their army and mo- {
ney * All their militia put together would find it |
difficult to take Charleston or Savannah—and if the
did, what would they do with it?

Quite an extensive conflagration broke out in the
Foundry and Steam Manufactory of Messrs. Canme-

The whole amount of destruction by the fire will pro-
bably reach as high as £80.000.

They are all equal, each State has a
right to judge of an infringament upon it by the
other States, and has a right to sccege peacebly.—
Any attempt to coerce the seceding States into the
measures of the majority isa gross assumption of
power ; and the South is recommen ded, in case any
one State should secede, to support that State.

All the anticipated evils. for the consideratiou of
which this convention has been called, have been
fully realized. The South has been degraded by
the virtual extension of the Wilmot proviso over
California, and the exclusion of sluvery from Utah
and New Mexico. Not satisfied with California,
Utah and New Mexico, Congress has brought. under
a threat of bringing down the militia if she refused
to sell, territory from the State of Texas. for the pur-
pose of making that also free. Not only this—Con-
gress has likewise incerfered with slavery in the
District of Columbia.

The resolution recommends the calling of a Con-
gress of the South, to meet in Montgomery, Ala.,
for the purpose of counciling as to what course shall
be pursued by the Southern States for the mainte-
nance of their rights and institutions.

Sentence of Hon. Gi. W, Caldwell.

At the Fall session of Mecklenburg'Superior Court, held
in Charlotte last week, the case of Hon. G. W. Caldwell
was brought up for final judgment. It will be remembered
that during the Congressional canvass last year, certain
difflculties arose between Major Caldwell, who was a candi-
date, and Rufus Barringer, Esq., arising out of publications
made by the latter derogatory to the former, which led to an
affray. After hearing testimony and counsel, his Honor,
Judge Settle pronounced the judgment of the Court to be
that Major Caldwell should go to prison for 20 days. After
staying in prison 2 days, Major C. was liberated, at the una-
mous reprezentation of the Grand Jury. The fecling was
very strong on behalf of Major Caldwell, whose friends of
both parties tendered bim a public dineer, which, as will be
seen he declined.

On Thursday (thanksgiving day) the case of the

State against Mrs. Afin X. Simpson, for the murder
(hy poison) of her husband, A. C. Simpson; was
taken up. She was arraigned on Monday afternoon;
and pleaded * not guilty.” The bill of indictment
in this case uccn&;ed five ‘rages of foolscap. Hon.
Robt. Strange, Warren Winslow and Duncan K.
McRae, Esqs., conducted the defence: and Mr.
Solicitor Ashe and Hon. James C. Dobbin for the
State.

At the time of putting our paper to press, the ex-
amination of witnesses wasnot closed. The examina-
tion of Drs. Mallett and Robinson, and Rev. Simeon
Colton, seemed to prove very clearly the existence of
poison in the stomach of the deceased ; and their
opinions, based upon their examinations of the con-
tents of the stomach. and the symptoms of illness of
which the deceased died. were. that he came to his
death by white arsenic taken into the stomach.—
This having been established. other witnesses testifi-
ed, that a serious dizagreement happened between
Mr. and Mrs. Simpson, but a short time previous to
his death. That she read to a young woman, whom
she employed in the house to sew. a letter from Mr.
Simpson, saying that he once believed she loved him,
but he now knew she loved another better. That
for the sake of their friends he would continue tolive
with her, but she must make him a separate bed.

It was further testified that she went to an old for-
tune teller, who told her a good deal of nonsense:
but among other things and at different times, that
her husband would not live long, and that she would
marry the one she loved ; that she turned the cups.
and saw his coffin, and predicted his early death. It
was further testified that Mrs. Simpson’s amours
with ancther man was the cause of disagreement be-
tween her and her husband.

It was testified that she brought arsenic a short
time before his death, and asked a gentleman what
effeet it had on animals and men.

Then the testimony of two boarders in the house.
detailing her conduct at the table on the day before
Mr. S.’s death, throw dark and terrible suspicions
upon the motives and desigus of the prisoner. Her
conversations but a few minutes after the death of
the deceased, in regard to what the fortune-teller
told her, and of her future course, all help to darken
the picture and point to her as the only person who,
in aﬁ reasonable probability, would have adminis-
tered the drug: and yet, there is no positive testi-
mony, to satisfy a man beyond all shadow cf doubt,
that it was she whe did it.

