* My Loap: I have the happinéss to inform your
Lordship that it bas plen.uug od to bless his Majes-
t{.’a arms in this Province with signal vietory over
the Regnlators. .

The action began before 12 o’clock, on Thursday.

Alamance River, on the road leading from Hillsho-
rough to Salisbury.

The loss of our Army, killed, wounded and missing,
‘amounted to about sixty men.

We had bat one officer killed, and one dangerous-
Iy wounded.

The action was two
an hour the enemy took to tree fighting, and much
annoyed the men who stood at the guns, which oblig-
ed me to cease the artillery for a short time, and ad-
vance the first line to force the rebels from their
eovering. This succeeded. And we pursued them
a mile beyond their camp. and took many of their
horses and the little provision and ammunition they
left behind them.

This success I hope will lead soon to a perfect res-
toration of peace in this country; though had they
succeeded, nothing but desolation and ravage would
have spread itself over the country, the Regulators
having determined to cut off this army had they
succeeded.

The inclosed declaration of the troops will testify
to his Majesty the obligations I lay under to them
for their steady. resolute, and spirited behaviour.

Some royal marks of favor I trust will be extend-
ed to the loyalty that has been distinguished by his
Majesty's faithful subjects within the Province.

The particular detail of this expedition I shall
transmit to lay before his Majesty as soon as [ have
settled the country, in peace; hoping that the ad-
vantages now gained over a set of desperate and
eruel encmies may meet with his Majesty’s appro-
bation, and finally terminate in giving a stability to
this eonstitution which it bas hitherto been a stran-
ger to.

The Army under my command amounted, officers
included, to upwards of eleven hundred ; that of the
rebels to two thousand. .

The two field pieces from Gen. Gage were of infi-
nite service to us, I am, &e. &e.

Public Lands.
The Repo

rt of the Commissioners of the General
Land Office, not yet published, contains full and in-
teresting details respecting the public demain. We
learn from the Washington Republic that the whole
quantity of lands sold and disposed of during the
year 1848 including that located by military n-
ties, States selections, &e. was 4.933,009 acres
amounting, at $1.25 per acre, to $6.428.435. For
1845, 5,184,410 acres were disposed of in like man-
ner, amounting, at the same rate, to §6.565,625. —
And for the three quarters of 1850. exclusive of the
bounty locations not yet returned for the third quar-
ter, 2.815.366 acres were dis of, amounting, at
the rate stated, to $3,562,041.

A most valuable and interesting item in the report
is the statement showing the area and ecost of the
public lands and revenue derived from them.

From that statement it appears that the whole
area of the public lands exclusive of those in Oregon,
California, New Mexico. Utah, the Indian and Ne-
braska Territories. was 424.103,750 acres. That of
these about one fourth have been sold for the sum
of $135.339,092 while the whole cost of every kind
to the Government, including the amount paid to
France for Louisiana, to Spain for the Floridas, and
for the extinguishment of the Indian title, was $74.-
957,879. making the nett profit to the Government
$60,381.213 or an average of nearly one and a quar-
ter millions of dollars annually for the last fifty
years.

Nearly the same amount has been granted in
bounties, for works of internal improvements, &e.

It farther appears that the average cost of the

public lands, including the purchase, extinguishing
rthc Indian title, surveying, selling, and managing,
i&c., is only 12 4-5 cents per acre; while for earﬁn
acre the Government receives £1,25 per acre—mak-
| ing a nett profit of $103 1-5 cents per acre.

The conflicting opinions which prevail relative to
the capabilities of India to furnish cotton in suffi-
‘cient quantities to affect the price of the home mar-
| ket, and in such a state as to ecnable it to compete
with the produce of the United States, will shortly be
| tested by the presence of Mr. Alex'r Mackay in that
' eountry. Heis the gentleman selected by the Man-

of the executive, and that the reports of persons in
| whom the merchants and manufactures had confi-
dence would prove more satisfactory, and be deemed
more conclusive than if the same facts were present-
| ed by government commissioners. In the person of
| Mr. Alexander Mackay an admirable selection has
| been made. He is a man of undoubted ability. and
his work on Ameriea proves that his habits of obser-
vation, his discrimination of character, and the prac-
tical turn of his mind fit him well for the duties he
has undertaken. Upon the nature of his report
mueh will depend. He will. at all events, be en-
abled to terminate the endless controversies whick
occur as to the fully or the wisdom of looking to our
possessions in the East for cotton. The East India
Company for their own sakes, will give every facility
for pursuing the inquiry, as they have already ex-
hibited undoubted proofs, by the formation of rail-
ways connecting the cotton growing districts, of their
anxiety to meet the wishes of the nation.

