LOSS OF STEAMER AMERICA.

The new steamer America, Cnrpt. Broadwell, bound from
Philadelphia to Mobile, to take her station on Lrftke Poncha-tran- e,

was lost on the night of the 30th nit., off Cape Ht te-
rns Light bearing N. V ., (ippomct alront ten miles distant,
in 7 fathoms Water. Six of the crew wer picked up at ea
on the following morning, by the tschr. Champion, Captain
Bartle't, from iioston. and arrived here ltfst night. The re-

mainder of the crew, 16 in number, have not been hoard of.
The following report of the loss of the .steamer has been

furnished as by Capt. Bartlett : The starboard after guard
was started by heavy sea, which caused the boat to leak
badly; at midnight broke the expansion pipe, which entirely
disabled the engine; then kept the boat before the wind for
3 or 4 miles, and anchored in 7 fathoms water, with 5 feet
water in tho hold. The crew then picked their boats and
the first boat with 6 of the erew on board, left the steamer
about a quarter past two o'clock in tho morning. The other
two boats with tho Captain and the ballance of the crew
had not yet left, but is supposed to have done so in a very
short time afterwards.

In an age like this, when the real rivalries and
contests of nations are carried- - on not so much by
regiments and frigates as by means of the shuttle,
the railway and the steamboat, it is curious and
important to note the progress of different countries
in those practical arts and sciences which more im-

mediately promote these friendly national contests.
European statesmen have all watched with wonder,
and not a few of them with alarm, the tremendous
accession of power which the rapid development of
railways, telegraphs and steam navigation in the
United States has given to the people of North
America : an accession of political and material in
flaence in the affairs of the world which seems to
stand in almost startling disproportion to the mere
weight Qf the masses of population. The Brazils, by
nature far richer than the northern Statesjn all the
raw materials of power, have no more voice in de-

termining the direction of great historical events
than a petty German or Italian principality. Bel-

Science multiplies the resources of
nations in an extraordinary degree ; and older games
of ambition are so far gone out of modern fashion,

(i One serene evenings in the middle of August.
1775, Capt. Warrens, tho master of the Greenland
whaleship, found himself becalmed among an im-
mense number" of icebergs in about 77 degrees of
north latitude. , On one side, and . within a mile of
his vessel, these were closely wedged together, and
a succession of snow-colore- d peaks appeared behind
each other as far as the eye could reach, shewing
that the ocean was completely blocked up in that
quarter, and that it had probably been so for a long
period of time.

" About midnight the wind rose to a gale, accom-
panied by thick showers of snow, while a succession
of tremendous thundering, grinding, and crashing
noises, gave fearful evidence that the ice was in mo-
tion. The vessel received violent shocks every mo-
ment; for the haziness of the atmosphere prevented
those on board from discovering in what direction
the open water lay, or if there actually was any at
all on either side of them. The night was spent in
tacking as often as any cause of danger happened to
present itself, and in the morning the storm abated,
and Capt. Warrens found to his great joy that his
ship had not sustained any serious injury. He re-
marked, with surprise, that the accumulated ice-
bergs, which had on the preceding evening formed
an impenetrable barrier, had been separated and dis-

arranged by the wind, and in one place a canal of
open sea wound its course among them as far as the
eye could discern.
