Mr. Secretary of State—I have received an an-
swer to the despatches with whica I had sent to Vi-
enna the note that you did me the honer to address
to me on the 21st December last ; and I hasten to
inform youn, Mr. Seeretary of State, that the argu-
ments contained in your note have not had power to
change thsdj udgment which the Imperial Cabinet

respecting the mission of Mr. Dudley

Mann, as well as respecting the tenor and the terms
of the instructions with which he was furnished.—
The Imperial Government does not cease to entertain
the opinions contained in my note of the 30th Sep-
tember : and itdeclines all ulterior discussion of that
annoying incident, unwilling to expose the kind and
friendly relations which it desires to preserve with
the Government of the United States to the danger
of being seriously disturbed by discussions which
could have no practical result.

President Fillinore declared, in his message of the
21 December last, that he was determined to act to-
wards other nations as the United States desired that
other nations should act towards them ; and that he
had adopted as a rule for his policy. good-will to-
wards foreign Powers, and the abstaining from inter-
ference in their internal affairs. Austria has not de-
manded, and will never demand, anything but the

Apprchended Rise in Bacon.

The money writer of the Philadelphia Ledger, in
that paper of the 20th instant, says:
| “There are some well grounded apprehensions a-
| mong the provision dealers that there is likely to be
| an unexpected great falling off in the supply of pork.
bacon, and lard. The high price of corn through-
out the hog-producing region. and the anticipation
of low prices for pork, caused the farmers to neglect
i the latter, and the result was a decrease of one-third
in the number of hogs. and a large decreace in weight.
Another reason for the deficiency may be found in
the fact that the whole western country is engaged
and engaging in internal improvement to a degree
| unprecedented in her history ; hence an immense de-
mand for provisions to feed the army of railroad la-
horers : and the slave States, with eotton at an unu-
| sually high price for two successive years, have com-
| paratively abandoned corn growing and hog-raising
for the more profitable staple, and during the pres-
ent season they have heen drawing their supplies of
provisions from the Western States, wherewith to
feed their three million slaves: hence the sales at
the packiang points to these two eources have been
altogether greater than ever before known. The
receipts at New Orleans, from September to Gth
March are as follows, for two years, viz:

We see by one of our Liverpco! papers, that a great
feat was performed not long ago by a propeller built
on the Clyde. The Adiniral, a paddle steamer of 700
tons and 300 horse; power engines, left Greenock for
Liverpool, and was followed shortly afterwards by the
Arno, a screw propeller of 750 tons and 150 horse
power, designed and built by Messrs Wood and Reid,
at Port Glasgow, and intended for the Mediterran trade.
The Admiral had a start of from two to three miles,
and during the passage down the Clyde gained a little
on her adversary, owing to a strong head-wind which
prevailed. On getting into more open water, under a
little alternative of the course of each vessel, the more
ample spread of canvas by the screw boat told greatly
on her speel and she gained considerably on the Ad-
miral, and both went into Liverpool together. The
Arno’s engines attained a speed of 60 revolutions per
minute. She carried 600 tons of coal,and the average
speed was 14 miles perhour. Tnis was good sailing.
