To Bounty Land and Pension Claimants,
SOLDIERS, Volunteers, Drafted Men, and the widows and

mothers, brothers and sisters of those
who served in the Army of the United States.

By a late act of Congress, the officers and privates, or their
heirs, of the war of 1812, in Indian wars, Florida and Mexi-
can wars, and all who have been engaged in the service of
the United States, are entitled to bounty land, according tc
their term of service.

All who served in the war of 1812, or any Indian war since
1790, nine months, are entitled to 160 acres of land ; 4 months,
SO acres ; 1 month, 40 acres. If they have died leaving a
widow, or child under age, they are entitled. Those who
enlisted to serve for twelve months, or during the war with
Mexico, are entitled to 160 aeres of land ; six months, 40
acres; and if they served in Mexico, three months extra pay.
If they be dead, the widow or children, if any, are entitled ;

if no widow, or children, the father ; if neither, the mother ;
