Jn commencing he
announces that the former government of Deseret
will continne, in all its departments, until puch time
as it shall be superseded by an organization contem-
plated under the act of Congress, establishing a ter-
ritorial government. Referring to the past he says :

" We have the proud satisfaction of having sustained a
quiet, yet energetic government, under all the vicissitudes
incident to new and untried localities ; and when the general
government shall have assumed to pay the expenditure, con-
sequent upon the Indian expeditions, of being comparatively
free from debt. Unlike the golden-browe- d neighbors of our
sister State, no agent of ours is hawking about our gtato
bonds, to obtain the necessary means to defray the sixteen
dollars per diem of the allowance of the members of the Le-
gislature."

ner of freeing slaves at the south is better for the
owner and better for the slave himself. For the
owner, who by giving liberty to a faithful servant,
encourages others to the same obedience and the
same boon. For the slave, by keeping him here

his friends and relatives instead of casting
him upon the tender mercies of strangers and fanat-
ics. A good slave can acquire his freedom without
becoming a fugitive, a firebrand among free soilers.
It appears to me, therefore, that it is the policy of
the slaveholders not to accept a pecuniary equiva-
lent for his fugitive slave from citizens of the north
in the manner proposed ; that it is not proper or ju-
dicious for me, the first public claimant of a fugitive
slave before the people of Massachusetts, to receive
indemnity, for his or her loss, by a cemmunity who
prevented a recovery by law. From the honest, law
abiding citizens of Boston, I can accept no indemni-
ty by subscription, since they have done me no wrong.
From those whose ' consciences are higher than the
U. S. Constitution,' and who violated law in prevent-
ing the slaves arrest, I look for indemnity to the Bos-

ton courts of iustice. These men have drawn odium

Th Decision under the Sew Postage Aet. 3Inle by
the Postmaster General, after consulting with the
Attorney General.
The postage on all bound books and on all other

printed matter, except newspapers and periodicals
published at intervals not exceeding three months
and sent from the office of publication to actual and
bona fide subscribers, must be prepaid.

If the amount paid and marked on such printed
matter is not sufficient to pay the whole postage due,
the excess of weight beyond that paid for. is to be
charged with double the rate which would have
been charged if prepaid, and the postage on such
excess collected at the office of delivery. If by the
neglect of a Postmaster, such matter is sent without
any prepayment, the double prepaid rate must be
collected on delivery. Postage must be charged on
all letters, newspapers, and other matter according

Mr. Corwin, the present Secretary of the Treasu-
ry, in his report of December last, estimated, no
doubt with the view of influencing Congress to in-

crease the tariff, that the receipts into the treasury
would be comparatively small for the present year,
and that, by the first of July, there would be in the
treasury a balance of only 158,996 99. and that by
the first day of July, 1852, there would be a deficien-
cy of $865,990 19. Now, how is Mr. Corwin sus-
tained by the facts ? Why, instead of there being
only a small sum in the treasury on the first of July
next, there will be a surplus of probably seven mil-
lions, as the receipts to the present time have exceed-
ed his estimates six millions of dollars, and the pro-
bability is, that on the first of July 1852, instead of
there being a deficiency, there will be a surplus of
fifteen millions of dollars.

Newspapers published weekly only, in a county
adjoining the Canada line, may be sent free to Can-
ada, provided they do not leave the county of publi-
cation until they cross the line into Canada.

Newspaper publishers may send and receive their
exchange newspapers to and from Canada free of
charge.

A newspaper is not a periodical within the mean-
ing and intent of the provision which requires the
postage on periodicals to bo paid in advance, and de-

clares that the postage thereon shall be one-ha- lf of
the rates previously specified in the 2d section of the
act. All subscribers to newspapers were and still
are required by the provisions of the 30th section of
the act of March, 1825, to pay one quarter's postage
in advance ; but by so doing they are not entitled to
have the postage reduced beiow the established rates.

Payments in advance on newspapers and periodi-
cals can only be made by the subscribers at the post
office where they are to be delivered.

The postage on newspapers, periodicals, and other
matter, not chargeable with letter postage when
sent out of the United States, must be prepaid at the
full rate. Publishers may prepay postage on their
issues, but can have no deduction of postage on ac-

count of such prepayment. When a periodical is
published only quarterly, the actual and bona file
subscriber for such periodical may pay in advance,
and have the benefit of tho advancement, provided
he pays to the postmaster at the office where he is to
receive the periodical, before its delivery. If a pe-

riodical is published less frequently than quarterly,
the postage must be prepaid, and at the full rate.

Letters mailed before the 1st day of July, though
delivered after, will, in all cases, be charged with
postage at the rates in force at the time of the mail-
ing thereof.
