A Plaln View of the Thing.

A Greasy Editorlal.

During the quiet days of the weekly issue, we had
been used to regard Friday as a sort of holiday —
Having got out our paper. and thus wound up ourla-
bors for the week, we felt as independent as “a free
nigger,” or a wood-sawyer. Although no longer,
strictly speaking. weekly in our publication, we feel
decidedly weak-ly in our corporeul and mental frame.
and aboat as much put ouat for a leader as the Mor-
mon Editor who made butter and other oleaginous
substances the burden of his story in the form and
manner as follows. The Deseret News, published in
the Mormon city at Salt Lake, thus discourseth on
the butter market :

« We feel thankful to our heavenly father that he
is inspiring the hearts of the farmers more and more,
to bring in their butter. eges. cheese, &e.. tostrength-
en the hands on the public works; who also feel
thankful and praise God for the same. and pray for
their brethren more abundantly. Formerly, at this
season of the year. butter was being packed away to
sell to emigrants: now it is brought forward to help
build a temple. Formerly, some of the brethren bu-
ried their futh with their butter, and their hearts
were cold enough, in the ahsence of ice. to preserve
their butter until they could make sale at an enor-
mous price. and wounld let the public works stand
still. their brethren and sisters and little ones, who
did not make of their own, eat bread and water, ra-
ther than =ell them an ounce at a reasonable price:
and their hearts were so cold it did not seem to trou-
ble them. and they dii not appear to know but they
had done right, and they knew not joy or happiness;
now they sell freely to those who have none. at reason-
able prices. and their hearts are so warm that butter
will not keep on their farms : and they are so full of
joy and happiness, they bhave to come and bring a
pail of butter to the tithing office. and tell how they
rejoice. and how much better they feel than they
did last year and the year hefore ; and God is bless-
| ing them in basket and in store, in flocks and in
herds, in fields and in gardens. and they are getting
rich a hundred fold faster than they were formerly.
anid they are not afraid to see a good brother from
the ciry, lest he shonld ask them if they could sell a
pound of butter or cheese, and they should have to
tell a lie to keep it for the emigrants. No! they
have done with such foolish things. My father. con-
tinue to bless them in the name of Jesns, amen.”

There «at the body
af one of the bravest men that ever drow breath, but
a moment ago alive, now a ghastly eorpse.

The execution was conducted in the most orderly

| manner and in perfect silence.  No shouting. or any

other exhibition of applause was manifested. Whe-

ther this was the resalt of the news from New Or- |

leans, or the express orders of the Captain General,
is not known.

Imwediately after the excention. Gen. Lopez's bo-
dy was taken Jown and privately huried.

T'he special reporter of the New York Courier, who
went ont to Havana, says that Lopez addressed the
peaple in a loud voiee. and that he was suffering at
the time from a wound or two received in his last
skirmish with the Spaniards.

Valnglory.

Considering that the total foree of Lopez's expedi-
tion. as shown by the army roll officially published
by the Cuban anthorities, was but three hundred and
ninety-one vificers and men. all told. the world will
e somewhat surprised at the inordinate exultation
betrayed by the former at its destruetion. and espe-
cially the grand expressions of the eaptain General
in liis proclamation praising the valor and loyalty of
the Cubans wio assisted his six or eight thousand
tronps to win the victory. “History.” says General
Concha, *-does not present. perhaps, in its pages, a

{ single example of an invasion so promptly and com-
| pletely suppressed.”

Here the Captain General does
not speak  with the exact historieal precision that
migzht have been expected. ‘There have been some
equally remarkable examples of invasion. to say the
least of them—perhaps a great deal more remarka-
ble—and of invasions promptly and completely sup-
pressed.—the places and periads of which were not
so fur removed but that they mizht have been heard
of at [lavana. Some persons will remember the last
invasion of Mexien made by Spmain.—that of Barra-
das. who. in 1820, landed foar thousand troops ( they
all came from Havana) at Tampico; where Santa
Anna. attacking them immediately with seven hun-
dred men—Mexieans, too-.destroyed and eaptured
one-fourth of them at a Llow. and compelled the re-
mainder to eapitulate in six weeks, ouly about one-
half of them living to met hack to Havana. Seven
years later—in 1836—the conqueror of Barradas. the

i same Santa Anna, led an invasion of ten thousand

men into Texas.—an invasion whieh, in a short
time, was “completely suppressed.” in what has al-
ways been deemed a somewhat remarkable manner,
by twelve hundred Texans, who captured -‘the buteh-
er of Galiad and the Alamo,” with some six hundred
of his followers. all red-handed from the slaughter
of their countrymen. and yet spared him and them—
did net put a single one of them to daath in cold hload.
The suppression of the Lopez invasion will undoabt-
edly fizure in history hereafier: and so will Gen.
Concha: hat neither of them, possibly. in a manner
calculated to exeite much admiration.

The Late Gen. Lopez.

Narciso Lopez, who has Jost his life ignominiously
at Havana, was born of wealthy parentsin Venezuela,
in 1799, He was the only son of his parents that
grew to manhood, though he had a number of sisters,
His father had a commercial house in Caracas,a branch
of which at Valencia, in the interior, was placed un-
der the charge of Narciso at an early age. During the
troubles of 1814, young Lopez siled with the popular
| party, but afterwards enlisted in the Spanish army,
when fortune turned in its favor, and at the end of the
| civil war he was made a Colonel when oniy twenty-
three years of age.
| After the Spanish army evacuated Venezuela, Lopez
| went 1o Cuba, where he remained and established him-

self in life, soon making himsell conspicuous by his
ladvocacy of liberal principles. During the first Car-
list troubles he chanced 10 be in Madrid on private
| business. Having joined the royalist party he was
| made aid-de-camp to the commander-in-chief, General
' Valdez, and received several military decorations. He
' was honored with several important offices by the
Queen, and finanlly was made Governor of Madrnid.—
