The Spanish troops attacked with the bayonet, re-

ceiving the fire of the enemy, and they met with t' e
most desperate resistance. The loss on both sides was
very considerable, and both parties fought, man against
man, in the streets of the village. The Queen's for-

ces had 120 men wounded, and a considerable, but yet
unknown, numher of dead, among whom was the se-

cond major of the Leon regiment. General Enna, who
had his horse killed under him, found himself obliged,
in consequence of the position occupied by the enemy,
to wait for the artillery and to retreat with his small
force. The pirates left the village to attack him, but
the General charged them with his few men and com-
pelled them to their sheltered positions. He
then hailed a short distance with his liltle force, which
he had yet to divide by the necessity of transporting
and escorting the wounded to Bahia Honda.

There he remained, without being at all molested,
till the 15th, in the morning, when he was reinforced
by four companies of infantry and 150 horses, that the
Captain-Gener- al of Cuba had sent under the command
of the colonel chief of Ihe general staff, and on that
same day he was also joined by another column of five
companies and two mountain pieces under the orders
of Brigadier General Don Martin Rosales.

"The invaders, who had remained inactive since the
encounter on the 13th, contrived to leave the village
of Las Posas, and by the latest news from Havana,
dated the 17th, at eight o'clock in the morning, it was
known that Lopez had with him only 200 men out of
the 500 .3 had at the time he landed. All the others
had been killed in the affray at Las Posas or had been
shot by the troops or by the country people, who had
spontaneously set on their pursuit.

of the 16th, and having been found guilty by their
own evidence and declaration, they were shot at half
past 11, near the Castle of Atares. More than 20,000
spectators were present at that melancholy scene, and
raised their vivas for the Queen and for Spain. The
troops had formed a square, the cavalry and the civic
guard being on the sides. The colonel was shot alone,
the five officers together, and the other individuals 10
by 19. All of them were immediately withdrawn from
the place of execution to make room for their unfor-
tunate fellow sufferers. Their immortal remains were
also immediately placed in ten hearses, furnished by
the funeral undertakers, who, dressed all in black,
carried them to be decently buried. The troops march-
ed round after the execution, and then withdrew; not
one single corpse remained in the Square ; then, and
only then, were the people allowed to enter the place
where such a painful act of justice had been performed.

" This is the exact and true narrative of what has
occurred to the prisoners. All the disgusting details
which crioneously have been published in the Eng-
lish newspapers, are caluminous fabrications of the

press. It may be matter of opinion whether
the application of the law is convenient or not ; but
certainly no act of accessory cruelty can be imputed in
this case to the Spanish authorities in Cuba. They
have fulfilled a painful duty, but they have fulfilled it
with the dignity and decorum that becomes honorable
and gallant men.

" In judging of their conduct in this affair, it is in-

dispensable not to forget for one instant the peculiar
nature of th aggression and the precedents of this
question. The rights of nations consider the invaders
as pirates; the most summary principles of justice, and
the duty which all governments have of protecting and
defending the society entrusted to their caie, deman-

ded a prompt and exemplary punishment that might
deter others from embarking in similar undertakings.
The American government, through the channels of
Gen. Taylor and Mr. Fillmore, had most publicly de-

clared them outlaws, the Spanish Governor bad on his
side announced more than a year ago his firm determi-

nation to apply the iaw to the utmost extent, after hav
