Judge Kane, of the United States District Court,
at Philadelphia, charged the jury on Monday, on
the law of treason. To constitute the crime of trea-eo- n,

he says : . '

' There must have been a combination or conspi-
ring tOgother to oppose the law by force", and some
actual force must have beep, exerted ; or the crime
of treason is not consummated. The highest, or at
least the direct proof of the combining may be found
in the declared purposes of the individual party be-

fore the outbreak ; or it may be derived from pro-
ceedings of meetings, in which he took part openly,
or which be either prompted, or made effective by
his countenance or sanction commending, .counsel-
ling and instigating forcible resistance to the law. I
spqak, of course, of a conspiring to resist a law, not
the more limited purpose to violate it, or to prevent
its application and enforcement in a particular case,
or against a particular individual. The combination
must be directed against the law itself.

We copy the following tribute to this noble speci-

men of an Englishman from the correspondence of
the New Orleans Picayune :

" By the kindness of one or two Spanish officers, I
was permitted to see these poor feljows on board of
the vessel destined to convey them to Spain, and I

can with truth say they were made as comfortable as
their situation would permit. All were furnished with
blankets and light clothing by the government, and
all had an extra suit of thick and comfortable stuff,
from head to foot, together with chocolate.cigars. to-

bacco, pipes, and many other little necessaries, which
to men in their situation, were luxuries For these
they were indebted to the American and Creole resi-
dents here, and to the British Consul and his attaches.
Nothing could exceed the kindness lavished upon
them by the latter functionary. The first three or
four days after their arrival here, no one was per-
mitted to see them but the Consuls of the different
nations to which they belonged. The American
Consul, I am sorry to say, took but slight advantage
of this permission, and the only medium through
which the Americans here could communicate with

ftsSLate accounts from Europe seem to warraat
the belief that some understanding or arrangement
has been entered into between England, France and
Spain, whereby the two" former are to guaranty to
the latter the perpetual ownership of Cuba, on con- -

dition of certain nominal concessions to the people
of Cuba, and actual surrenders to the abolition spir-

it of Great Britain '. Y '

Although the sober sense of the people of the U.
S. might deprecate any interference with the terri-
tories of a foreign nation, the settled policy of this
country is in direct opposition to European intermed-
dling in American questions ; and,.as such, this af-

fair is regarded here. Cuba in the hands of Spain
might be simply inert, and could not become dan-

gerous ; but if placed directly or indirectly under the
control of a European alliance of the kind proposed,
especially with a stipulation looking to the eventual
abolition of slavery, it might become a troublesome
neighbor to the Union, and must become a danger-
ous one to the South. In the settlement of this ques-

tion, we have rights and interests of which we can-

not divest ourselves, and we know that if Spain in-

vites the interference of France and England, it must
submit to that of the United States. If Cuba should
cease to be either nominally or truly Spanish.it must
be American.

In his seventh annual message, bearing date Dec.

2, 1823, Mr. Monroe, after alluding to the arrange-
ment, by negotiation, of the respective rights and in-

terests of the United States and Russia, on the North
West coast of this continent, uses the following ex-

pressions:
" In the discussions to which this interest has giv-

en rise, and in the arrangements by which they may
terminate, the occasion has been judged proper for
asserting, as a principle, in which the rights and in-

terests of the U. States arc involved, that the Amer-
ican continents, by the free and independent condi-
tion which they have assumed and maintain, are
henceforth not to be considered as subjects for future
colonization by any European powers."

This is word for word, the much talked of Mon-

roe declaration. Ever since the date of its enuncia
tion, now 28 years, it has been recognised as a prin-

ciple of American policy, and found a warm response
in the feelings of the people. No nation, perhaps, is
in the history of the world, certainly none in mod-

ern times, has been so jealous of foreign interfer-
ence as the American Confederacy : and so far has
this feeling or principle been carried, that as in the
above declaration, it is not confined simply to our
own territories, but to some extent embraces both of
the American continents. Our maiitime wars with
France and Great Britain were undertaken for the
purpose of protecting our flag from an interference
t which the nations of Europe were forced to sub-

mit. Wo mean the right of search. All our wars,
not even excepting that of the revolution, have
been in defence of this principle, so essential to na-

tional dignity, and territorial independence.
But while the confederacy at large, or the Gene-

ral Government, as its national representative, has
uniformly adhered to this principle and course of po-

licy, the Southern States, from the peculiarity of their
institutions, have been among its most zealous asser-ters- ;

and rightly so, for therein lie all their hopes of
security anl quiet. We know that not only the
Northern States, but all Europe and America,
with the exception of Brazil, arc opposed to us
in this matter. We know in what dark colors

the fancied horrors of slavery arc painted to mil-

lions who, perhaps, sincerely believe that no lan-

guage can be employed sufficiently strong to por-

tray its evils. In this position of affairs, it is our
right and our duty, to sternly proclaim and enforce

the doctrine of This doctrine lies

at the bottom of all Southern rights and States
rights parties. It is essential to our existence.

