HKoessuth in Huangnry.

The poor creatures, some of them, think he
was inspired from Heaven, and they talk of him as
if he was their prophet. when they meet: and they
believe he is coming with the Spring. under the earth,
to free the land! Those who are more intelligent
think be will come back from Asin, with a host of
their wild forefathers, the Huns. They pray for him
in their houses, and though his picture 1s forbidden,
most of them have it concealed.  * He is almost wor-
shipped.” I had not at ail. at that time, expected
to find Kossuth’s name so loved among the peasant-
ry. and | expressed to him my astonishment. and
asked him how he explained sueh a passionate at-
tachment. He said be thought it was partly from
the wonderful eloquence of the man, **and then,”
said he, © every peasant remembers what Kossuth's
Government gave them. Under that, for the first
time, the Bauer could choose their own rulers.—
They had elections for their Judges and Burger-
meister. They could vote for their representatives to
Parliament. To be sure, some of them had had
these rights before; but the majority had never pos-
sessed any ehare in the elections for the National
Assembly. Then. under Kossuth, they began, for
the first time, to be independent, free iandholders.
They knew how long he and bis pariy had been
striving to make men of them, and when, at length.
he succeeded, of course they were grateful. But
it was Kossuth’s sympathy with them —Kossuth’s el-
oquence, a5 he lgoka of freedom and the wrongs of

ought to be done to render their land productive and
their homes permanent.  Buatb there are other things
to be attended to besides these fundamental prinei-
ples of successful farming. There are many trifles,
so considered, that make the profit or loss of the huas-
bandman, and in the observance of these lies the
good management of the farmer, or in their neglect
the secret of Lis failure. Tn the first place, itis a
matter of moment for most of us. who cultivate di-
versified erops to ask ourselves, if we have our sta-
Lles, granaries and out buildings properly located
and chm‘cnicntIF constructed. Are the stalls and
troughs for our horses so constructed as to be com-
fortable, and to prevent waste of food? do we use
chopped fodder, corn or meal? do we vary the food,
or continue the same ? do we make thorough use of
the ecurry-comb morning and night ? is our stock in
good condition at the time of Inying by our crop '—
Have we good eollars and traces for our horses. or do
we use grape vines and hickory withes? have we
good plows, harrows, hoes and every kind of imple-
ment necessnry to facilitate and save labor, and do
we snffer these to lie out in night dews and rains. or
have we a place for each one beneath a shelter, and
do we take care that each is stored in its place when
not in use ?

Do we feed our mileh eows night and morning up-
on peas, turneps or meal, or do we suffer them to go
only with what they can pick up in the range, and

greater part of the year!

Have we set apart a piece of land, and manured it
well, to be sown in rata baga tarneps ? 1f not, is it
not time to do it immediately ?

Do we, as a matter of grace, feed our cows on de-
caying eabbage leaves. and expect to have bufter fit
to he used ?

These are but a fow of the many questions that
farmers might ask themselves with profit, but T will
forbear pressing more upon the mind of the reader
lest he fail to beed any of them. It is a very gener-
al fault among the best of managers that small things
are passed by -as too insignificant to deserve atten-
tion.

This is a great mistake, and never shall we be a
thrifty, independent, good-living people, until we
change our habits in this respect. The trifling oc-
currences of every-day life make up the sum of hu-
man happiness or misery: so do the details of plant-
ing and farming constitute the gain or loss. Vast
crops of rice may be made and handsome prices re-
alized—bales of cotton may be heaped on bales, till
Ossa be piled upon Pelion, and if the little conven-
iences and delicacies of every-day life are not at
command, we fail to sccure the object of all our ex-
ertions.

Guaxo.—We publish the following experiments by
Mr. Bridges, of Caroline county, Va., as interesting
at this time, when so many are using the article :

“I observe that one of the modes in the applica-
tion of Guano hy Mr. Newton, was to sow the wheat
and Guano and tarn them in with & light farrow |
applied two tons in like manner, on soil rather light;
