Steel is iron passed through process called ce-

mentation, the object of which istoimpregnateU with
carbon. Carbon exists more abundantly in charcoal
than in any other fusible substance, and the smoke
that goes up from the charcoal forge if carbon in a
fluid state. Now, if you can manage to confine that
smoke, and heat, a piece of iron at the same time, it
will become steel. Heating the iron open its pores,
so that the smoke or carbon can enter it.

The furnace for this purpose is a conical building

brick or stone, which hold about tour tons of bar
iron. At the oottom is a large crate for the fire.
A layer of charcoal dust is put upon the bottom of
the troughs, then a layer of bar iron ; and so on al-

ternatively, until the troughs are full. They are
then covered over with clay, to keep out the air.
which, it admitted, would prevent the cementation.
Fire is then communicated to the wood and coal
with which the furnace is filled, and continued until
the conversion of the iron into steel is completed,
which generally happen. in about eight or ten days.
This is known by the blisters on the bars, which the
workmen occasionally draw out to determine. When
the conversion is completed, the fire is then left to
go out, and the bars remain in the furnace about
eight days more, to rool.

The bars of steel are then taken out and either
sold as blistered steel or drawn to a convenient size,
when it is called tilted steel. German steel is made
out of this blistered steel, by breaking the bars into
short pieces and welding them together, drawing
them down to a proper size for use.

Pop Emmons.
This name is familiar to all Bostonians who can

recall the scenes of the Fourth of July in that city,
twenty or twenty-fiv-e years ago. On that day a crack-braine- d

democrat, by the name of Wm. Emmons,
was in the habit of delivering an oration on the
Common, which oration he had taken the precau-
tion to have printed in advance of its delivery, for
the purpose of selling copies to his hearers while
the excitement caused by his elquence was still
glowing in their veins. He also sold from the same
stand a delectable beverage known in those days as
"egg pop" from which acquired the sobriquet of
Pop Emmons.

During the administration of Jackson. Pop Em-
mons removed to Washington, wrote the life of Col.
Johnson, and electioneered many years in the vain
attempt to procure his nomination to the Presidency.

By the following telegraph despatch from N. York,
dated on Monday, we perceive that Emmons has be-

come weary of the world:
"Yesterday, p. m . at two o'clock, an attempt at

suicide was made in Trinity church yard by an elder-
ly gentleman. He was discovered by one of the tlav
po ice. just as he was adjusting the knot ofa silk hand-
kerchief. wh;ch he had previously attached to a tree.
From the papers found on his person it appear that
his name is Wm. Emmons, of Boston, and that he
had been for several years private secretary to Judge
Woodbury. He is evidently insane."

Park Renjamin. about- ten years ago. committed
the grave error of attributing to Pop Emmons the
authorship of that immortal epic poem the Fredo-nia- d

The author of the Fredoniad wa Rob't Em-
mons, a brother of the illustrious Pop, and as crazy
as he is. Syracuse (N. Y.) Stnr.

Military Instructors In B HIsU Jtelmcr ts.
The Secretary of. War, in the debate last session on

the army estimates, expressed his belief that Parlia-
ment ere long would be called on to furnish means
by which the officers of the army might bo enabled
to obtain that amount of knowledge absolutely re-

quisite bpfore they ought to be promoted to the rank
of Captain. We have recently learned that it is the
intention of the authorities to m:ike early arrange-
ments for appointing to regiments competent in-

structors, and that in the next, estimates p sum will
be proposed for that purpose. It seems that all in-

tention of appointing captains to the regiments as
military instructors has bren relinquished, and that
as yet nothing definite has been done, though many
proposals and suggestions from high quarters have
been submitted.

Arsenic Eaters Austria.
A poisoning case at Cilli has procured the publi-

cation of some interesting facts representing the arse-
nic eaters of lower Austria and Styria. In both
these provinces it appears to be a common custum
among the peasantry to consume every morning a
small portion of the deadly poison in the same man-
ner as the eastern world consumes opium. Dr.
Tschudi. the well-know- n traveller, publishes an ac-

count of several cases which have come to his knowl-
edge. The habit does not seem to be so pernicious
in its results as that of opium eating. It is com-
menced by taking a very small dose, say somewhat
less than half a grain every morning, which is grad-ull- y

incresed to two or three grains. The case of a
hale old farmer is mentioned, whose morning whet of
arsenic reached the incredible quantity of four grams.
The effect it produces is very curious. The arsenic
eaters grow fat and ruddy, sonrich so that the prac
tice is adopted by lovers of both sexes, m order to
please their sweethearts. It relieves the lungs and
head very much also when mounting steep hills and
entering into a more rarified atmosphere.