The counsel for the defence ably and ingeniously
endeavored to convince the jury that it was quite
possible, even if not probable. that the man did not
die of arsenic ; that the physicians may have been
mistaken: or that he may have taken his own
life ; or that being in a feeble state of health,
it was not strange that he died.

hisses from the other party.

Wm. Lloyd Garrison cemmenced the proecedings |
by reading the address of reception. containing a
history of Mr. Thompson's movements in the anti-!
slavery canse in England and this country. and eon- |
cluded by stating that just fifteen years ago he was|
vbliged to fly clandestinely from this country; - but.”
eaid the speaker, * thank God. the Boston of 1835
i= not the Boston of 1850.

Towards the elose of Mr. Garrison’s remarks, the
mecting began to be disorderly, and. when he finish- |
ed. many chedrs were given for Daniel Webster and |
the Union.

He mutely pointed to the pictures of Wash-
ington, Adams. and others, and endeavored to make
himsclf heard—but the cries were redoubled.

The President of the meeting. at this point, came
forward and shook hands with Mr. Thompson, when
he bowed to the andience, and retired amidst thun-
ders of applause.

During all this time there was no attempt at vio-
lence, and the ladies in the galleries remained quiet
gpectators of the scene.

After a consultation between the getters-up of the
meeting. it was deemed proper to adjourn—which
was declared by the President: but the noise still
continued.

Frederick Douglass then ascended the platform,
and appealed to them to hear a fugitive slave speak.
The audience would not hear him.

The gas was then partially turned down, and the
hall being in a state of semi-darkness. the scene was
quite picturesque. Above stood the stalworth frame
of Douglass, waving his hands aloft, and occasionally
erying out to be heard—and below was the vast nu-
dience, swaying about, and uttering cries of every
description.

The officers of the meecting then began to retire,
Mr. Thompson having previously left. Shouting and
cheering still continued. but the audienee commen-
ced dispersing.

A police officer here appeared on the platform.and
said that he was ordered by the City Marshal to re-
quest the audience to retire. By half-past nine, the
hall was wholly cleared. but a large crowd waited
outside. apparently for Thompson. As a carriage
drove up. and a man got in, supposed to be him, three
groans were given for John Bull. Some person add-
ed, * Let him not interfere in our affairs.” No threat
was made. or violence offered. and the carriage drove
off. It did not, however, contain Thompson. This
ended the scene.

The doors of Fanueil Hall were shut, the lights
put out. and the crowd dispersed, discussing, as they
went, the scenes of the meeting.

The Mayor and Marshal are much blamed by some
for not putting a stop to the disorderly scencs in the
Hall ; but they urge the impossibility of interfering
effectually in a hall erowded with such a vast mass
of excited people, more especially as no overt act of
violence was attempted. TE; policeand watch were,
however, ready to protect Thompson, at all hazards,
from any personal outrage.

Tue First Steam Excixe.—James Watt.—The
Albany Knickerbocker states that ex-Mayor John
Taylor, of that eity, while on a recent visit to Eng-
land, saw the original steam engine made by Watt,
in the great Brewery of Perkins & Co., of London.—
The ex-Mayor has been wrongly informed, if he was-
told that it was the first engine made by Watt; it
was no doubt made by him, but it was not the first
one. The first experimental engine made by Wait,
was constructed and fitted up before he went to Eng-
land. at Kinneal House, Seotland, where Dr. Roe-
buck. his first partner, had extensive coal works rent-
ed from the Duches of Hamilton. Watt's first en-
gine more than fulfilled his anticipations—the only
practieal defect in the way of its operation being the
difficulty of packing the piston steam-tight. His first
engines were of tremendous size, according to their
[:uwer—hu ge wooden walking-beams being employed:

ut all the essential principles embraced in & steam
engine of the present day, were invented by Watt.
It is only twelve years since the third engine built
by him was replaced by another, after baving faith-
fully served its day and generation. It was twelve
horse power, and filled a whole three story narrow
buiiding. |

The Knickerbocker says: “ To the saccess of his
engine we are indebted for the triumphs of Falton,
for the invention of the steamboat, the steamslip,
the locomotive—for those revolutions in commerce,
navigation, and business, which have given a new
energy to the world. and dotted the wilderness with
market towns. To America the triumph of Watt
has proved a blessing, whose immensity even fig-
ures cannot reach.”