Under the above heading, a eorrespondent of th
Massachuseits - Ploughman farnishes the following
semsible article : . & ;
As upon other rural matters, so upon this, a great
deal has been written and a great deal more remains
which may be written. The culture of trees has its
own times, modes of upeutin ,-sub_;wtn to be acted
, and results to.be obtained. :
1. Tae Time.—All hardy trees, fruit or ornamen-
tal, may be successfully transplanted at any season
in the year, when the three following circumsiances
concur, mamely : the tree in a dormant state, the
free from frost and excessive moisture, the
weather above freesing temperature.
Trees of the evergreen tribes, however, become so
completely dormant, or in a state of repose, for two
or three weeks about the time of the summer solstice,
that they are often successfully transplanted at that
season. .
The very best combination of ¢ircumstances is that
of the tree perfectly dormant, the ground warm and
tractable, the weat{\er mild and cloudy, with a pros-
ot of rain. When a week of rainy weather imme-
diately follows the planting of a tree, success is al-
most certain to ensue, )
9, Tur Sire or A Tree.—As in building a house,
go in planting & tree, a foundation must be laid for
it. For all kinds of trees, deep tillage is the first
thing, and the second thing, and the third thing. and
all three of these things combined.
For a tree five to ten or twelve feet high, dig a hole
one and a balf to two and a half feet deep ; four feet
in dimneter will barely answer, but six or eight feet
is & great deal better. If the ground in the hottom
of the hole is hard, loosen it with a pickaxe, five or
more inches deeper, then fill it up with the soil, a
little of the subsoil and rich well rotiten compost ma-
nure, intimately mixing the trees together.
3. Preparine THE Tree.—Pare the broken ends
of the roots smoothly, always entering ths knife up-
on the under side, and cutting with an upward slant,
Shorten in top also, if the root is weak. so that there
may be a balance of power between root and branch.
4. Pranting THE TreE.—The tree should stand at
the same depth in the ground that it grew previcus-
ly to its removal. Deep planting, as an Irish gar-
dener expresses it, is murder entirely.
Let one man hold the tree, and another get on his
knees and work with hig fingers among the roots,
straightening them out and filling up all the hollow
Elnces among them with generous rich soil, until the
ole is completely full. Then press the ground,
gently but firmly, around the tree with the foot. and
the work is done. If the soil is very dry. two or three
buckets of water may be slowly poured into the hole
jnst as soon as the roots are well covered, and before
the hole is completely filled. Generally, however,
this is unnccessary, except, perbaps, for evergreen
trees.
5. Arrer TreEaTMexT.—Tt is an excellent prac-
tice—worth almost as much as a policy of insurance
—tomulch trees the first season after planting them.
This is nothing more than covering the ground. for
three or four fect around them, with a dz2pth of two
or three inches of straw, leaves, seaweed, or the like,
carefully placing stones or sods upon the top so that
the mulching may not be blown away. Trees in any
way exposed to the wind ought to be stuked and tied
the first season, if not longer.
Still further, all kinds of fruit trees, and generally
all cultivated trees, require more or less care and at-
tention as long as they live ; and, like domestic ani-
mals, they become miserable and worthless by neg-
leet. It 1s, therefore, of little use to plant trees un-
less one means to take care of them.
A tree that has been set some years. and is not in
a thrifty eondition, may be greatly benefited by dig-
ging a eircular diteh around it about two feet wide
and two feet deep, and at a distance of about as many
fect from the tree as the latter is inches in diameter.
The roots should all be cut off smoothly. even with
the inner side of the diteh, which should then be fill-
ed up with good rich svil, intermixed with well rot-
| ted compost manure. ashes, charcoal dust, or old
broken bones. Old trees thus treated often ronew
their youth, and show their gratitude, for years to
come, 1n the substantial form of bushels of luscious
fruit. always excepting the peach and nectarine,
which should never, in this climate, be suffered to
stand longer than eight or ten years from the seed.
A few peach trees should be set every year to keep
up a supply of this delictous fruit.

The Left Hand Duael.

The War in China.

Srill it is to be hoped that the the rebelli-
on will prevail, since the condition of things cannot
be worse than it now is, and may be altered very
much for the hetter. What a change would be pro-
duced in the civilized world, if China was thrown open
to theinfluences of the literature, arts and religion
of Christian Europe !