But while we are proclaiming this doctrine as re-

gards ourselves, prudence would counsel us to do

nothing that might, in tho slighest degree, tend to

divest it of the moral force of our example. We

should be particularly cautious of interfering in the
municipal government or domestic affairs of ourj
neighbors, as every such interference must inevita-bl- y

have the effect of weakening the strength of our
own position. Standing isolated from the whole civili-

zed world, if we except Brazil, we are in a situation
somewhat similar to that of a man in a glass house,
and cannot safely indulge in the healthful recrea-
tion of throwing stones.

Our remarks, of course, have reference to the ex-

peditions which have been, or may hereafter be, or-

ganized within the United States, for the purpose
of revolutionizing Cuba and Northern Mexico. In

regard to Cuba it is now evident that there is and has
been no insurrection no state of war subsisting there
in which to take sides. The island of Cuba is Span-

ish
a

territory. The Spanish government is supremo
throughout its lengtli and breadth, and although we
may believe that the Cubans are oppressed, and may
lie ready and willing to sympathise cordially with
them in any effort they may make to throw off the
Spanish yoke; still, as an abstract question, we have
no more right to interfere with Cuba on account of
the peculiar system of laws existing there, than
Great Britain or any of her subjects would have to

interfere with us on account of the peculiar institu-
tion of slavery existing here. We are speaking now
of the abstract principle of the thing, not of our j

personal feelings, for we must admit that, in spite of j

As for the movements in Northern Mexico, having
for their ostensible object the severance of some of
the northern States from the present Mexican con-- 1

federacy, we can see neither the use nor excuse for
them. We cannot understand what object is to be
gained or what good effected. We believe the Mex-

ican form of government is already in advance of
the capacities of tho Mexican people.

The fault does not lie in the form but in the ad-

ministration of the government. At any rate, from

a movement headed by Carabajaland Canales, noth-

ing but plunder and rapine can be expected. We
most firmly believe that all the valuable coast range
of Mexico will yet bo annexed to the United States,
peaceably and quietly, but the time is not come.
They are not yet ready, and until a better, a more
energetic anil anglo-Amcrica- n spirit be disseminated
among the people of that region, their acquisition
would be a loss.

We aro perfectly convinced that Cuba will be

ours, and that ocroro any great icngm 01 time:;
but its acquisition will be under different auspices,
and effected in a different manner from any contem-

plated by Lopez, or those who took part with him.
The acquisition of Cuba by negotiation or purchase,
will be and should be mado a prominent measure of

American policy. It is now important it will soon

be indispensable to our commercial interests in tho
Gulf of Mexico Spain cannot hold it it must be

ours.
In glancing over the above, it strikes us that it

may run counter to the current of popular feeling.
We say this, because, as we have already remarked,
our own feelings and sympathies were in favor of
Lopez and his gallant follower", who, had they suc-

ceeded, would have been canonised as patriots and
heroes, instead of being denounced as pirates and
robbers. But this cannot alter tl principles in-

volved, which we have discussed as an abstract ques-

tion, and upon which our conclusions will, we think,
be found essentially correct.

Be it Knewn to all Men, That I, General Narcisco
Lopez, Chief ot the "Patriotic Junta for the promo-
tion of the political interests of Cuba," established
in the United States of North America, and the con-

templated head of the Provisional Government and
Commander-in-chie- f of the revolutionary movement,
about to be now undertaken through my agency and
permissive authority, for the liberation of the peo-
ple of Cuba from the tyranny and oppression to
which they are subject-b- the power of Spain, and
to be prosecuted by me till superceded by a superior
Executive Officer, or such form of government and

their freewill and choice shall
prescribe, do, by these presents, to subserve the cause
and object aforesaid, make and execute this obliga-
tion, on behalf of the people of Cuba, by whatever
designation of nationality or form of body politic
it may hereafter assume, to-wi- t:

I do, by these presents, for and on behalf of the
said peopl&.of Cuba, and their successors in govern-
ment forever, and for value received, promise to pay
to , or bearer, in equal annual instalments
at one, two, three, four and five years, the sum of
Two Thousand Dollars, with six per cent, interest
from date, payable on each annual instalment, until
both principal and interest be fully paid and dis-

charged. And I, the said Narcisco Lopez, in virtue
of the authority and for the promotion of the said

, or bearer, the public lands and public
property of Cuba, of whatever kind, and the fiscal
resources of the people and government of Cuba,
from whatever source to be derived; and do further
pledge the good faith of the people and government
of Cuba, in perpetuity, for the faithful and complete
discharge of this obligation.