A Pox's Ileveuge.
The Rev. I. Murray, in his work on Creation, tells

the fo'.lowins story :

" An old and resprctab'e man of the county of Mont
gomery, used frequently to relate an anneciote of a
circumstance which he say In his youth he resided
on the banks of the Huslson river One day he went
to a bay on the river in order to shoot ducks or wild
geese. When he came to the river he saw six geese
beyond --hot. He detrmine I to wait for them to ap-

proach tlie shore. While sittins there, he saw a fnx

From the Raleigh Star.
Correction With some Reflections.

In announcing that a dividend of three per cent,
had been declared on the capital stock of the Wil-
mington and Raleigh Railroad Company, we stated.
( week before last,) that the amount from this divi-
dend coming to the State was $18,000. This, we are
advised by tlie public treasurer, is an error. The
State's share is only $12,000, still a very handsome
sum. We were led into the mistake, by overlooking
the fact, that 200.000 of the Stale's stock in that
company had been transferred, under an act of the
last Legislature, to the Wilmington and Manchester
Road, which, when completed, will, we hope, be a
productive investment leaving only $400,000 of the
stock belonging to the State in the Wilmington and
Raleigh Company, instead of $600,000, the amount
of her original subscription.

1 he Wilmington road has had difficulties from the
beginnin-r- , which to any but Wilmingtonians would
have been insurmountable : but under the indomita-
ble public spirit and persevering enerjry of that in-

telligent portion of our citizens, we are rejoiced to
learn those difficulties are at length rapidly giving
way. and it is now about to he demonstrated that
the State's subscription to that important public
work was a wise, and will ultimately become a pro-
fitable, investment. But however rich the immedi-
ate return may be from this stock, it will be but a
drop in the bucket compared with the abundant har-
vest of revenue which will accrue to the State as the
product of the enhanced value of real estate and the
vast increase of wealth and population caused by the
improvement to which the outlay was appropriated.

Jt is pleasing to every one. who looks with a single
eye to a great North Carolina interest in her system
of Internal Improvements, to contemplate the result
that must follow the completion of the four great
works, the Wilmington and Manchester Railroad,
the Cape Fear and Deep River Navigation, the Fay-ettevil- le

and Western Plank Road, and the North
Carolina (we love to emphasise the name) Central
Railway. The vast quantities of produce that will
flow through these channels to Wilmington, and the
incalculable amount of trade that will concentrate
at that point, will build up a market town there,
that will vie with Charleston, in population, wealth
and commerce. Let no cold and ciutious calculator
say. this is chimerical let no halting and hesitating
doubter say. it is impossible. The spirit of the age
laughs at " impossibilities," and cries, "it shall be
done." The people of North Carolina have only to
will it, and it will be accomplished. Already has
Wilmington astonished the other sections of tlie State;
already has she more than doubled her population :

already has she commenced a regular business of di-

rect importations from Enroppan markets ; already
does she offer West India products groceries of eve
ry description as low as they can be bought in any
city in the Union ; already does she offer as hish pri
ces for " country produce " as it will command in any
market within its reach : and already does she give
the pledge and assurance to the rural districts" of
the great West that she will be able to compete with
any market, either to the right or left, that may be
opened to their trade. Doubt, under such circum-
stances, is infidelity. Who that has the true North
Carolina spirit and feeling can linger any longer
about the chilling slough of despondency 1 Every
citizen should hope and believe. J his is an instance.
(it all will be united, it all will agree as touching
the one thing.) to which may be literally applied
the language ot holy rit, " according to your faith
so shall it be unto you.

J he cause of W llmmgton is the cause of North
Carolina; whatever may be done for that town will
contribute much to the prosperity and elevation of
the State ; but it will be only one of a series of mea
sures required to perfect her system of improvements
and achieve her thorough redemption and renova
tion. I he cheering signs of success which already
attend the works in progress, will open the eyes of
those who have heretofore been honestly opposed to
such enterprises, and swell the ranks of the advo
cates of a liberal and judicious system of Internal Im
provements. A spirit of patriotic enthusiasm will

ervade all classes of our citizens; the hoarded uni
ons ot capital that now lie idle in chests and vaults

will be unlocked and more freely venture! in this
noble cause; less opposition will be raised by dema-
gogues; and the good work will steadily and suc
cessfully move on, until the completion of every link
in the chain that will bind all the sections of the
State together in one grand and glorious North Ca-
rolina interest.