In testimony whereof, I, the said General Norcisco
Lopez, do hereto affix my signature and seal of the
said Provisional Government, which is further wit-
nessed by Ambrosio Jose Gonzales and Jose Maria
Sanchez Yznaga, members of said 11 Patriotic Junta,"
and the Hon. Cotesworth Pinckney Smith. Jude of
the Supreme Court of Errors and Appeals of the
State of Mississippi.
This done and executed in the city of New Orleans

and State of Louisiana, one of the United States
of Nqjth America, on this 30th day of April,
A. D., 1850.

Mr. W. Sydney Smith
With an enlarged philanthropy that knew no dis
tinction between nation or race, they bestowed their
kindness and care indiscriminately upon all the pri-
soners. Twice a day did one or the other of those
gentlemen visit the prison, at no time empty-hande- d.

and who can tell how much of consolation and hope
these visits infused into the bosoms of the unhappy
prisoners. Even after some two or three Americans
received permission to visit them, these centlemen
did not intermit their semi-dail- y visits or their care,
and no doubt much of the relaxation of the prison
discipline permitted by the Spanish Government is
owing to the interest shown by the representative of
so powerful a nation. Every relative of the prison-
ers in the United States, every American who feels
for the situation of his distressed countrymen, and
every friend to humanity throughout the world, owe
their grateful thanks to Mr. Crawford and Mr. Syd-
ney Smith. Their conduct has cast a lustre upon
the already bright escutcheon of their country, which
the lapse of ages cannot dim. I now tender them
the grateful thanks of at least one American,
satisfied that it will be echoed by the voice of thou-
sands, when the news of kindness reaches the United
States."

Hungarian JVcfoilit)'.
A " Civil Engineer," in a letter to the London

Times, after alluding to the case of the Baroness Von
Beck, gives the following amusing account of the
Hungarian nobility : In the years 1844 ami 1845.
I had under my command on the Hungarian Central
Railway about six thousand workmen. One day one
of these workmen had wilfully broken some of the
tools, and insulted several of the workmen, and be-

ing a little exasperated, I told my hodnet (servant)
to go and lay his stick about the insolent fellow's
back and send him off the works, which he did. The
man went to the richter (magistrate) at Waitzen,
and laid his complaint, and at the same time pro-
duced hie passport, on which was stamped his ' fam-

ily crest." The richtar sent me word that I had bet-

ter give the man ten or fifteen florins and make the
matter up, for if the man proceeded against me (be-
ing a " nobleman") in the Hungarian superior courts
of law, it would cost me at least from .150 to 200.
The magistrate persuaded the man to take five flo-

rins, (10s.) and so the matter dropped. The rich-
ter afterwards told me that if my hodnet had nearly
killed one of the ignoble ones, no one would have ta-

ken any notice of it.
In consequence of the above. I gave orders that no

'nobleman' in future should be employed on the
works ; but, sir, you can judge of my surprise when
I found that out of my six thousand work people,
men and women, I had four thousand noblemen and
noble families in my employ, and under these cir-
cumstances I was compelled to cancel (not sign) the
Magna Charta I had caused to be issued. Just im-

agine, sir, my noble ' baron navvies' wheeling the
barrows, and their noble ' baronesses' filling them,
besides four thousand nobles to do homage to me ev-

ery morning, without any shoes or stockings on,
t ... ...,11,1 ,.ff 1 .. ...K : 1 ilv . .J. . .

Outrage at Syracuse, S. York Fugitive Slave Res-
cued and owner arrested as a Kidnripjier.

On the 1st inst., while the case of a fugitive slave
named Jerry, claimed by a Mr. P. J. Lear, from
Missouri, was under consideration before the United
States Marshal, at Syracuse, N. York, the fellow,
assisted by his friends, broke from the officers who
had him in charge, and ran down the street, but
was recaptured and brought back. In the mean-

time an immense crowd had gathered outside, and
after the adjournment of the investigation, an at-

tack was made upon the police office by a number of
persons armed with clubs, axes, and crow-bar- s,

the doors and windows broken through, and the ne-

gro forcibly taken out of the custody of the officers,
put into a carriage and hurried out of town to a
place of security.

In endeavoring to detain the negro in custody, Mar-

shal Fitch, of Rochester, had his arm broken in two
places. The crowd having accomplished its object,
dispersed, and in half an hour, all was quiet. P. J.
Lear, the claimant, was arrested as a kidnapper, on a

warrant issued by one Justice House, on the com-

plaint of C. A. Smeaton. He was to have had his
examination on Thursday, the 2d inst.

This is one of the most atrocious outrages of which
we have yet beard, and is the legitimate fruits of
Greelyism and Sewardisin. We have no time for
comment.