Progress of American Man ufaet ares.
The Dry Goods Reporter, after noticing the pro-

duction of prints after the style of high priced
French goods, observes :

One after another the mannfacturers of Europe
are obliged to retire from the field, leaving American
producers to supply American consumers. First we
obtained the market on brown cottons, and the pro-
duction of bleached goods followed as a natural se-

quence. We then attempted prints. The victory
on these goods is within our grasp already. Import
er after importer is abandoning the importation of
the British article. We next attempted the cassi-mer- e

fabric, and hav reduced the importation so
low. that none beside those engaged in supplying
tailors, can import them to advantage, and even they
dare not repeat an order. The shawl making was
believed by Samuel Lawrence, Esq , to be a business
that could be profitably carried on among ourselves.
The correctness of his judgment is attested by those
nobl? structures, the Bay State Mills, and those beau-
tiful fabrics now exhibiting in the fair of the Ame-
rican Institute. Last, though not least, came the
manufactures of de lanes and cashmeres. We have
not as yet succeeded in closing the market against
the imported article, but we have succeeded in com
manding a full share ot the attention of purchasers,
and ere another year rolls its round, the foreign pro
ducer will find that, to maintain the volume of his
sales, he must reduce the cost of production.

The Stockholders Meeting anrt the State Proxy.
We find articles in both the Herald and Commer-

cial of last Saturday, in which allusion is made to

the course pursued by Owen Fennell, Esq., who held

the proxy of the State, in the lute Convention of the
Stockholders in the Wilmington and Raleigh Rail-

road. We have no wish to enter into any contro-

versy about the matter. We merely wish to correct

some misapprehensions into which these papers seem of
to have fallen. In the first place then, Mr. Fennell
acted under no instructions whatever from the Go-

vernor, unless we consider an expression of opinion as

to the extent of his powers such instruction. The

Governor expressed his opinion that, under existing
laws, the State was entitled to its usual vote. We
should think that no one acquainted with Sher-

iff Fennell, would believe that he would accept any

proxy unless full confidence were reposed in him.
In the second place, we are not aware that Mr. Fen-

nell did even know that Mr. Campbell was a

member of the Democratic party until after his vote

had Leen cast ; so that political prejudices could

have had nothing to do with the matter : although

if they had, the Herald's party could have had no

reason to complain. As for personal influences, we

know nothing. We are not aware of any. The
whole amount of the matter seems to be that the
State's proxy did not wish to vote for Gen. McRae,
and did not do so. But that he did not wish to con-

trol

of

or embarrass the action of the individual stock-

holders, is apparent from the fact that no effort was
made to obtain individual proxies, although such
might have been obtained to a considerable extent
nor to canvass with a single stockholder during the by
whole previous session of the Convention. He did to

not even state for whom he was going to vote. He
acted simply to the extent of the power conferred
upon him, and no further.

When the Herald speaks of " untried hands and to

inferior knowledge," we presume it means the ex-

pression as a general one, it certainly could not re-

fer to Mr. Campbell, who is as well acquainted with
the affairs of the road as any man connected with it.

As we have already said, wc wish to enter into no
controversy about this matter. We have not inter-

fered, and do not intend to interfere with it any way
form or shape. We simply state facts because they
are facts, and are necessary to a proper understand-
ing of the case in point. As for the wholesale na-

ture of the State's proxy, it is strange that it was
never found out before. For our part, we wish that
the State could sell out every share of stock she owns

in any and every institution, at par. It would be

much better for the State and for the institutions.
The connection of the State with incorporated com-

panies is always an evil: the best excuse that can
be made for it, is to say that it is sometimes a neces-

sary evil.

The Prospect Abend.
Congress will soon meet, and will not soon adjourn,

for this is to be the long. President-makin- g session,

when every political movement made in Con-

gress, will be a sort of indirect stumping, intended
purely for electioncerins purposes. Yet. although a
good deal of this will be done, it will, perhaps, be

carried to a much less extent than on Bome former
occasions.

It will be felt that a nomination by
the Democratic National Convention implies an elec-

tion by the people, and consequently it may prove a
bone of contention between the partizans of rival as-

pirants, to an extent calculated to disturb the harmo-
ny of the party. If this can be avoided, success is
almost certain. Indeed, the more reflecting of our
